painful experience with tho forbidden
conduct and directly resulting from it.
It Is not every mother's love that will
permit this sutlcring, for It Is often tu.

capable of taking account of anything
beyond Immediate eiiect.s; out the way
is clear, nevertheless, ami the mother.
or father, who do not follow it doe a
wronjr to the child. A child learn riot
to fall not to put hi finger in a hot

place, nor to touch a sharp jtolnt,
these e..erienoki are painful. Let

bim, in alt Inntanee. derive pain from
his wronsr doinzs, and, ho will avoid
them; he can cnii"eliend this, nnd tho
employment of tli met hod will bo a
government of itself.in place of parental
injunction alone. There are two bl anch

Wo know that moth
ers a iv averse lo seeing their children
sulieriho slightest pain, ven lor a
short time, and that for many years to
come a largo portion of them will bo
slow to mlopt tlits inellioil, because oi
their inability to perceive that tha Im
mediate pain that tho child stiller un-

der this method is far less in quality
and duration than the more remote pain
that comes from the method now com
mon. The child will love- - the parent
who puts herself in tho way of pointing
out to him the putns that may unexpect-
ed from Ion coudiiel, a great deal moro
than ho will the one who Is in the atti
tude of constantly depriving him of

hat ho believes to lie pleasure. Tho
purposed subjection of tho child to men-
tal and some physical pain does not
seem crue to one who finds that It falls
far short of balancing the more serious

pains that are entailed when tho child
lias not been given the discipline ncc!- -
sary lor his welfare, (ol, no iloiitit.
there are mothers who Iteat their child-
ren, torture them with fright and bring
upon them sources of pain that will en-

dure for ynara, bjr a whimsical,
irrational government, who

will regard the Infliction of slight ami
temporary mental pain upon a child
exceedingly cruel, though it saves tho
child from barbarous whippings and
long suffering. To them wo will say
that this government that we advocate
Is tried in manv household with more
or less thoroughness, and that, to tho
extent to which It ia used, it is an
