WISDON IS NEEDED

Chinese Question Is Discussed by
a Russian Authority.

DANGER OF FUTURE TROUBLE

Powers Must Not Demand Conces-
sions That Threaten China's
Independence.

 New York Sun Speclal Service
Vierna, Jan. 2.—Professor De Martens,
the Russian delegate to the peace confer-
ence at The Hague contributes the fol-
lowing article on arbitration in the
Chinese problem to the Neues Wiener
Tageblatt: :

The peace conference at The Hague, the re-
sult of high-minded and lofty inspirations,
proclaimed universal peace and hearty friend-
ship between the nations. Almost immedi-
ately after the announcement of the great
principles of peace and arbitration, how-
ever, there followed the Transvaal war and
the Chinese imbroglio. The regrettable cein-
cidence of these unfortunate events in South
Africa and China has disturbed many minds.

Public opinion asks: ‘“What object is there
in calling an international congress when its
resolutions are made dead letters? Why
awaken beautiful hopes in the hearts of civ-
ilized nations if the disillusions is so near
and so unavoidable? Why promise the peace-
able settlement of international questions if
in spite of all, war remains unavoidable and
may break forth at any moment?”

Transvaal Neot Inecluded.

All these doubts and reflections, springing
from disillusionment, are based on a com-
plete misunderstanding of the conference at
The Hague.

Every international agreement has binding
power only for the contracting parties. The
resolution of the international conference,

therefore, are binding only on those powers
which have taken part in the conference,

i no claim to draw any regular benefit from the

i China Is Different.
|

As regards China, it is altogether a differ-
i ent matter. On Yhe ether hand, the military
operations of the Boxers and the imperial
Chinese army are not recognized as partaking
of the nature of international warfare., On
the other hand, public opinion opposed the
putting in practice in this struggle of the
principles sanctioned by the conference at
The Hague® Public opinion considered the
settlement of this conflict by arbitration as
entirely out of the question. b

Under such circumstances the question
naturally arises: ‘“Why should not the rights
of China be recognized to demand arbitration
between herself and the powers who have in-
vaded her soil?”” So far as is known, no
power, up to the present moment, thought of
settling the Chinese imbroglio by arbitra-
tion.

In reference to the events in the far east,
the agreements signed in The Hague are not
taken seriously. Nobody has thought seri-
ously of asking that they be resorted to in
this eonflict. This circumstance took its or-
igin entirely in the peculiar character of.thi'
Chinese conflict—an insurrection that gained
strength by reason of the sympathy of the
legal government.

Only in China is it possible that a revolu-
tion should receive its sanction from the side
of the government. This is at the same
time the best explanation for the general
opinion that exists on the Chinese and China.

The whole nature, the habits and charac-
ter of the Chinese are so thoroughly differ-
ent from those of a European or American |
that it is impossible to judge them from the
standpoint of the civilized Christian world.

Law and Justice.

The basic principles of law and justice
with reference to each nation remain (e
same, however, throughout the universe.
These principles should in like manner be
applied to the Chinese, who, in any case,
form a large and independent nation of
450,000,000 living beings. Very true, and yet
everybody who is familiar with the interna-
tional relations with China must, in all jus-
tice, have serious reflections when he con-
siders how the civilized powers have dealt
with this ancient empire.

The favorite means adopted by the powers

to solve the Chinese question is, unfor-
tunately, the most popular one in Europe.
I, however, cannot commend it. I cannot |

acknowledge that the Christian nations pos-
sess the natural right, always exercised, of
forcing the Chinaman to submit to the un-
scrupulous use of the natural wealth of his
native land,

The Missionaries.

T am unable to recognize the right of the
Protestant or Cotholic missionaries to carry
on their propaganda at the expense of the
strength of the Chinese government. 1 can
find absolutely no legal grounds on which to
Justify the right of systematically poisoning
the Chinese with opium, the importation of
which was imposed on China by force.

Finally, however, I must in all candidness
give expression to my opinion that the Chi-
nese have the same right to insist that China
belongs to the Chinese as the Russians or the
English have that their land belongs to them.
For that reason it appears to me that the
civilized powers, when they settle their claims
against China, should not @irect their efforts
toward extending the civil government of
their subjects in China, or, by obtaining new
concessions, to advance the propaganda of
the Christian religion among the Chinese, or
to undermine the authority or prestige of the
Chinese government, or to increase the hate
and the prejudice against all foreigners in
the hearts of the Chinese people.

