RELATIONS WITH CUBA.

Havana, Jan. 3.—The Cuban constitutional
convention is considering promulgations of
the- future relations between Cuba and the
United States. One of these afiirms, in the
first place, an acceptance of the Monroe doc-
trine and the establishment of friendly rela-
tions, together with a resolution to proceed
in all cases in complete accord with the
United States. In the second place, it pro-
poses to put at the disposal of the United
States a portion of the coast on the north
coast and any bay on the south coast for
naval stations, concessions sufficient in ex-
tent for the purpose of a defense and sani-
tation. In the third place, it declares that
Cuba will place herself on a war footing
to help the United States in case such as-
sistance should be needed.

JOHNSON AND MANNING CONFER

Lennon Admitted to Have a Cinch—
Toronto Makes a Bid for
a Place.

It is to be hoped that James Manning,
late the chief of the cowboy baseball herd,
likes to ride on the cars. He went 10
Chicago this week, nearly breaking his
peck in hurrying to the Western associa-
tion meeting, and when he arrived at the
appointed place, he found himself flock-
ing all alone. There was not another
member of the league in sight. Walter
Burnham, whom Ban Johnson had ap-
pointed as temporary president, was in
town, but when he called the roll and re-
ceived no answers, he ordered an adjourn-
ment sine die.

Then Ban Johnson, Walter Burnham
and James Manning had a conference in
the seclusion of Johnson’s office. John-
son and Burnham decided to go to De-
troit at once and James Manning was
left in Chicago to do the talking, and
that is all the benefit he received from
his trip to Chicago.

Manning stated that the Western asso-
ciation would have teams in Minneapolis,
St. Paul and Kansas City this year. He
admitted that George Tebeau had secured
a very central location in Kansas City,
but said that the grounds were not large
enough for a baseball park. He did not
reveal where the association team would
play in St. Paul, however, and the saintly
city rooters will be compelled to husband
their patience until Manning speaks again.

It was learned that Johnson went to
Detroit to investigate the situation and
determine if the city would stand another
baseball club under his monopolistic
wing. The tigers by their magnificent
playing aroused such baseball enthusiasm
last year that Johnson believes the town
will stand for two baseball teams, espec-
ially if he is back of both. If this con-
clusion is a correct one, fhe Detroiter
must have a peculiar make-up to return
good fecr evil in such a manner. For
pecuniary reasons the Detroit magnates
an@ Johnson have patched up their quar-
rel, but, to put it mildly, the charges of
very unsatisfactory work on the part of
Johnson toward the town are probably
not forgotten.

In spite of what Manning says it is
evident that the Western association is
thinking of abandoning St. Paul and Min-
neapolis. It is admitted in Chicago that
George E. Lennon of St. Paul is master of
the situation in Minnesota, and when he
could not be cajoled inte casting his for-
tune with Johnson’s new baby league,
Johnson’s plans were badly twisted. It is
now learned that Johnson is looking for
light in the east, and that he has secured
an application from Toronto for a place
in his association. Toronto at present is
a member of the Eastern league. Leaving
Minnesota to enter Canada will not result
in avoiding friction with the National
league. If Toronto is admitted it will
be quite necessary to secure another city
in the same section of the country, and
the choice is practically limited to Buf-
falo and Rochester. Buffalo has been sup-
posed to be sure of a place in the Ameri-
can league on account of the opening of |
*he Pan-American exposition at that place
this year, but then no one knows where
anything is ‘“‘at” for the present.

One Hundred and Fifty Men Exposed
to Smallpox in a Camp
Near Sparta.

Sparta, Minn., Jan. 3.—John Swanson, a
lumberman whose home is supposed to be
in Michigan, was shot and instantly killed
yesterday afternoon while attempting to
escape from smallpox in the Northern
Lumber company’s camp, three miles from
this place. The disease appeared at this
camp, in which are employed .about 150

instructed them to allow no one to leave
the place.

Ever since smallpox appeared in this
part of the state the lumbermen have
been balf wild with terror, and have pro-
tested vigorously against being placed in
quarantine, which meant the loss of their
wages during the time they were idle.
Swanson was the hardest objector to the
order of the foreman, and, it is charged,
announced repeatediy that he intended to
escape if such a thing were possible. He
ventured out several times during the day,
but always returned when one of the
guards pointed his rifle at him.

Late in the afternoon, when it appeared
that- almost every man in camp might
catch the smallpox, Swanson again ven-
tured forth. He was ordered to return,
but refused, and started to run. As he
did so the rifie of one of the guards
cracked and the fugitive fell dead, with
a bullet in his heart. At the same in-
stant, it is said, several other guards fired
at him.

The dead man was removed to one of the
camp buildings, where the body was cared
