New York, Jan. 4.—The sensational ad-
vance in the common stock of the Chicago,
Milwaukee & St. Paul Railroad company
in Wall street to-day was accompanied
by a report that the road is to be leased
by the Great Northern and Northern Pa-
cific companies on a guarantee to pay St.
Pau]l shareholders 6% per cent on the
common stock.

It was also reported that the Erie was
to have close relations with the Great
Northern-Northern Pacific combination
with a view to enlarging the eastern ¢o-
pany’s market for anthracite coal.

BI1G BULL DAY
Bears Are Routed Completely in
Wall Sireet.
New York, Jan. 4.—The bulls in the

stock market turned the tables on the
bears to-day and tossed ‘them right and
left into confused and humiliated groups.
After the success of the bear raid yester-
day the reactionist operators were as-
tounded at thé turn of affairs and their
precipitate rush to cover was an important
factor in the upward rush of prices to-
day. The light-waisted bulls who were
forced out of the market Yyesterday by
wiping out of margins and obliged to pock-
et losses were almost as rueful over the
situation as the bears.

The concentrated character of the buy-
ing made it evident that the turn against
the bears was in the hands of operators
of unbounded resources and skill. Con-
jecture was excited and animated as to the
personality of these operators and quickly
fixed upon the steel magnate with a large
following in Chicago and the wesi, who
was ecredited with the effective selling of
vesterday. His campaign was supposed to
be supplemented by the effective efforts by
the veteran and most dreaded plunger in
the street. The buoyant rise of St. Paul
just at noon to 152% was regarded as the
decisive index of the personality of the
bull leadership, as it has been the favor-
ite stock of the plunging element for some
tim., and was sacutely affected yesterday
by the rumors of the closing out of the
bull specalation.*

St. Paul was the first stock tb show
evidence of eifective support this morn-
ing. Its % -point decline on London sell-
ing was almost immediately recovered.
This was accepted as a danger signal by
the bears, and they were inclined to cover
at once. The principal stocks, which
opened down from 1 to 2 points on sell-
ing orders from Il.ondon and from out of
town, attracted by yesterday’'s sharp
break in prices, were therefore promptly
turned upwards.

The story of a settlement of the Sugar
trade war caused a violent rebound also
in the stock, adding to the distress of
the bears. There were some further
points of weakness developed during the
first hour, but they were practically elim-
inated by the second hour, and the bears
were in full retreat, with the whole mar-
ket working rapidly upwards.

There is a general feeling in the neigh-
borhood of the stock exchange that yes-
terday’s drive was a maneuver by power-
ful bull interests, either to shake off a
weak and undesirable following or to get
back sold-out stocks at lower prices, or
both.

After the opening declines, ranging from
a fraction to 2 points, some of the rallies
were are follows: Sugar and Northern Pa-
cific, 434; St. Paul, 7%; St. Louis South-
western preferred, 41%; Erie second pre-
ferred, 51%; General Electric, 43, ; Penn-
sylvania, Rock Island and Great North-
ern preferred, 4 each, and an average for
all the principal active stocks of betweeen
2 and 4 points.

The speculation continued highly
during the remainder of the day.
rose within a shade of 156, which was 11
points above the early low level, and the
advance from the low point in the majority
of active stocks ranged from 2 to 6 points.
There was much profit-taking late in the day,
but the development of new points of strength
served to sustain prices while the profit-tak-
ing was well absorbed. The aggregate sales
during the day were close to the high rec-
ord in the history of the stock exchange.

ROCKEFELLER IN IT

Report That He Is With Hill in the
St. Paul Deal.

Milwaukee, Jan. 4.—The Evening Wis-
consin to-day says:

It is learned through railroad and finan-
cial sources that cannot be questioned,
that there is more foundation for the ru-
mors of a lease of the Chicago, Milwau-
kee & St. Paul railroad to the Northern
Pacific and Great Northern than the per-
sons interested care to acknowledge. In
this connection, President Roswell Mii-
ler's qualifying statement: ‘‘No lease has
been made yet,”” is regarded as sig-
nificant.

According to a gentleman whose name
cannot be used, on account of his position
in the railway world, some clever moves
are being made on the western railroad
checkerboard which have as an object the
making of millions for a select few; while,
if carried out as now intended, it would
simply leave a lot of smaller holders out
in teh cold, as well as practically absorb
the great identity of the Milwaukee road,
one of the largest and best paying proper-
ties in the west and northwest.

