The public franchises of such a city are
valuable. Th use of the public streets for
transportation and lighting is a public asset
which should not be held ; lightly. It costs |
the taxpayers of Minneapolis in caring for i

those public highways -during the .'past year ,
140,100. for paving, $21,000 for curb and gutter. j'

$152,000 for sewers, $C7",UCO for water mains, j
$158,000 for sidewalks, about $100,000 for j
bridges, viaducts and grading upwards of
?145,0C0 for lighting, and $140,000 for sprink-
ling, sweepingl and cleaning. During the
eleven-year period, 1890-1900 inclusive, the
taxpayers of Minneapolis have invested' j
$1,564,C00 in paring, $375,000 in curb and gut-
ter, $2,200,000 in sewers, $2,600,000 in water
mains and waterworks. $1,100,000 in sidewalks.
$600,000 in bridges and viaducts, $1,200,000 in
grading, and over $100,000 more in conduits
and miscellaneous improvements, making a
total investment not far from $10,000,000 for
these purposes since Jan. 1, IS9O, to say noth-
ing of the large aggregate .Investment for
public improvement prior to that date. The
franchise for the use of the streets of such a
city, improved and maintained at such cost, j
is a public asset of large value and is guarded j
with great care by every progressive. muni- j
cipality. Franchises for such us should earn |
the city a fair rental on- the public invest- |
ment, and should give :be city public service
at the lowest reasonable cost.

p*ct to give both time and personal investi-
gation io the discharge of their duties, espe-
cially in committee, as it is there that the
lkings that make or mar are dove.

For the best protection of public franchises
and the best and most economical public

service, municipal ownership and manage-

ment have been advocated and put into prac-
tise, usually with marked success, by many
of the leading cities of the United States and
Europe. Upwards of 1,600 American muni-
cipalities own and operate their own water-

works. Something like 25<> American towns
and cities own and operate their own electric
lighting plants. A score or an of American
cities, and the vast majority of European

cities, own aid opeiate their own gas light

plants. There are thirty-seven British muni-
cipalities that own their street railway lines,

and six that operate them as well.
The resu'.ts claimed for municipal owner-

ship are: First, lower cost of public service;

second, a public service better adapted, to the

needs and demands of the people: third, in
many cases a revenue to the city for the

use of the franchise; fourth, the elimination
of the powerful and often corrupt Influence
of public service corporations from city

politics and city government.
As shown by government consular reports,

municipal ownership of gaslighting prevails

in over 200 cities of Great Britain and Ireland,

and the prevailing rate is 40 to 60 cents per
thousand, which is less than half the average

price under private ownership in this coun-
try. The British cities, as a rule, realize net
profits over and above interest on the sinking

iund of the deb: for the erection of the plant,

besides cost of operation and maintenance.

The change to municipal ownership has been
followed by marked reduction in price. Glas-

gow in twenty years of municipal ownership

cut the price of gas in two, and paid $3,500,-

--000 at debt with the profits. The experience

of Great Britain in municipal ; lighting Is
duplicated in Germany, France, Holland,

Switzerland and Russia. Berlin, a few years

since, had a private gas company and a city

gas works, the latter realizing a profit of

5,000,000 marks per annum, while furnishing

"the gas at 25 per cent less than the private
company. The city of Paris, supplied by a
private company, paid $1.60 per thousand for

gas the same year that Berlin, under muni-
cipal ownership, was paying 80 cents. Reval.
Russia, where coal was comparatively dear,

paid $1.25 under municipal ownership the .
same year that Moscow paid private com-
panies $2.&0.

The largest end most successful experience

of American cities in regard to municipal

lighting, is with electric lighting. Detroit five

years ago, by private contract, paid $133.75
per arc lamp for electric lighting. The city

thereupon built an electric plant at a cost of
$617,000, and in the following year produced

electric lightat a cost of $64.19 per arc lamp

for operating expenses, and $89.42, including a

liberal estimate for interest, taxes and de
preciation of plant; as compared with $140 per
lamp by private contract that year in Min-
neapolis. Chicago, the same year, paid $80
per lamp as the cost of operating 1,400 arc
lamps owned by the city, as compared with

$101 by private contract. A writer in Paving

and Engineering, gives a list of thirteen
cities where by private contract prior to the

Introduction of municipal ownership the aver-
age price was $157 per arc lamp, and the
average cost of operation by the cities them-
selves afterward when they owned and ran
their own plant was $55 per arc lamp. In
1596, a committee of expert engineers, of
which former city engineer F. W. Cappelen

of Minneapolis was one, made for the Ameri-
can Society of Municipal Improvements an
exhaustive investigation of. the comparative

cost of electric lighting; in the United States
by city, ownership and private contract, and
reported that the average for that year, for a
2,000 candle lamp, al: night schedule, was by
private contract $106.55, and by city ownership

$66.26; and for. sunn light,schedule, $95.70 by
private contract and $56.67 by city ownership.

This is a saving of about 40 per.cent, or !
nearly $40 per lamp in favor of city owner- j
ship and operation of public electric lighting. !

Mr. CaDpelen's estimate for a "plant of 1,000 j
arc lamps, with 300 in reserve, 'sufficient, to <

light Minneapolis, was $800,000, and he esti- j
mated that the cost of lighting to the, city
with such a plant would not exceed $78 per

lamp. It is known that the investigations of \u25a0

the Minneapclis city charter commissions, ]
both of 1898 and 1900, were strongly favorable j
to the proposition of city ownership ; and j

Minneapolis has experimented successfully
with gasolene lighting on *a' rising oil -and
labor market, but aside from the operation of
her own water plant this is her only grap-
pling with the great problem of the future in
city government. .Municipal ownership I
would not advocate as a wholesale measure,

but taken up in detail and surrounded by good
business ' methods It -gives the best promise j
of solving some of the pressing problems of
urban life.
