The majority of people are not able to
tell the difference between muffins - and
waffles; some of them do not even know to
what the latter term is applied. They will
tell you that muffins are baked in a’series of
rings less than three inches in diameter, but
they probably cannot confide to you that the
up-to-date waffle pans are circular, accom-
modating the batter for four cakes, and hung
on & pivot to allow them to-be turned by a
fork. They used to be tea daiuties, but have
been adopted as breakfast dishes since the
supper hour was abolished.
