AND IMMEDIATELY

Thus Declares the Republican Country Press of
the State Anent the Senator-
: ship.

The Caucus Means Party Harmony---An Early
One Means Economy of Legis-

lative

Time.

The republican country press of Minne-
sota is overwhelmingly in favor of a set-
tlement of the short term senatorial con-
test in a republican legislative caucus to
he held at as early a datg as pessible.
This course is favored generally as the
best means of avoiding bitter and disunit-
ing party strife and permitting the repub-
lican majority to select the senator with-
out dictation or interference from the fu-
sion minority.

On Tuesday The Journal directed
its correspondents throughout the state to
secure expressions from the editors of

republican papers on two questions: First,

‘whether they favored the settlement of

the senatorial question in a republican
caucus, and, second, if so, whether they
favored an early caucus so as to permit
the legislature to go about the other ime
portant work of the session. Replies were
received from seventy-four editors. Some
gave their personal opinions and others
sent extracts from editorial expressions
already or just about to be published.

Of the seventy-four who answered,
sixty-five favor a caucus settlement,
while seven want the contest fought out

*| this vast majority agree upon a man the bet-

in the legislative joint sesslon and two
are of dubious mind.

Ot the sixty-five who favor a caucus,
forty-eight declare for an early one so
as to facilitate legislative business, while
eight want delay, and the remainder ex-
press no opinion.

Here are the replies:

What the Editors Say.

Editor Chatfield News—I heartily favor an
early republican caucus.

A, E. Pfremmer, Aitkin Age—The republi-
cans should by all means come to an agree-
ment in caucus and not permit the fight to
be carried into the legislature, which could
only result in a deadlock or in placing the
balance of power in the hands of a few dem-
ocrats and populists. An overwhelming re-
publican majority in Minnesota demands that
the late Senator Davis’ successor be a true
blue republican and elected by the republi-
cans, and the sooner the representatives of

ter it will be.

0. C. Cole, St. James Plaindealer—I am in
favor of settling the senatorial question at
once by electing any good man—and Minne-
sota has plenty of them—and avoiding the
use of boodle, which has brought disgrace
upon so many states,

Editor Stephen Leader—I consider it for

that is, in caucus., There appears to me to be
no urgent need for an early caucus. Let the
members of the legislature have a chance to
get acquainted with the candidates and learn
how their constituents feel regarding the
man who is to succeed the laie Senator €. K.
Davis.

J. A. Henry, Janesville Argus—If the sena-
torial quesiion could be gone into in good
faith, it shoyld be settled by a caucus, and
the caucus should be held at as early a date
as possible. However, the situation is such
that a republican caucus would probably not
settle the question.

W. L. Bucksen, Blooming Prairie Times—
While I believe that it would be to the best
interests of the state and the republican
party that the senatorial question should be
settled by a republican legislative caucus,
still there does not seem to be any need of
undue haste. For it is a matter of the great-
est importance that we send a man to the
senate who will be able not only by virtue
of his position, but because of his experienee
and prestige in congress, to do the most
good for the state, and consequently some de-
liberation in the matter does not seem to be
out of the way.

C. G. Bowdish, Shakopee Tribune—In so
far as the fairness of this proposition goes,
there cught not to be the slightest question;
the minority would hardly be willing to say
that, were they in the majority, they would
not take every means to ‘‘cinch’’ their choice.
But with the political proportions of the leg-
islature as they are, I doubt if the end would
justify the means. A mistake in selection
from the present field of aspirants could
hard!y ‘be made, and T see no reason why the
whole people, through the whole legislature,
should not have a voice In the selection.
Theoretically, at least, it would be harder to
“‘corner” the whole legislature than a part
of it; and this should, again theoretically,
serve to place all the aspirants on a more
even footing. If a caucus is held, it should
be held as soon as possible.

Philip Liesch, Brown County Journal and
New Ulm Volksblatt—Since the democrats
will probably present the name of their own
candidate for consideration, I think the sen-
atorial question should be settled in republi-
can legislative caucus. And the caucus
should be held at as early a date as possible.
No other business can be satisfactorily trans-
acted until the election of a successor to the
late Senator Davis is disposed of.

I. A. Caswell, Anoka Herald—I am in favor
of a caucus by the republican members of the
legislature. The matter is exclusively one
for republicans to settle, and democrats
should not be allowed to mix in it at all.
About the date until the announcement cf
Mr. Lowry's candidacy I was in favor of a
caucus at the earliest possible moment, but
the new conditions will require time to ad-
just and I cannot say now that I consider a
very early caucus advisable.

G. 8. Pease, Anoka Union—I am in favor
of a caucus by the republicans at the ear-
liest possible moment. They ought to get
together at once and settle the matter.

J. E. Heary, Montevideo Advance—An ear-
ly caucus is for the good of the republican
party and the general business interests of
the legislature.

C. E. Mills, Montevideo Commercial—I am
opposed to any caucus, as it will have a ten-
dency to shut off some candidates whom I
would like to see have a chance with the
rest, and I do not believe that they would
have such a chance in a caucus.

George F. Wright, Isanti County Press—I
certainly do consider it for the best interests
of the state and the republican party that the
senatorial question should be settled by a
republican caucus, thus prevénting the par-
ticipation . of the democratic minority in its
seitlement. But now that Mr. Lowry has
entered the race I think the chances for a
caucus very poor. If Mr. Evans remains in
the field, the fight will never be settled in a
caucus. Had Tawney kept out Evans to-day
would have votes enough to force a caucus,
The present state -of affairs emphasizes
stronger than ever the necessity of taking
the election of United States senators out of
the control of the legislature and placing this
power in the hands of the people.

M. Halvorsen, Albert Lea Enterprise—I
want a republican caucus, but would not
bhave it held for ten days or two weeks.

R. C. Blackmer, Albert Lea Times—I advo-
cate a republican caucus to be held at once,
or without unnecessary delay.

Clint L. Luce, Albert Lea Tribune—I favor
the choice to be made by a republican cau-
cus, the same to be held at as early a date
as it is possible.

Glenn Howard, Alden Advance—I favor an
early republican caucus,

F. M. Dimond, Winthrop News—It would
be for the best interests of the state and es-
pecially of the republican party if the selec-
tion of a senator were settled at as early a
date as possible by a republican caucus.
