"The immigration of the past few years
has worked wonders in the jobbing busi-
ness in the northwest." said E. J. Fisher
of. Winston, Harper, Fisher & Co., "and
immigration to the northwest has only be-
gun. There is plenty of good land to be
had at a reasonable price in the Dakotas
and the northern part of this state and the
next five years will see many good peo-
ple from the east take advantage of the
opportunities offered. The jobbing trade
of Minneapolis is steady and reliable and
whenever the Dakotas are favored with
something extra in the way of a wheat
crop a tremendous increase is felt at once
in the demand for supplies from this
point. The last ten years have done much
for the merchants of the northwest in a
financial way and trade is now on a very
reliable basis and is growing more reliable
each year.

COLONEL BAASEN IS DEAD
PASSES AWAY AT SOLDIERS' HOME

One of 'Minnesota's ~ Pioneers and
One of the Original Settlers

at/ yevr. Vim.

Colonel Francis \u25a0 Baasen, of New Ulm,
assistant adjutant general of Minnesota,
died at the Soldiers' Home hospital at 8:30
last evening. The remains will be re-
moved to New 'Ulm for interment. The
colonel's wife end one of his daughters at-
tended him all through his illness.

Colonel Francis Baasen was born in Luxem-
burg, Germany, in 1829, and was, therefore,
71 years old. Like so many of his country-
men, he was as a young man affected with'
the revolutionary spirit, which swept over
Germany in 1848, and *sought refuge in
America. He remained ! for a year or two in
the east but about 1850 came -west to Mil-
waukee. After residing there for- two or
three years he joined a party of his country-
men in a scheme to "establish a colony of
Germans in Minnesota. About 1855 he came
with the first settlers, who established the
thrifty and enterprising town of New Ulm.
Here he opened a law office and traded in real
estate.- ../,,-;,v-.'.•;••.•-\u25a0•/;:

At the first state election in 1857—before
Minnesota was admitted to the union— was
nominated on the democratic ticket for secre-
tary of state and was declared elected on
the ticket headed by General H. H. Sibley for
governor. . ",,. \u0084" -...

After the completion of his term of office,
he returned to New Ulm and resumed his
practice. In 1861 he enlisted in Company .H,
of the First Minnesota regiment, and having,
had considerable military, training in his own
country, was soon promoted to a lieutenancy.
In 1862 he was made regimental quarter-
master and continued to serve in that capac-
ity until the regiment .was mustered 'out, in
the spring of 1864. From that time he has
made his home in New Ulm, having served
his county and city in several official posi-
tions. When Governor Lind assumed the
position of chief executive .of the state two
years j ago he tendered Captain Baasen the
position of colonel and . assistant adjutant
general on his staff, a position hp accepted
and filled with honor and credit down to the
time of his death.; i,

A few weeks ago Captain Baasen asked to
be admitted to the soldiers' home hospital,
suffering from what he thought was a
troublesome bunion on his left foot. When
the surgeons made a careful examination
they discovered that the bunion had taken
the form of a malignant ulceration, which
soon afterward developed Into senile jgang-
rene. An operation was performed by Drs.
Pine and Ames, .who removed the middle toe
of the foot. Blood poisoning followed, re-
sulting in death.

Colonel Baasen leaves a widow, two son 3
and two daughters to mourn his loss. .
