HARMONY AT PIERRE
AllReports to the Contrary Should

Be Discounted.

BIG MAJORITY IS WORKING WELL

'! oinpUiim. of the Reform School, Ac-

cunea Ills Predecessor—Re-
apportlunment Talk.

Pierre, S. D., Jan. 18. —The difference in

the amount of physical and mental labor
involved between sitting down and draw-
ing on one's imagination for alleged sen-
sations and chasing around for legitimate
items of news in a legislative Sahara, ac-
counts for reports that have been sent out
with reference to the existence of bad
blood and hard feelings between members
of the majority party in either house. The
fact is the organization of the house of
representatives was effected without cre-
ating any differences whatever, and few,
if any criticisms have been heard upon
the personnel of the several committees.

In the senate several old members felt
themselves slighted in the make-up of
the committees, but this feeling at no
time attained serious proportions and has
left no lasting bitterness. While It is
true that some talk was heard of reorgan-
ization, it came mainly from the outside,
which is always ready to stir up a rum-
pus, and was never seriously entertained.
Moreover, no one who gave the situation
any serious thought believed such a move-
ment could succeed. Reorganization was
not talked by the senators who felt
agrieved as much as it was agitated by
the third house, and by disappointed ap-
plicants for the few and petty legislative
positions. Even then the talk was less
strenuous and meant less than usual,
which signifies that the organization of
the present legislature was accomplished
with as little friction as any in the history
of the state or territory.

Speaker Somers and Lieutenant Gov-
ernor Snow both enjoy the respect of
their associates and both are recognized
as fair and impartial presiding, officers.
While the republican majority is abnor-
mally large, and while a large majority
has a tendency to create factions and give
room for the display of personal, fac-
tional or sectional feeling, so far the re-
publicans are thoroughly united, the best
of good feeling and harmony prevails, and
there is not and has not been the slightest
legitimate opportunity or excuse on which
to hang a sensation of even the mildest
description. Differences may develop
later, but they have not been in evidence
as yet.

The supplemental report of Superin-
tendent Tompkins of the reform school,
has finally reached the 'governor's office,
accompanied by a letter of transmittal,
dated Jan. 14, 1901. It is printed and con-
sists of two columns about ten inches in
length. Mr. Tompkins charges his prede-
cessor, Colonel Ainsworth, with having
tried to prejudice the inmates against
him prior to his appointment. He states
that the board of charities and corrections
when they made their final settlement
with Mr. Ainsworth. ordered him to pay
Mr. Ainsworth the sum of $680.60 from the
cash receipts for balance due, but that
he refused to do so, and still refuses, be-
cause he believes Mr. Ainsworth is in-
debted to the state. He says that while
Mr. Ainsworth handled $5,000 to $6,000
each year that did not go through the
auditor's office, he kept no correct cash
book and left no accurate account of ex-
penditures in the institution.

With respect to the reform school news-
paper, the Mail, he accuses Mr. Ainsworth
with having pocketed all the proceeds,
while the state footed all the bills, and in
his letter of transmital to the governor
he places the amount due the state on the
newspaper at $6,000. With reference to

the nineteen head of cattle alleged to be
missing Mr. Tompkins says they disap-
peared between April Ist and July Ist,
1899, while during these three months over
$300 was paid out for meat for the school.

He also charges his predecessor with
having paid exorbitant prices on different
occasions, for instance, that 1,865 pounds
of nails were charged at 5 cents a pound
in August, 1898. His last charge is that
in one ledger of 272 pages all were torn
out up to page 105, and in another ledger
of 272 pages all were torn out up to page
131. For these reasons, he concludes, he
refused to turn over to Mr. Ainsworth the
$680.60 which the board found to be due
him. It is noticeable that in the report
Mr. Tompkins makes no direct charges,
but expresses a conviction that there
should be an investigation.

The new apportionment of legislative
and senatorial districts which will be
made at this session is beginning to at-
tract attention. The present apportion-
ment was made by a partizan legislature,
and when the bill was adopted it was
openly boasted that it was the intention
of its promoters to give the populists the
best of it wherever possible. Miner and
Hanson counties, for instance-, were given
two senators and two representatives,
when the utmost that could be given them
on a just apportionment was one senator
and two representatives. Brule county
was aleo favored, as was every reasonably
safe populist county in the state. Of
course, the making of a new bill Is sure
to take some time and to be unsatisfac-
tory to many, but a member who has a
penchant for figures, has made out the
following as being as fair as possible to
all concerned. The total population of
the state as given by the recent federal
census is 401.570. and the apportionment
is made on that basis:

the legislature; so unusual, in fact, that
Professor Todd, state geologist, in his re-
port to the board of regents, apologizes
for not having done so. In balancing his
final account. Professor Todd makes this
entry: "By balance not spent because
of misunderstanding, $31.75." The infer-
ence to be drawn is that the worthy pro-
fessor would have spent the last cent
somehow, but for the misunderstanding.

The people of Pierre, realizing the ne-
cessity for an auditorium for public gath-
erings that cannot be accommodated at
the Locks or the statehouse, are making
arrangements for the erection of a build-
ing that will serve every purpose. Xo
doubt the next inaugural ball will be held
in this structure.

The committee of eleven, as named in
Representative Dortland's resolution, to
consider all matters pertaining to the
Pan-American and Louisiana Purchase
expositions; consists of Representatives
Everett, Price, Seward, Benedict, Vick,
Egge, Heath, Peterson, Shaffer and Od-
land. Sentiment seems to be opposed to
an appropriation for this purpose.

Colonel Houghton of Gary has arrived
and will be here for some time in the
interest of the blind asylum at that place.

W. J. Healy of Mitchell, representing the
Retail Merchants' association, is here for
the purpose of pushing a number of
measures in which he is interested.
Among these are the pure food bill and a
bill yet to be introduced for the reduction
of personal exemptions.

The Retail Liquor Dealers' association
has caused a number of bills to be pre-
sented, in accordance with the circular
recently issued by the secretary. Among
these yet to be introduced will be one to
permit municipalities to abolish the un-
screened window requirement and another
to lessen the liabilityof saloonkeepers for
damages and for selling liquor to minors
who represent themselves to be of legal
age.

The forward
movement is effected by gas flowing
out through a turbine, gradually increas-
ing the speed. The trials have shown that
the range is dearly four miles.

Municipal councils are authorized to
license theaters, places for liquor selling,
public conveyances, hotels and cockflght-
ing, or to prohibit cockflghting, for the
first year until the tax collections are
availiable.

The section confining the exemption of
church property to properties used exclu-

j sively for religious, charitable or educa-
i tional purposes received the approval of

the administration at Washington before
the bill was made public.
