The committee will co-operate
with the twentieth century committee of
the Minneapolis presbytery in raising
funds.

Insurance Commissioner O’Shaughnessy
has advised the directors of the North-
western Mutual Hail and Cyclone Insur-
ance company of Winnebago City to dis-
miss the officers, M. T. Brady, president:

The advice is the
result of a felse report submitted to the
insurance department last year.

The report stated that the company had
no liabilities save one unpaid claim of

money and failed to report it.

HAD THRILLS IN IT

Winston Spencer Churchill’s Lec-
ture at the Lyceum.

MANY WERE IN ATTENDANCE

And Were Delighted With the Wit
and Humor of the Young
Englishman.

Winston Spencer Churchill, the young
Englishman whose experiences in South
Africa and accounts of the same have
been frequently on the tongue of the pub-
lic, told the Minneapolis people about the
war last night in a lecture that was as
absorbingly interesting as it was unaf-
fected and unhackneyed. A story of thrill-
ing occurrences was told in the most
direct, collogquial fashion. It was not
burdened with comments or explanations
of policies, although the justness of the
English cause was stoutly maintained.
In his brief allusions to politics, Mr.
Churchill certainly made a dignified and
strong defense of the English cause.

While frankly describing the war from
the British point of view, he treated the
brave Boers with the utmost fairness,
pointing out particularly their strong
qualities. The picture of an old veldt
Boer being thrown on the screen, Mr.
Churchill described him ‘“‘typical of the
gentlemen who have given us so much
trouble.” This was heartily applauded,
and he continued: “You are quite right to
clap them.- They are the most formidable
fighting animals any nation has ever been
compelled to fight—and you haven't got
to fight them.”

Flashes of Humor,

The frequent flashes of humor were the
features of the lecture. He described the
early operations at Estcourt as an attempt
to make the Boers believe the English
had a large force. The armored train with
its ventures he described as “bluffing
once too often.”” His picture of his prog-
ress to Pretoria, exercising all the while
his English gift for ‘‘argument,” was
thoroughly appreciated, although sketched
with rapid strokes.

His, escape, Mr. Churchill described in
considerable detail, as this has not been
published in his books. He explained his
complete silence during the war, as being
necessary to protect those who had be-
friended him in need.

A Thrilling Escape.

He escaped over the corrugated iron
fence around the Pretoria model school,
under cover of a heavy shadow, within
ten yards of a sentry. At a venture he
climbed into a coal train that fortunately
gave him a start toward Delagoa bay.
Being compelled to leave the train at day-
break, he hid in a woodland patch until
.night, when he waited in vain for another
train. Almost starved, he sought assis-
tance, and choosing a house at random,
he called up the owner. When Mr.
Caurchill, after various subterfuges to
test the situation, told him the truth, he
discovered that he had bzen led to the
only man within twenty miles who would
not have given him up. He was concealed
in the mine for several days. He was sent
on tn Delagoa bay by a wool train and
within elght hours after his arrival had
embarked for Durban and was able to eat
his Christmas dinner with Sir Redvers
Buller's army.

In describing the military operations he
dwelt especially upon the battle of Spion
Kop, describing it as the most sanguinary
and fiercely contested battle of the war,
the melancholy reflection bheing its futil-
ity. In the midst of all the deepening
gloom on the Tugela came the dramatic
series of events which began with the fall
of Kimberley and ended with the entrance
into Pretoria, where Mr, Churchill was
among the cheering Britishers who
watched the union jack go up over the
government house. In conclusion he said:

“But I don’t want it to stay up unless
it means justice, equal rights to all, rep-
resentative government, administrative
purity and the supremacy of the common
law.”

At the close of the lecture Mr. Church-
ill acknowledged gracefully the compli-
mentary things said of him by Dr. Hos-
mer in his introduction and the appreci-
ation of his audience. The léeture was
splendidly illustrated with slides.

Lord Randolph Churchill had a fondness
for neat and immaculate attire. One Sun-
day afternoon a master named Taylor saw
a boy walking in the outskirts of the forbid-
den part of Windsor. He shouted, but the
boy, relying on not bheing recognized, made
off. The master gave chase.

The boy, finding the distance between him
and his pursuer lessening, ran into the mea-
dows and made for a deep and very stagnant
brook which intersected  it. He evidently
knew his ground, ran at the jump, cleared
it by a few inches and stumbled on his knees.

Before he could scramble to his feet his
pursuer, not to be thrown off, had also at-
tempted the jump. But he came a little
short, landing up to his knees in the filthy
black mud, sending spurts of it out in every
direction, freeiy bespattering Lord Randolph.

The latter turned on the master fiercely,
with his collar and shirt all spotted and his
clothes bedaubed.

He could forgive being caught—that was
the fortune of war. But to be plastered with
mud through his pursuer’s clumsiness—that
was too much. ‘‘You beast!'' he said.

The appointment of J. Newton Nind
of Minneapolis to the secretaryship of the
National Association of Chamber Suite
and Case Work Manufacturers of America
takes from this city its oldest newspaper
worker,—that is, the oldest in point of
time of service.

