Two members of the National baseball
league met with the uewly organized
American association last Saturday,
looked over its constitution and .by-laws
and rules and listened to its plans and
program and then formally admitted the
newcomer into the national agreement.

The National leagurs were Soden of
Boston, and Hart of Chicago, and they
had the powers of ministers plenipoten-
tiary from the big league, fn the confer-
ence between the two organizations the
association was represented by W. H.
Watlkins, Arthur Irwin, A. H." Koch and
Charles Havenor.

The only hitch was on the question of
drafting and reserving players, and thiswas finally settled by the adoption of the
rule that any association manager should

I have the right to reserve any five players
lin his club. This arrangement would al-
] low him to keep the stars of his team and

the others would stand very little chance
of being drafted.

The new league organization now con-
trols Charles River park in Boston, Ath-
letic park in Philadelphia, National park,

j Washington, the old American associationpark in Milwaukee, the former Nationalleague grounds in Louisville and a finepark in Indianapolis. Suitable grounds
will not be hard to secure in Detroit and
Baltimore. If Buffalo and Providence are
substituted for the latter places, the ques-
tion of parks would be easily disposed of.
These two cities would also help out onplayers, for each has a well organized
team, Buffalo in the American league and
Providence in the Eastern.

As the circuit stands Watkins of In-
dianapolis is the only manager who hasany players, but over fifty veterans will
be turned loose by the National league
to comply with the rule, whereby the Na-
tional league teams are to be reduced to
sixteen men. By borrowing a man . now
and then from the big organization and by
purchase from the minor leagues the new-
comers in the baseball arena think they

i will be able to give the American league
all the competition it can stand.

Pacific Coast Towns May Have a

Spokane, Wash., Jan. 21.—The organiza-
tion of a new Northwestern Baseball asso-
ciation which proposes to place teams at
Spokane, Seattle and Tacoma, of this
state, and at Portland, Ore., is a much
mooted topic at the present time.

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INTO C. P. TERRITORY
Hill Reported to Have Made an

Important Alliance.

A LIVELY FIGHT IS CERTAIN

Robert .ItilVru} of the Crow** Kent
Coal Company li Mr. Hill*

Chicago, Jan. 21.—The railway and
financial interests of Canada are pro-
foundly interested in the coming session
of the Dominion parliament, owing to the
agitation developed over the proposition
to connect the coal region of Crow's Nest
pass with the Great Northern road, to the
detriment of Canadian interests.

War to the knife has been openly de-
clared against the Canadian Pacific rail-
way by the Crow's Nest Coal company,
whose headquarters and whose president,
Robert Jaffray, are located in Toronto.
Mr. Jaffray is also the president of the
Globe Publishing company of that city,
and the Globe, which is the leading
mouthpiece of the government, has opened
the campaign against the Canadian Pa-
cific, thus involving the liberal govern-
ment at Ottawa, the majority of whose ad-
herents have become strongly antagonistic
to the present policy of the Canadian
Pacific officials.

It Is a well-known fact that Mr. Hill
proposes to build a line which will give
the Great Northern access to East Koo-
lenay and the Crow's Nest Pass coal
mines. In this connection a notice has
appeared In the Canada Gazette that a
company, at whose back is Mr. Jaffray,
will apply to the Canadian parliament for
a charter to construct a line of railway
to the boundary to connect with the Great
Northern system; also to build north to
tap the Canadian Pacific main line about
Banff, and to run another line east to
strike Crow's Nest Pass railway near
Lethbridge.

It is currently reported that Mr. Jaf-
fray has made an alliance with Mr. Hill
whereby the latter will be enabled to
obtain a charter from parliament to ex-
tend the Northern Pacific into Southern
British Columbia, and thus compete with
the Canadian Pacific. A powerful lever
toward getting this charter will be an
agitation, already being actively pro-
moted by the Globe, against the alleged
excessive freight rates of the Canadian
Pacific.

It is known that if railway connection
can be established between the Great
Northern railway and the Crow's Nest
mines, Mr. Hill has agreed to take a large
supply of coal for the use of the Great
Northern and Northern Pacific railways,
and the coal company now proposes to
meet him in spite of the overshadowing
power of the Canadian Pacific monopoly.

Whatever the real cause of the row
between these railway and financial cor-
porations, undoubtedly the result of the
fight will prove of great benefit to the
Canadian west.

TEISBERG IS TALKING
Says Interstate Commission Should

Adjust Railroad Rates.
Washington, Jan. 21.—A. K. Teisberg

of St. Paul, secretary of the Minnesota
railroad commission, discussed before the
industrial commission the transportation
of grain in Minnesota. He stated thac
and in some cases the charges had been
many reductions in the state freight rates,
and in some cases the hearges had been
reduced 50 per cent. He testified that
there now is hardly a railroad station in
Minnesota where there is not a farmers'
co-operative elevator. He thought that
the interstate commerce commission
should be empowered, upon complaint, toadjust discriminations in railroad fares.

How Immlgranis Traveled.
New York, Jan. 21.—More than 200,000 first

and second class tickets were sold by lines out
of New York during 1900, of which 90 per cent
represent first and 10 per cent aecond-classpassengers. This was 10,000 more than In 1899.
Of the west-bouud movement last year one-
half went via Chicago. Of the balance, 10 per
cent went via St. Louis, 10 per cent via Cin-
cinnati and the remainder was local or tojoint passenger territory points. The immi-
grant movement last year from New Yorkaggregated 70,000 immigrants.
