Manila, Jan. . 22.— oath of allegiance
has been administered in a church at Vi-
gan to over 1,000 persons, who acknowl-
edged they had contributed to the insur-
gent cause. About 400 persons in.the. vi-
cinity of Malabon have also taken the oath.

IOWA'S FAMOUS SHOT
BUILDS A MODELBARN

Grimm's New Building; at Clear Lake
Second Only to the State Barn at
Amu —An Elegantly Appointed
Office. ;

Special to The Journal.
Clear Lake, lowa, Jan. 22.—Charles M.

Grimm, living two miles south of this
city, has completed a barn which, in point
of modern improvements and facilities, is
second in the state only to the model barn
recently erected by the state agricultural
college at Ames.

The structure is 56x99, about the size of
an ordinary town lot, and has twenty-
four-foot posts over an eight feet base-
ment." Mfhas two stories and a basement
and the loft has a capacity of many hun-
dred.: ton of hay while a large quantity of
farm machinery can be put away in the
immense storeroom on the- first floor. The
basement is devoted to stall room for
horses and cattle and has a box stall which
in weather may be heated for the
accommodation of sick horses.

In the front of the barn on the first
floor is an elegantly appointed office room.
It is carpeted, has comfortable chairs, roll
top desks and a typewriter. Just outside
are the stock and wagon scales and the
balances read from within. Here all of
Mr. Grlmm"s extensive farm business will
Ibe transacted.

The barn is fitted throughout with
water, the force for which is supplied
from a tank erected at an elevation
twenty feet higher than the ridge of the
building; the tank is kept filled with water
by a powerful wind mill pump. A deep
sand pit Is provided into which buggies
may be run and washed at any time. The
barn complete post $5,000. The state ag-
ricultural collegers bam at Ames cost
$13,500, and is said to be the finest in
the west. The Grimm barn is built on
much the same lines, although smaller.

Mr. Grimm lives on a 400-hundred acre
farm which he is converting into a model
farm. A few years ago he devoted a great
deal of time to trap shooting and was at
that time known as one of the best wing
shots in the country., in 1899 he captured
second place in the great American handi-
cap and at the World's Fair he won the
gold medal as the champion shot of the
\u25a0world. A large field on the farm has been
turned into a shooting park and many lit-
tle -tournaments are held there. On an-
other field a three-lap track is laid out on
\u25a0which Mr. Grimm exercises his stud of fast
horses and where not infrequently good
racing matinees are held. The farm is in
close communication with the town by
means of the telephone. It is divided
about half and halfin the raising of staple
crops and livestock.*

BIRDS OF PASSAGE
The commercial traveler Is starting out on

his campaign for the spring of 1901. Many
of the men now circulating toward the north-
west are interested in the proposed pure food
law for North Dakota. This is also of special
interest to the baking powder and spice man-
ufacturers of the twin cities, who would like
to see a law in the Dakotas that works as
perfectly and fairly as does the Minnesota
law. Some of them are now canvassing the
prospects for the success ofsuch a bill in the
North Dakota legislature.

A small party of lo#a people stopping at
the Nicollet who have been prospecting in
the Dakotas for government land are inter-
eated in the result of a fierce fight iv the
Devils Lake land offlVe over ten quarter sec-
tions of land. The parties who filed on the
land originally sold out their rights and the
final proofs are claimed to be defective.
Colonel Lounsberry, the government agent,
has been at work on these cases for months,
and there are many more instances of the
kind in that section to be passed on by the
land department.

W. H. MePherson of Valley City Is at the
Hyser. Mr. MePherson wants it known that
Valley City made as big a percentage of gain
in population during the past ten years as
any city in the country. Governor White
comes from that town, and Mr. MePherson
states that he begins his administration with
the good will of the people of the state.

M. T. Weum of Moorhead is at the Hyser
on his way to New York. Mr. Weum states
that all hands at Moorhead are preparing for
the mayoralty election which takes place this
spring. Mayor Aaker will not be a candidate
for re-election, but there are three men in
the field already. After this year mayoralty
elections in Moorhead will take place bienni-
ally instead of annually as at present.

John A. Perelval of the Percival-Watt com-
pany at Fargo is In the oity. Mr. Pereival la
one of the pioneers of western Dakota. He
was for years located at Devils Lake and was
at one time one of the allies of Senator Hans-
brough. Mr. Pereiva.l believes that the com-
ing year will bring a large number of people
to both of the Dakotas. The jobbing interests
of the state are in a prosperous condition.

C. C. Peterson, merchant, is here from Park
River to purchase hi 3 spring stock. . The
country west of Park River for thirty miles
is being settled rapidiy by people from the
fast and south.

F. N. Putnam, Carrington's lumber dealer,
is at the Nieollet. Mr. Putnam says that the
lignite coal deposits to the west of Carrington
are a boon in the way of cheap fuel to the
farmers of that section of the state. The pro-
duction of these ininse is being increased
every year.

