Good Cash Trade Here, but Quiet
Elsewhere, With Little Ex-
port Inguiry.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commeree, Jan. 22,
~~Wheat lost its bull tone this morning, May
opening ¥c to 3gc lower at 75%c. The mar-
ket was dull without feature, and sagged
off, May selling at 753%c at noon. The trade
were disappointed in the cables. In view of
our quick response yesterday and firm close
at a cent advance, further showing of for-
eign strength was looked for, but it was not
forthcoming. First Liverpool cables were
only %d higher, and later news was wezker,
Liverpool closing 14d lower. Reports of yes-
terday’'s export sales were ccnfirmed, but

very little new inquiry developed, foreignerl;

declining to come in at the advance. A less
active cash trade was noted in Chicago, and
cash markets in general were easier. An-
other Argentine report was out, this receiving
some consideration, and emanating from ‘the
Buenos Aires correspondent of the London
Tmes. He said official statistics show an
‘estimate for the exportable surplus of 1,750,-
000 tous, or 66,675,000 bushels, but that in
trade circles there the figures are taken to be
too high, and 45,000,000 bushels is thought to
be nearer the truth. At northwestern points
receipts ran ahead of last year, 363 cars
against 218. Chicago was very dull through
the early part, and the range was narrow.
The local pit reflected this and business
in both markets was light. About the only
pressure came from local traders, who sold
in a small way. Primary receipts were 485,-
000 bushels, against 306,000 bushels last year.
Clearances wheat and flour 342,000 bushels.
Minneapolis received 228 cars and Duluth 75,
against 157 and 61 last year.

Weaker feeling developed before the close,
May selling down to T4e, July dipping under
¢ to T47%@75c. The close was quiet around
low points, May at T4@74%c, July T4%@75¢,
January 731gec.

Cash trade was good in milling wheat, and
fairly satisfactory all through with a little
dragging in the low grades. Nearly every-
thing in No. 1 morthern, spot or to arrive,
sold at T4c. No. 2 sold from 70%%c to Tle,
and was well cleaned up in the good lots.
The No. 3 grade sold from 60c to 63c, mov-
ing freely except for some poor lots that
barely held the grade. Rejected brought 53¢
to 64c for the range, much of it going around
80c. No grade held above 50c in the main
only the wery poor lots falling below, and
good no grade sold; to 55@3a8c.

STOCKS OPEN HIGH

Rally Late Yesterday Results in
Heavy Buying Orders.

REALIZING CAUSES A DROP

But Renewed Buying Results in
Hardened Prices at Midday—

Bonds Are Dull.

.

New York, Jan. 22.—Yesterday afternoon’s
sharp rally in stocks brought in heavy buy-
ing orders both for home and foreign ac-
count and many of the prominent  stocks
showed advances of from 1 to 3 points. In
some stocks the opening was excited and
quotations were wide, In Missouri Pacific
the sale of 7,000 shares was made at simul-
taneous quotations of from 911; to %3, com-
pared with 90 last night. Brooklyn Transit
was quoted at 78 to 80 on the sale of 2,500
shares, compared with 77% last night. Amal-
gamated Copper jumped 3 points and St. Faul
rose 13%. ;

The high level of prices was met by enorm-
ous realizing. A rapid drop, of 33 and 5%
respectively in Amalgamated Copper and Mis-
souri Pacific disturbed sentiment, and long
accounts were closed out. Resultant declines
run from 1 to 1'% in some cases, but the
opening advances were not 'env.irely_ wiped
out. Support developed in St. Paul on a
scale down and Its rebound from 147% to 118%;
steadied the list temporarily. By 11 o'clock
St. Paul had declined again to 1462, and the
general list was sagging. The steel stocks
showed signs of weakness, Federal Steel drop-
ping 2 points.

The liquidation in the Steel stocks did
not exhause iiseif .until Federal Steel had
lost 25 and Tin Plate, Tennessee Coal and
Steel and Wire 1%.@2. Selling caused a con-
traction in business elsewhere, but the gen-
eral list lost little. Renewed buying of the
low-priced Gould stocks, St. Paul, the Pa-
cifics, local tractions and Sugar, on which

the latter rose to 136. caused prices to harden !

at mid-day but the rally was not we'l ‘held.
Dealings in Wabash debentures continued
large and Texas & Pacific seconds rose $ per
cent to par.

The announcement of the death of Queen
Victoria was followed by a pause in the
dealings. The firmness of the market indi-
cated that no further selling was likely to
result and traders bid up prices smartly. The
grangers, trunk lines and Pacifics touched
the best prices of the day, St. Paul rising 4%
over last night, Northern Pacific 25; and
others from 1.to 2 points. Missouri Pacific
recovered to 87. Prices fell back again in
some cases about a point. The closing was
active and easy at the low level,

The bond market generally was dull.

No man with
common sense would think of buying Missouri
Pacific as an investment. It is not worth
half that price, but Rockefeller has secured
control and is making the belated shorts pay
dearly for taking undue liberty with the
stock. There is renewed talk of an early
dividend and of a new issue of stock. The
fact that the market finished the initial sit-
uation of the new week in far better -condi-
tion than was expected even by the most con-
fident bull, has temporarily checked the tide
of bear sentiment and prompted quite =a
number of larger shorts to replace their
recent sales. Talk of lower prices is less.
Big bear operators have made their turn and
will now assist in a rally. Even the shrewd-
est and most successful short seller is atraid
to follow his convictions very far. There
s nothing particularly risky in selling stocks
on good rallies for fair profits. Danger lies
in trying to. make a fortune from a small in-
vestment. There is no reason why the cor-
nering process cannot be applied to other
stocks as well as to Missouri Pacific. The
shares of several corporations are practically
owned by a few men, who, if so desired,
could inflate prices to almost any level, espe-
elally if a short interest existed. To trifle
with another man's property is simply iavit-
ing disaster.””

Louisville, Ky., to Watson: “The Conti-
nental Tobacco company is said by insiders
here to have an extraordinary business. Net
earnings for the last quarter are said to have
run over $1,900,000, which will give a surplus
of $700,000 or $800,000 over the preferred divi-
dends. The feeling of the tobacco trade here
is that the company is in an assured position,
Its immense buying of leaf tobacco has as-
tohished every one.”

Boston, to C. E. Lewis & Co.: “While
the sugar war between Havemeyer and Ar-
buckle is settled, the coffee war is not yet
adjusted. Various rumors as to why the
coffee war has not been settled. Lawyers
in the case say Mr. Arbuckle refuses to sell
his sixty-one shares Woolson Spice company
except on conditions which are ubsurd;
therefore, there has been no coffee seitle-
ment, -

New York, to Andrews: “The sensational
advance in Missour! Pacific has been the
result of a squeeze of the shorts, as the
stock is practicaily cornered. The advance
has also been due in part to anticipated de-
velopments in the southwest, which will
bring roads in that territory in closer rela-
tions. The Coal stocks will have a sub-
stantial rally, and we look for sharp advances
in Erle and Reading stocks to-day. If you
are long of the stocks at higher prices, you
will do well to average by buying at the
lower level, and you will be thereby able to
realize an earlier profit."”

*Waldorf Gossip, to Watson: ““Although
quite a number of traders in stocks are of
the opinion that the rally in the market
means that the bull movement has been re-
sumed, the best judges of the speculation
ascribe the advance to the cawering of shorts
and advise selling on bulges. The observers
take the position that the larger interests
are not in sympathy with any important rise
at this time; that, with few exceptions, stocks
are In weak hands, and that bear commit-
ments have been materially reduced, Mis-
souri Pacific is the chief topic of speculative
