TITVS AMENDMENT APPEAL CASE

Oral Arxunienti Permitted on Both
Siden—A Decinion Due Be-

fore Feb. 9.

Dea Moines, lowa, Jan. 23. —The Titus

amendment appeal caße, brought frqm the
district court of Washington county, was
submitted to the supreme court to-day. A
large number of printed arguments were
submitted. The supreme court permitted
oral arguments to be made by four coun-
sel, two on each side of the case. A. B.
Cummins and Milton Remley, ex-attorney
general, appeared to contend for the va-
lidity of the amendment. Marsh W. Bai-
ley, one of the attorneys who originated
the suit in Washington county, made an
argument op the other side.

The case aroused the greatest interest
and there was a large gathering of poli-
ticians from all parts of the state. The
supreme court room was packed this
morning, while the oral arguments were
being delivered. Judge A. R. Dewey,
who rendered the decision in the Wash-
ington county case, held the amendment
was invalid. On the other hand, Judge
Hutchlnson, in deciding the case originat-
ing in Cherokee county, upheld the
amendment. The arguments of the attor-
neys in the Cherokee county ease were
permitted to be filed by the supreme court,
thus insuring a full presentation of all :
the possible points at issue. It is not
ascertained when the supreme court will
render its decision, further than that one .
will be handed down before the end of the
January term, which will close Feb. 9.
