The board of trade was completely de-
stroyed, it was a splendid six-story build-
ing constructed of red sandstone In the
form of a square, It was built in 1891 and
cost nearly a million dollars. There were
over two hundred tenats in the build-
ing and their individual losses will be
more or less heavy, s -it Is roughly esti-
mated by the insurance men that the losses
will total up to over $4,000,000, partly-
covered by insurance.
