CONGRESS HUST ACT

President’s Recommendation as to
the Philippine Islands.

DEMAND FOR CIVIL GOVERNMENT

Taft Commission Reports Progress—
Extra Session of Congress
May Be Necessary,

Washington, Jan. 26.—The president has
transmitted to the senate a Teport
of the secretary of war, enclosing the re-
port of the Taft Philippine commission.
The president says: .

“I earnestly recommend legislation un-
der which the government of the islands
may have authority to assist in their
peaceful industrial development in the di-
rections. indfeated by the secretary of
war.”

The brief recommendation urging imme-
diate legislation in the interests of the
Filipinos caused general surprise among
senators ang ‘occasioned speculation upen
the probability of an extra session of con-
gress immediately after March 4. The
talk i$ that there is not time to act at the
present session.

Secretary Root says in his
transmittal:

I want to

letter of

call attention to some con-
ditions existing in the Philippine is-
lands which indicate that the development
of that country along the lines of peaceful
industrial progress now requires the exercise
of powers of civil government not vested in
this department, or in you, as military com-
mander, but requiring a grant of authority
from the congress.

Native Priests Won.

The commission gives a gratifying account
of the progress  made in the pacification of
the country and the gradual subsidence of
guerrilld warfare. Information received sub-
sequent to the date of the report confirms
the favorable anticipations of the commis-
sion. A persenal letter received by me from
Judge Taft, dated Dec. 14, 1800, says:

**Since writing you about 3,000 insurgents
in llocos Norte have surrendered and 10,000
persons who were not well affected towards
us in Panay have taken the oath of al-
legiance. 1 have already received two papers
from mnative priests, eighteen in number,
and I am told that "there will be a great
many other papers signed by a great many
more native priests, tendering their allegiance
to the United States and promising fidelity
without mental reserve. The native priests
are those whg have held out longest in
favor of the insurgents and against the
Americans, and I deem this action as’ of
great importance. The army is hitting small,
but hard knocks against the insurgents
everywhere. Since the election there has
been a great falling off in the activity of
the insurgents in aggressiveness.””

Pass the Spooner Bill,

On the 2nd of January the commission as
a body reinforced the views coutained in
their report by the following dispatch from
Manila:

“Root, Secretary of War, Washington: If
you approve ask transmission to proper sen-
ators and representatives of following: Pas-
sage of Spooner bill at present session greatly
needed to secure best result from improving
conditions. Until it is passed no purely
central civil government can be established;
no public franchises of any kind granted, and
no substantial investment of private capital®
in internal improvements possible, All atre
needed as most impertant step in complete
pacification. Strong peace party organized
with defined purpose of securing civil gov-
ernment under United States and reasonably
expect civil government and relief from in-
evitable but annoying restraints of military
rule long before the subject can be taken
up by new . congress.

Civil Police.

“Time near at hand in our opinion when
disturbances existing scan better be sup-
pressed by native police of a civil govern-
ment with army as auxiliary force than by
continuance of complete military control.
Power to make change should be put in
hands of president to act promptly when
time arrives to give Filipino people an ob-
ject lesson in advantages of peace, . Quasi-
civil government under way—power most re-
stricted and unsatisfying. Commission em-
barrassed in securing good material for ju-
dicial and other service by necessarily pro-

“From al! the information we can get, it
seems clear that a great majority of the
people long for peace and are entirely willing
to accept the establishment of a government
under the supremacy of the United States.
They are, however, restrained by fear frem
taking any action to assist the suppression
of the insurrection. Anyone suspected of
giving information to the Americans con-
cerning the insurgents is immediately marked
for assassination. The ramifications of the
conspiracy are so wide that it-has effected the

on a very large scale.”

True, it
is the first duty®of society to protect every
man in his natural right to labor and en-
joy the product of his labor.”

Dr. Abbott explained the single
theory and advocated it strongly.

“We should levy taxes on Incomes and
possessions rather than on expenditures,”
he said. “Levying taxes on expenditures
means that those of moderate means pay
the, taxes. The .millionaire can wear but
one suit of clothes at a time.” g

New York, Jan. 26.—A dispatch to the
Tribune from London says: One of the
indirect effects of the death of the queen
is the improved state of feellng between
England and America.

London, Jan. 26.—The effects of Queen
Victoria’s death on business is vital and
widespread. It particularly affects deal-
ers in clothing and furnishings and all
goods connected with amusements, festivi-
ties, theatricals and dinners

Black is the only color dl-phyed in the
shop windows throughout the empire. The
milliners’ stores are filled with black bon-
nets and other establishments have a fu-
neral show of black clothes, gloves, neck-
tles and hats, In London every English-
man that can afford it is wearing black
clothes, a black necktie and black gloves.
The women are attired in black and the
officers of the army and navy have crepe
bands around their arms. Army flags are
draped with black. Naturally there will
be loss on stocks of colored goods, partic-
ularly by London firms that depend on
court and society business,

On the other hand, dealers in black
goods will sell their entire stocks at a very
great profit. British orders are already
exhausting the stocks of the French and
German manufacturers. One of the prin-
cipal wholesale firms in London, it is said,
has -already declined 2,000 orders. Fac-
‘tories are running night and day. One
wholesale dealer estimates that £600,000
has been spent in mourning.
