RAILROAD RUMBLES.
RIVALS IH lOWA

D. & N. O. and the D. >1. I. F. A \.
Ruada llotb Stay In the Field.

Special to The Journal.
lowa Falls, lowa, Jan. 26.—The railroad

situation so far as the Duluth & New Or-
leans and Dcs Moines, lowa Falls &
Northern roads has become complicated
by recent developments. The solution of
the whole matter is as remote as it was
some months ago. though for the past few
weeks it has looked as though an agree-
ment would be reached between the rival
companies. The retirement of the D. &
N. O. from the field and the sale of its
equities to the local company would leave
the way clear for the construction of the
Dcs Moines, lowa Falls & Northern from
this city to Dcs Moines, which company
has arranged for terminal facilities in Dcs
Moines, besides the tax to aid in construc-
tion in several townships through winch
the road will run. The determination of
the D. & N. O. to remain in the rfield and
failure to take active steps looking to the
construction of the road, will result in the
change in route of the local company from
the original survey. The outcome of the
rivalry between these two companies has
hurt the interests of this enterprise and a
large section of country is watching anx-
iously for some settlement of a contro-
versy that is unique in railroad building.

HARD O\ SCALPERS

''Community of Ownership" la Bad

for the HusiiiesH.

New York, Jan. 26. —Scalping is becom-
ing a difficult and precarious trade in the
east, and the r ;'-oads hope to abolish it
altogether witla. i the aid of legislation.
No anti-ssalping law could accomplish this
purpose as well as "community of owner-
ship" developed to its logical conclusion,
because without the patronage of passen-
ger officials the scalpers would find little
business.

The eastern roads have devised various
artificial schemes to reduce the scalpers'
opportunities "to make an honest living."

One of these is the use of safety paper.
This paper is thin and tough. It is made
by a few manufacturers who are under
heavy bonds of $10,000 each to use it only

for railroad printing and to furnish it to

no one else. Scalpers cannot get it nor
forge tickets as they sometimes used to
do. The ink used on such tickets sinks
into the tissue of the paper, making eras-
ures impossible.

Another device is the punching machine,
like that used in banks for checks, which
is taking the place of the old stamping

machine in ticket offices.

STILL A MYSTERY
Friends Obtain Little More Light

on Laura J. Smith's Death.

ANOTHER PHYSICIAN'S STORY

Something About Mm. Smith's Rela-
tion* In Her Life of Good

Worka.

Although the friends of Mrs. Laura J.
Smith have been busily at work since her
death, trying to unravel the mystery '\u25a0
surrounding it, they have not yet come
upon a definite clue. Still the fact seems
to be established beyond a doubt that she
was not the woman arrested in St. Paul.
Dr. T. S. Carpenter of Lime Springs, a
former resident of Minneapolis and the
physician of the Smith family, when its
members resided in this city, writes that
he had warned Mrs. Smith on several oc-
casions that she was liable to be carried
away with heart disease at any time. He
also testifies Mrs. Smith was a woman of
strictly temperate habits, adding that if
she had ever used liquor he would have |
been in a position to know it. H. H. Hart j
also adds his testimony. Prom all sources j
of those high in social positions come the
same assuring words of confidence. The
Journal of Mankato, where Mrs. Smith
gave a recent entertainment in connec-
tion with her work, expresses confidence
in her character.

In connection with the effort to unravel
the mystery surrounding Mrs. Smith's
death the following facts regarding her
life have been obtained from her family at
Excelsior:

Her Life History.

Mrs. Laura Jordan Smith was born in Lin-
coln. Me.. Sept. 20, 1850, and came to Minne-
sota with her parents when betwern 4 and 5
years of age, settling at Montieello, Wright
county, where she resided for a number of
years. She was educated in the public
schools of Wright county, finishing her edu-
cation at the St. Cloud normal school and
afterward teaching in the schools in \u25a0 that >
section of the state. She was married j
at St. Cloud to Alonzo Smith. She united j
with the church when a child, transferring
her membership to the Central Baptist
church of Minneapolis when she and her
husband moved to this city a little over ten
years ago.

About ten months ago the family moved to j
a new home one mile east of Excelsior on
the Hopkins road.