Way for New Murders.

If the powers, who at present jointly per-
mit themselves to be led by merchants and
missionaries, are to extort new concessions
from the Chinese, and if under the pretext of
obtaining satisfaction for the murders and
crimes it has committed, they force the gov-
ernment in Peking to comply, their sovereign
rights in China can be regarded only as a
truce of arms. In a short time new murders
and other crimes will be perpetrated against
foreigners in China, and new and sanguinary
‘wars will be unavoidable,

When China during this enforced period of
rest, realizing her aims, has gathered her
strength for the future struggle and has cre-
ated a well-organized army, a new uprising
will be considerably maqre tedious and more
dangerous for the Christian natioms. They

!'would then have to answer for the responsi-

bilitv of having paved the way to this fright-
ful battle with a nation of 430,000,000 human
beings—a responsibility on the part of the
governments of the clvilized world as against
nations yet unborn.

In any case, Russia, whose boundaries ad-
join those of China for not less than 6,250
miles, will not hesitate. The Russian nation
desires the conditions of good neighborly
relations and peaceable understanding which
she has maintained for centuries with China
to continue in the future. If Russia in this
war gives precedence above all things to the
interests of peace with China, she is certainly
acting in the spirit of the conference at The
Hague, whose aim it was to guarantee the
interests of peace, not only for the immedi-
ate present, but also for the future,

Must Respect Independence.

For Europe and the civilized world the erit-
ical moment bas arrived in which they must
come 1o a clearer decision regarding their
future relations with China. If Europe cher-
ishes the desire to prevent the explosions of
hate on the part of the Chinese, she must
respect her undoubted right to a national
and independent existence. In this case she
will insure herself a quiet and peaceable fu-
ture and will act in the spirit of the peace
conference. 1If, however, on the contrary,
Europe gives free rein to her hate against
China and utilizes her victories to extort new
concessions from the Chinese government,
which would be both unjust and offensive,
then this great nation will also in the future
represent an incalculable menace to the peace
of the world.

Professor De Martens is a celebrated
Russian authority on international law.
He is professor of international law in the
university of St. Petersburg. He was
president of the Venezuelan arbitration
commission which met in Paris,

murderer of Baron von Ketteler, the Ger-
man minister, was under German super-
vision. The murderer was made to kneel
on his hands and knees in the middle of
the street, and he was kept in this posi-
tion for half un hour awaiting the arrival
of German officers. In the meantime the
executioner, sword in hand, and his as-
sistant stood beside the condemned man.
They each wore bloody clothes. The pair
had just officiated at eight other killings
and did not have time to wash.

Mitchell.,, 8. D., Jan. 2.—Every indica-
tion points to the faect that South Da-
‘kota will be represented at the Pan-
American exposition to be held at Buffalo
beginning in May. The matter has re-
ceived the earnest attemtion of many of
the prominent men of the state and they
are heartily in sympathy with the projeet
of erecting a corn palace similar in con-
struction to the one at Mitchell. W. J.
Healey, who is fostering the enterprise,
departed to-day on a business trip em-
bracing St. Paul, Minneapolis and Chi-
cago, and before his return will hold a
council with the Pan-American officials.

A few days ago Mr. Healey received
a letter from William L. Buchanan, the
director general, who said: “The state of
South Dakota desiring immigration and
requiring capital to develop her natural
resources, will find here in the center of
the money population an oppertunity for
reaching not only great masses of people,
but the particular class of people before
whom you can most profitably make your
display, and a state building in the shape
of a corn palace will attract more atten-
tion and be of far more value to you than
is possible in the west where such features
are more or less familiar to your people.
With us it is a novelty, and, therefore,
would make an impression, which in bene-
ficial results to your state is beyond eal-
culation. I believe it is well worth the
efforts of the public-spirited citizens of
South Dakota to bend their. energies
toward the carrying out of this project
under the auspices of the state.”

The projectors of the corn palace have
received letters from numerous persons
over the state who warmly applaud the
undertaking and are ready to stand be-
hind the movement. It is expected to
have the exterior of the palace more
handsome than anything of the kind pre-
viously attempted, as a method has been
discovered whereby the corn covering the
structure can be made to retain its form
and brilliancy of color for an almost in-
definite period.

On Mr. Healey's retacn steps will be
taken to form an organization to carry
out the idea.