According to the Wisconsin’s authority,
John D. Rockefeller, the multimillion-
aire owner of various stocks, is back of
the deal and is said to be hand in glove
with J. J. Hill in efforts to bring about
the changes. Mr. Rockefeller, who recent-
1y owned 100,000 shares of Milwaukee pre-
ferred, is said to be a very large holder
in the Northern Pacific and presumably
in the Great Northern, both of which
roads J. J. Hill now practically contorls
from an operating standpoint. The large
army of smaller holders of Milwaukee
stock, it is said, are gradually being
quietly posted as to the real meaning of
the deal, and they will, it is believed,
combine to resist.

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AGUINALDO
REALLY DEAD

Report Comes From Filipino
Sources.

CONCEALED BY REBELS

They Fear the News Would End
the Whole Insurrection.

BUT IT IS BELIEVED TO BE TRUE

President Wheeler of California
Gets the News Through Na-
tive Children.

New York, Jan. 4—Benjamin Ide
Wheeler, president of the University of
California, who is at the Waldorf-As-
toria hotel, has-received information from
secret sources in the Philippines that
Aguinaldo’s death occurred no less than
six weeks ago. The news has been kept
secret by Aguinaldo’s followers, it is said.
since it was believed that the news would
cause such discouragement and alarm that
an utter capitulation would result.

President Wheeler obtained this news
through several Filipino children placed
in his care by their parents. Two are the
sons of Buencamino, a wealthy citizen of
Manila, who bas been an active leader of
rebellion against, the Spanish. President
Wheeler also has in his charge the chil-
dren of Midel, the governor of Mindanad,
and several other boys, whose parents are
of the wealthy class.

President Wheeler said:

These boys of mine, as I may call them,
receive frequent communications from their
parents and friends at home. The informa-
tion concerning the death of Aguinaido, I
understand, came from secret and trust-
worthy sources, and is probably true. The
father of two of these boys, Buemcamlno,
was a close friend of Aguinaldo, and has
kept in touch with that remarkable person-
age even after Buencamino himself took a
neutral stand. Buencamino, however, did not
take a firm stand on the side of America
until recently.

His Disfranchisement Resolution
Considered by the House.

MORE ATTEMPTS TO FILIBUSTER

Previous Question Is Orderved in the
Resolution—Vote After
Debate,

Washington, Jan. 4.—Mr. Dalzell of
Pennsylvania called the house to order
to-day in the absence of Speaker Hender-
son ,who was detained at his home by a
severe cold. Immedidately after the ap-
proval of the journal half a dozen mem-
bers were on their feet demanding rec-
| ognition. Among them was Mr. Olmsted
| of Pennsylvania, who yesterday created
' a stir by offering the resolution to instruct
the committee on census te investigate
the alleged abridgment of the right to
vote in several southern states. But the
gpeaker pro tem recognized Mr. Lacey of
Iowa, who presented a privileged resolu-
tion asking tho president to return a
minor bill in which there was a clerical
error. It was adopted.

Mr, Burton of Ohio presented the river
and harbor bill. To clear the way for
Mr. Olmsted, Mr. Goff of Illinois, chair-
man of the commitftee on claims, after
stating that it was apparent that no claim
bills could be considered to-day (this
being the day set easide under the rule for
their consideration) asked unanimous con-
sent to postpone the regular order for to-
day until next Wednesday-

Mr. Samson )Va.) objected.

The spaaker pro tem was about to recog-
nize Mr. Olmsted when Mr. Underwood of
Alabama headed him off with the point of
no quorum. The house was counted but
there were only 142 members in the hall.

The speaker was about to direct a call
for the house when Mr. Underwood inter-
posed with a motion to adjourn and the
filibuster was on. The vote was taken by
ayes and nays. The motion-to adjourn
was defeated—85 to 103.

Thes peaker pro tem held that the pend-
ing question was the vote on the question
of consideration raised against the Olm-
sted resolution yesterday.

During the previous rcll call the leaders
on both sides had conferred and an agree-
ment had been reached that the resolution
should be recommitted. Mr. Richardson,
the minority leader, proposed that this
course be followed.

HAULING OFF
LAKE GALHOUN

A Movement Started to Save
the Lake.

SIX ICE CO.'S AT WORK

Under Similar Conditions Cutting
at White Bear Was Stopped.

LAKE 16 IN. BELOW OLD LEVEL

At Present the Lake Is Hardly Avail«
able for Any Form of
Sport.

“Save Lake Calhoun” is the watchword
of a movement inaugurated this morning.