In addi-
tion his company—the Trade Periodical

During his long resi-
dence here, Mr. Nind has been connected
with several public organizations, notably
the Mississippi Valley Lumbermen’s as-
sociation, of which he was secretary for
ten years. His services to the state fair,
the Minneapolis Board of Trade and to
the state as one of the Minnesota commis-
sioners to the Omaha Trans-Mississippi
exposition, are remembered by business
men. His appointment to this new secre-
taryship was due in part to his long con-
nection with the Mississippi Valley Lum-
bermen’s assoclation, in part tc his ex-
tensive acquaintance among the furniture
men, and to the active influence of the
prominent Minneapolis furniture manufac-
turers who are members of the associa-
tion.

Nind is now living in Chicago. His home
is still here, but he will now be obliged
to make his headquarters in Chicago. and
will move his family there about May 1.
His sen, John N. Nind, Jr., will remain
here in charge of the Minneapolis office
of the Furniture Journal, and Mr. Nind
himself will be frequently in the city, his
new position not changing his relations
with the journals which he is publishing.

FROM GRAVE 10 GAY

The U. Dramatic Club’s Program
Will Run the Gamut.

COMEDY, FARCE AND MELODRAMA

Three One Aect Plays, New and of
Special Interest, Will Be
Presented.

Among the most talked-of events on the
social calendar at the university is the
annual public performance of the Univer-
sity Dramatic club. This is one of the
few occasions which serve to bring to-
gether the students and the’society people
of Minneapolis who are interested in col-
lege life and college organizations. There
can be no more significant proof of the
fact that the student body has not ex-
pended all its enthusiasm on athletics than
in the interest shown in the coming per-
formance of the students who represent the
dramatic talent of the university.

The date of the dramatic evening is set
for Monday, Feb. 11, at the Lyceum Thea-
ter. The club has this year adopted the
custom of some eastern amateur clubs in
selecting, instead of a three or four-act
play, three one-act plays, each so distinct
in character as to be a rather severe test
of the all-round dramatic ability of the
club members. The atmosphere during the
evening will range from the liveliness of
an up-to-date farce, and the thrilling in-
tensity of the melodrama, to the most deli-
cate, artistic comedy,

Funny German Farce.

“A Woman’'s Won't,” is a one-act farce
from the German, in which some very
amusing complications arise from a ridic-
ulously trivial incident and are untangled
by incidents equally trivial. The plot is
not a heavy one, but the action Is quick,
the dialogue bright, and the climax more
than satisfactory. The second play, “‘At
the Barricade,” by Evelyn Greenleaf Suth-
erland, has been specially arranged for this
performance, having been produced only
twice before in this country. The curtain
rises upon a street scene in Paris during
the Commune of '71. The martial sound
of the Marseillaise, the thunder of can-
non and the screams of wounded or dying
rioters make a fitting prelude for a tragic
story, centering in the capture and death
of Yvonne of Gueniperle, called Queen of
the Petroleuses. There is no lack of ten-
der and noble elements in the play, but the
curtain falls, as it rose, upon a scene of
bloodshed and tumult, intensified by the
yells of the frantic mob, and the dying
strains of the Marseillaise hymn.

Dainty Japanese Comedy.

The transition from the intensity af this
play to the daintiness of the final one, is
to be accomplished by the efforts of a
specially enlarged orchestra which will
render selections from the ‘““Geisha” and
an original adaptation for American orches-
tra of a piece of real Japanese music. The
scene which the last rising of the curtain
discloses is a Japanese interior supposedly
the house of the poet Kami near Yeddo.
The comedy is absolutely authentic, and is
a charming glimpse into the life and cus-
toms of the guaint Japanese. It is an
adaptation, in verse, of the French play of
the same name, “A Flower of Yeddo,” and
has been produced but once before in
America. A large royalty is demanded for
this single perofrmance, but the club has
spared no expense or labor to have this
little play, a gem which will not soon be
forgotten by those fortunate enough to wit-
ness it.

Peparation Is Thorough.

Clayton D. Gilbert has in charge the no
small task of directing the three plays.
Rehearsals have been in progress since
November, and the work of the various
actors, as well as the support and encour-
agement of the students, promise a pro-
duction on the night of Feb. 11 of which
the whole university as well as the Dra-
matic club may. feel justly proud.

The advance sale of tickets is already
large and the management predicts the
most successful performance financially and
dramatically that the club has ever en-
joyed. The entertainment will begin
promptly at 8:15, and those who are not
then seated will be obliged to wait in the
foyer and until the close of the one-act
farce with which the program opens. The
sale of box seats will open Friday, Jan. 25,
at 1 p. m., at the university box office.

CLEAN LODGING HOUSES

COMMISSIONER

ATM OF HALL

A Measure Looking to the Preven-
tion of the Spread of
Disease.

Health Commissioner Hall will shortly
begin an investigation of lodging-house
conditions in Minneapolis. He purposes
to know just what the conditions are in
every lodging-house in the city, and to
get the co-operation of the proprietors
in an effort to prevent the spread of in-
fectious diseases. Some years ago, during
the Avery regime, some work was done
along this line. But nothing has been
done since.

Dr. Hall’s first move will be to post
cards in every lodging-house calling at-
tention " to the necessity that everyone
who has not been successfully vaccinated
should get vaccinated immediately. Later
he will make an official inspection of each
place to determine whether the proprie-
tors are living up to the city require-
ments in the matter of sanitation and
cleanliness and sleeping-room space.