Nelson Moen, merchant, from Devils Lake,
is here on a purchasing expedition. He was
formerly located in southern 'Minnesota.

W. A. Simm of Osnabrock, X. D.. is in the
city. He states that the Barry murder case-
holds the boards in that part of North Da-
kota. There are many who predict that Barry
will be in the asylum in a few months.

J. A. "Wood of Milbank, S. D., ie making his
spring purchases of machinery. Milbank
does not want the capitol. AH it is looking
for is trade.

A large number of implement men have
visited Minneapolis within the past week to
renew contracts for the coming season and
make some purchases for spring trade. In
many sections of the northwest collections
were slow up to the first of the year, and
amounts oil the books at that date are usually
found there when the next fall comes. The
dealers are not buying heavily, most of them
having carried over goods from last season.
A good trade this spring will wipe out these
stocks, and the sortlng-up business to follow
would be good. The business of Minneapolis
in the implement line is growing by leaps
and bounds.

North Dakotans In the city say that General
Washburn will have 110 miles of railroad ia
operation in western Dakota this summer. It
is the intention of the management to supply
the road with new equipment, especially In
locomotives.

H. Shirley of Enderlln, X. D., is at the Nic-
ollet. Mr. Shirley says that the state of
North Dakota .studies 'economy and finance
during every legislative session, and is at the
task now. He believes that the Valley City
normal has done good enough work to entitle
it to fair consideration.

J. H. Terret, banker, is here from Michigan
City, N. D. Nelson county farmers are pre-
paring for what they hope will be a more
productive season, although the last year
was the first since the eighties that the
wheat crop was any great disappointment.
Mr. Terret states Uiat the people of his
section of the state are interested in the
progress of the primary election law in the
legislature, although the prevailing impres-
sion is that the senate will use the ax on the
measure- Nelson county's exports of live
stock are iLcreasing every year.

If. T. ScarfT of Michigan City is at the
Nicollet on his -way to the old home iv Ohio.
Mr. Scarff believes that this year will see
the extension of the long distance telephone
to Devils Lake, which will include his town
as well as many other good towns on the
main line of the Great Northern.

E. W. Blackwell of Cooperstown is in the
city. He says that the farmers of North
Dakota will have en eye out for a more cer-
tain supply of feed another year. Instead of
having feed to sell they are buying hay and
other necessities for stock in eastern markets.
lowa and southern Minnesota have taken a
good bunch of their money for those items.
The people ot Cooperstown will be happy if
they are given that daily train service again.

S. J. Vidger of Fargo Is at the Nicollet.
Mr. Vidger is interested in the wholesale
grocery traffic in the north state. The whole-
salers will probably have no maximum rate
bill for the consideration of the legislature.
The recent conference with the railroads on
the question of freights was satisfactory.

E. R. Gamble of the wholesale grocery
firm of Leech & Gamble, arrived from Wahpe-
peton this morning. Mr. Gamble states that
trade prospects through the southern section
of fhe state and the northern part of South
Dakota are satisfactory. Wahpeton showed
a nice increase in the recent ceusus.

W. J. Mercer of Langdon is at the Nicollet.
The bill introduced in the legislature of
North Dakota changing the time for holding
court in the seventh district is not acceptable
to the people of Cavalier county, as it prac-
tically removes the district court chambers
from Grafton to Perabina, which would mak?
it even more inconvenient for Cavalier county

people than it is now. Senator Lamoure Is
fathering the bill. He lives at Pembina,
which is also the residence of Judge Knee-
shaw, who was recently elected to the bench.

J. H. Shaw of Hallock, N. D., is here.
The farmers around Hallock di.i not get.

I their plowing done last fall, which makes
the demand for drainage stronger than ever.

Several of the farmers and business men
of North Dakota stopping in the twin cities
during the pfcst week state that an attempt
will be made during the present session
of the legislature to repeal the law providing

Code is interested In the rosy reports of gold
mining in the Rainy River country and in-
tends to visit that region lv the spring. Many
Park River people are interested in the Glass
Reef, one of the bright prospects.

Register Peterson of the Ada land office
was in town yesterday on a political mis-
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«ion. He is pleased over the appointment of
D. "C. Ligbtburn of that town as deputy
insurance commissioner.

Marlon Conklin, prominent in democratic
councils in North Dakota, arrived from
Jamestown this morning and registered at
the Vendome. Mr. Conklin was a candidate
for district judge last fall against Judge Glas-
pell and in the campaign of two years ago
was the fusion candidate for attorney general.

Mr. .McClintock believes
that this year will see the northwestern part
of his state stripped almost entirely of home-
stead land. Rugby is the county seat of a
comparatively new country, yet most of the-
government land has been taken. Flax was
the encouraging feature of last year's crop
and the farmers will try i: on again this
year.

Dr. L. M. Roberts of Little Falls is in the
city. He says that the burned portion of
the big paper mill at the Falls is being re-
built, but no move has yet been made to-
wards rebuilding the hotel. ,