While residing at St. Cloud Mrs. Smith was
president ot the W. C. T. U. there and super-
intendent of jail work. She was also state
organizer for the Good Templars and past ]
grand vice templar of the state organiza-
tion. She was at the time of her death dep-

| uty grand chief templar for the first and
third districts of Minnesota. She organized
and was superintendent of Diamond, temple,

ia juvenile temperance organization; was a
member of the Helping Hand, and the Au-
thors' Club of Minneapolis. She organized
and always took great interest in the anti-
treat association. She has spoken in fully
half the towns of Minnesota.

Mrs. Smith is survived by her husband
and three daughters, Miss Lura V. Smith of
Minneapolis, Mrs. C. P. Parker of Pillager,
Minn., and Mrs. J. W. Elliott of Chicago.
One daughter, the eldest, died when about 12
years of age.

Since Mrs. Smith's death the families
have received hundreds of letters from
friends in all parts of the northwest ex-
pressing the deepest sympathy for the

I family and the utmost confidence in her
! character and work.

;N0 FRESHIES IN FRATS
PRES'T XORTHROP'S SI GGESTION

Also AtlviMex the Greek* to Close
Their Present "Running"

Season at Once.

President Cyrus Northrop met the mem-
bers of the university Greek letter socie- 'ties in chapel hall this morning and had
a long talk with them about fraternity
matters. Among the suggestions he made
was one for the reorganization of the sys-
tem which would provide for the limita-
tion of membership, in the .'frats" to the
sophomore, junior and senior classes. This j
system is in vogue in many of the larger
colleges in the east.

Concerning the suggested change, Dr.
Northrop said that the University of Min-
nesota is now large enough to insure a!
sufficient, membership of the fraternities ;

without the first year men. With 3,000 i
students and, as during the past two years, j
an incoming freshman class of: some 400 j
members, there is no actual necessity for i

the freshman membership. The new plan
in operation would not only give the new
students ample time to devote to their
university work and to form studious hab-
its that would be almost impossible when
the first year man has to divide his time i
between the studies and fraternity life
but it'would also give the fraternities an
opportunity to select their men with great-

er care and thus secure a much more sat-
isfactory membership.

Dr. Northrop mentioned the plan ' only
as a suggestion and asked the members of
the societies to think about it and to de-
cide among themselves if it would not be
more satisfactory on the whole than the
presents ystem. <

The president expressed a hope that
every fraternity member would exert his
best influence for the bettering of the in-
ner life of the societies. Not that there
is any immediate cause to enter complaint
against the present influence, but because
he belived there is opportunity for im-
provement even over the present-life.

Dr. Northrop expressed a fear that the
"rushing" of the students in high and pre-
paratory schools in the twin cities is in-
terfering with the work of both the. uni-
versity and school students, and asked
that it be brought to a close next Wednes-
day if possible. The societies,- according
to their compact, will commence their
"rushing" season next Wednesday and Dr.
Northrop asked that it be closed in two
weeks. The girls expressed their approval
by applauding the request of the presi-

dent. "Rushing," it should be explained,
Is a technical term meaning cultivation
of the acquaintance of prospective. mate-
rial for membership.

DREAM NOW, MAYBE
But Some Day There'll Be a Hud-

son Bay Railway.

THE START IS ALREADY MADE

A Road Running; Down Mooie River
Valley Would Tap a Good Ag-

ricultural Country.

Twenty-nve miles of the new road pro-
jected for Hudson Bay are reported to

jhave been completed since dirt began to
fly north of the "Soo" a few weeks ago.
While it is by no means certain that the
road will ever get as far north as James
bay, a distance, air line, of between 400
and 500 miles, it is headed that way. For
the time being the projectors of the road
will be content to penetrate the forests in
the Moose river country in search of pulp
wood for the mills at Sault Ste. Marie.

The Canadians have been talking of such
a road for twenty years, but they have
finally been forced to stand aside and
watch American capital do the business.

IFrom the Soo the route, if it follows a
!straight line to Moose Factory, at the
jsouthernmost extremity of James bay,
would be about 500 miles long. The Moose
river from its headwaters at Brunswick
post, seventy miles north of the Canadian
Pacific line, is 425 miles long, and the road
would follow its course for the most part,
not much allowance being made for devi-
ations.

The upper stretches of the river run for
considerable distances through muskeg, or
swampy land, and for a long stretch the
surrounding country, though heavily tim-
bered, is comparatively level. It would not
offer half the engineering problems in
railroad building that have been presented
in the construction of roads through the
northern part of the state.

t'nr North, but Good Country.