Residents of the growing community on
the east shore of Calhoun have awakened
to the fact that two-thirds of the beau-
tiful expanse of the lake has been staked
off by the ice companies, and ice fifteen
inches thick will be cut off this whole
area. The lake is fed only by subter-
ranean springs,and is now sixteen inches
lower than it was ten years ago. Two
companies, the Boston Ice company and
the Cedar Lake Ice company, have been
cutting there for several years, but this
winter, it is announced, six companies will
cut ice on the lake for commercial pur-
poses. They have already staked off
more than twice the area taken any previ-
ous winter, and the situation is becoming
serious. Ice boating is practically ruined
for this winter, in itself sufficlent
grievance, but the danger of reducing the
city's beauty spot to a marshy pond has
aroused the neighborhood. This morning
a petition signed by residents of Calhoun

boulevard and vicinity was dellvered to
Walter C. Tiffany, secretarv of the Mini-
kahda Club.

1 am very glad to receive the petition, and
it will be taken up by the board of gov-
ernors in a few days. It is rather a strange
condition of affairs to have lakes within the
city limits used for ice supply, but the fact
is not to be wondered at, seeing that ne
one has yet taken the trouble to cbject. |

Secretary Ridgway of the park
says that bodv is powerless in the matter.
“Our jurisc .ion extends only
shore,” he eaid this morninz,
bave no rights on the lake. If we owned
the entire shore we could prevent access
to the lake, but the companies have prop-
erty on the lake shore, and possess ri-
parian rights.”

Supreme Court Protection.

The victory of White Bear citizens
against the People’s Ice company of St.
Paul has had much to do with actiom at
this time. The supreme court has de-
cided once for all that the courts may re- i
strain an ice company from cutting on &
body of water, where ice is removed im
quantities sufficient to reduce the level of
the water even a quarter of an inch. All
the citizens now have to do is to prove
the state of facts alleged, and the injume-
tion will be granted. There seems to be
no reason why such an iniunction could
not be applied to Lake Calhoun. S. N.
Ewing, who keeps the boat dock on the
east shore, has kept a record of the high
water mark in different years and cam
also show from the marks on the pilin
where the former high water mark rott:
the wood sixteen inches above the present
level. Owing to the shallow water, boats
are having difficulty in making landings at 1
the beach, and all kinds of sport are be- §
ing discouraged. Evidently, if anyone is
disposed to take the matter up, an injumce
tion can be secured. 3

« Aldermen May Have Power.

H. H. Potter, the attorney, who lives at
3037 Calhoun boulevard, is of the opinion
that there is an easier way to stop the
ice cutting. ‘“This case differs from the
White Bear case In one thing,” he said to
The Journal this morning. “Calhoun
is within the city limits, and in my judg-
ment the city council has a right to take
the matter up. The lake is public prop-
erty, and not to be used by ane one to the
exclusion of others. The council has a
right, as a police measure, to order the
police department to stop ice cutting. As
a matter of fact, the lake being a navigable
body of water, it belongs in my opiniom
to the United States, but the city has com-
current jurisdiction, and may exercise the
police power to protect the rights of eciti-
zens.”

There are two methods open, therefore,
—injunction proceedings and action by the
council. . Even the most enthusiastic agi-
tators admit, however, that it is a little
late in the day to begin porceedings this -
winter. Two of the companies have p
erty there, and considerable money in-
vested. The others have done consider-
able work, and employ large crews of
who would be thrown out of work. It is
probable that the agitation will be ecar-
ried on this winter to the point of pre-
venting any cutting next season. A

Ice Yachtsmen Discouraged.

A visit to the shore of the lake shows
the havoc that is being done. Each com-
pany has staked off a tract of ice, plant-
ing small evergreen trees about thirty
feet apart to make the limits plain. Then,
to prevent ice boats and skaters from
crossing, the tract is fenced in with
chunks of ice. o

The ice boat owners are up in arms.
There are about fifty boats owned on the
lake, and kept at BEwing's dock. The
owners used to tie them up on the bank
wherever they pleased, but the workmen
for the ice companies began cutting ropes
and taking away pleces of rigging,
used some of the boats roughly. There
has been trouble on several occasions be-
tween ice men and ice boat men. Fred-
erick Hill of Yerxa's, who is an Mj’
of the ice boat club, said this morni
“Our club will not amount to much t
season, I am afraid. The boys are
discouraged. Why, there is hardly
to turn boats around when they get
the ice in any number. I hope some
will take it up. I am very glad to i
it agitated, anyway.”

Frank H. Forbes, secretary of
Board of Trade, lives at 3133 ho
boulevard, and the ice companies °
staked off practically all the lake in
section. He said this morning:

I do not believe there is another city
the country where ice is cut to any ex
within the city limits. It ought to be abol
ished. There are plenty of good lakes withi
a few miles of Minneapolls to furnis 'i,
supply, without destroying the besuty o