The stories about vast mineral wealth
all along the course of the Moose river

jmust be largely discounted, so far as any
! actual discoveries are concerned. But
aside from the timber, a rich farming

' country could undoubtedly be opened up
all along the valley of the Moose river by

ja railroad. A representative of The
iJournal who made the trip through to
jJames bay last summer saw abundant cvi-

I dence of the rich fertility of the soil.
With a railroad this section, now a

desert waste, would become one of the
! richest agricultural sections of Canada,

i The argument made against its agricul-
j tural development is that short seasons
jwould make diversified agriculture impos-

| sible and that grains would not thrive.
The fact is that the season along the

jMoose river, until within the influence of
! the coast is not so much shorter than that
! of Manitoba, one of the great wheat belts
iof the world. Fifty miles south of James
I bay the atmosphere is no longer affected
|by the climatic changes of the sea. Every. Hudson bay post has its garden patch,

\ where all kinds of vegetables are raised.
j Green corn was to be had late in Septem-
! ber at New Post, 135 miles up the Abbi-
i tibl river, a branch of the Moose, from
jJames bay.

The development of these rich farming
\u25a0 lands would be a big investment for any
| road. The Moose river drops 1,000 feet in
I 425 miles, and being a constant succession
of rapids, offers wonderful opportunities
for future manufacturing through the de-
velopment of its water power.

A VERY POOR START
City Council Has Trouble Getting

Down to Business.

SALARY QUESTION IS A POSER

Alderman Ryan Wlm First Ward
Street Commlii*ioner»hip

Contest.

It was not an auspicious start that the
new city council made of its business
career last night. Notwithstanding the
dropping out of Alderman Lloyd, the al-
dermen showed a pronounced disposition
to spend valuable time in oratory of the
kind that leads nowhere and convinces no-
body.

The council also showed a strange lack
of confidence in its committees. It Bent
the report of the salary committee back
to that committee for further considera-
tion, after subjecting it to a pretty severe
fire of criticism; amended the fire de-
partment committee's report regarding the
purchase of fire hose quite out of sem-
blance to the original document, and
finally came within an ace of holding up
the report of the health department com-
mittee carrying the appointments in that
department. The report of the water
committee containing the new list of ap-
pointments in that department, with rec-
ommendations for an increase of salary
in various instances, was accepted with-
out comment.
Salary Report a Brand of Discord.

The salary committee's report inspired
a lot of protest from various sources }n
the council and led the aldermen into the
worst parliamentary wrangle for many
months. Hardly had the report been read
before the aldermen began bobbing up all
over the room to ask that exceptions be
made ,in certain cases where it was
claimed that the committee had not done
exact justice. Alderman Powers put in
for an amendment giving the employes of
the city treasurer an advance in salary.
Alderman McCune spoke for the build-
ing inspector's clerk. Alderman Peterson
had a word to say for the assistant con-
troller, and there were others. Ignorant
of where it would lead them, the council
began adopting amendments, increasing
salaries as suggested on the floor. The
proceedings were rapidly developing into
a log-rolling contest, with the dead cer-
tainty ahead that every man jack on the
salary list would get advanced to the
limit, when some one, foreseeing the in-
evitable result, headed the movement off
with a motion to refer the matter back
to the committee.

Fire Hose Contract.

The contract for fire hose was awarded
as follows: W. S. Nott compapy, 3,000
feet; Revere Rubber company, 2,500 feet;
New Jersey Car Spring and
Rubber Co., 2,000 feet; Bowers'
Rubber company was also given the
contract for 2,000 feet of chemical hose.
The criticism made of the fire department
committee's award was that it was based
on mutual compromises among the mem-
bers of the committee rather than on the
merits of the hose in each instance.

Ryan Bests Foell.

Alderman John Ryan of the first ward
won out handily in his contest with his
colleague over the street commissioner-
ship. Alderman Foell made the speech
of his whole public career to save Casper
Schulenberg, but to no avail. The vote
stood 18 to 6 against him. John Gleason,
the new commissioner, is a well-known
railroad contractor, now retired from ac-
tive business.

The council adopted a resolution intro-
duced by Alderman Powers committing
the city to the plan of last year to do all
paving, except asphalt, also all sewer,
curb and gutter and sidewalk construction
by day labor.
