SHARP BREAK IN WHEAT, MAY SELLING TO 75 3-8¢

Bears Ruled the Market All Day on
Lower Liverpool and Other
; Depressing News.

RUSSIA SHIPPED MORE WHEAT

A Decrease in the Visible—Primary
Receipts Large—Good Demand
Here for Milling Wheat.

Minneapolis Chamber of Commerce, Jan. 28.
—Disappointing cables threw off the wheat
market thie morning and opened May %e
under Saturday’s close, at T6ic.- Sentiment
was bearish at the start. World's shipments
ran abead of last week, and northwestern
receipts showed a gain over & year ago. The
weakness came prineipaly from the Liverpool
advices. With continued strength here
throughk the latter part of the week, and a
final advance on Saturday, traders hoped for
Liverpool to come again responsive, at least
in part, but first reports showed wavering
tendency, and the close was 13 to %d lower.
Paris closed wheat 10 to 16 centimes lower
and flour 20 to 40 centimes lower. The visi-
ble decreased, 405,000 bu. This had little ef-
fect, being more than' offset by primary re-
celpts running to 740,000 bu, as compared
with 477,000 a year ago. May held steady
for an bour around 76c, but the pressure was
too great and on a later break it touched
75%ec. In the world’s shipments, America
shipped close to 5,000,000 bu, Russia 1,408,000
bu, against 200000 last week. Total figures
were 7,262,000, against 5,352,000 last week and
6,260,000 bu last year. Wheat on passage
increased 632,000 bu. Primary receipts were
740,000 bu, against 477,000 bu last year. Clear-
an¢es wheat and flour, 545,000 bu. Minnpe-
apolis received 479 cars and Duluth 57, against
401 and 25 last year.

Renewed weakness came in towards the
close on free selling. May struck 756%c for
low, and closed on a recovery at 75%c. July
toyehed 76c and closed at 76%c. January
closed at 743c.

Cash business was brisk. The wheat soid
well in all grades, with especially good de-
mand for milling lots. No. 1 northern seld
up closer to May, selections going at Y%
under. Elevators were buyers of low grades.
The only thing at all slow was some poor
No. 3. No. 2 northern sold better than on
@0y day for some time. No. 1 to arrive
brought 75%c and No. 2 to arrive, 72%@73%e.
No. 3 brought 6% for the good lots, selling
off on peor stuff. The best rejected sold close
to No. 3 and ranged from 67c down to 60c.
No grade sold to 38@39c for anything with
quality, and some poor lots went as high as

S4@dde.

ST. P. THE FEATURE

Most Prominent Stock To-day in
the Opening Dealings.

TRADING BECOMES CONFUSED

Before Noon Business Is Almost at
a Standstill—-Bonds Active
and Firm.

New York, Jan. 28.—St. Paul was the most
prominent stock in the opeuning dealings, aud
was carried up from 155% to 156 under a
slmultaneous transfer of 8,500 shares, com-
pared with 156% on Saturday. The stock ran
oft to 155 and then vibrated feverishly above
that. There were good fractional gains all
through the list. The New York public utili-
ties were strong, Metropolitan rising 13 and
Consolidated Gas 2. Missouri, Kansas &
Texas preferred gained a point. Dealings
were animated and widely distributed.

Trading became very confused and stocks
of different groups or even of the same group
took opposite courses, Steel & Wire, Tin
Plate and Federal Steel reacted 1%4@2, and
the last gelling ex-dividend -of 5 per cent,
while Smelting and Tube sold up an extreme
2%. Consglidated Gas and Brookiyn Transit
fell sharply and Manhattan and Metropolitan
made further gaind.” Aimohg the railroads
St. Paul mounted sharply nearly 3 polnts
above Saturday, to 158%, on bheavy transac-
tions, and pulled the preferrerd stock up -3,
to 169%;. Kansas & Texas preferred lost its
point rise, but when a block of 10,000 shares
was taken at 54% it rallied to 5. The gran-
gers and Northern Pacific were strong in
eympathy with St. Paul, Burlington rising
nearly 2 points and Northern Pacific 1%. The
railroad list generally showed strength, but
met heavy profit-taking, .and when St. Paul
fell back 2 points the buying demand slack-
ened and prices declined all around. Brook-
lyn Transit dropped 214,

Considerable inroads were made in prices
on special stocks after 11 o'clock. St. Paul
aropped on light transactions, without any
sign of support, to 154%, a full point under
Saturday. Burlington, Rock Island, Northern
Pacific, Missouri Pacific, Delaware & Hudson
and Erie first preferred lost 1@1%. A rally
to 156 in St. Paul and a rise of a point in
Northwestern steadied the market. Before
noon Steel and Wire and Federal Steel im-
proved sharply and there was some demand
for the tractions. Business, however, was
almost at a standstill.

Prices went to the lowest after 2 o'clock.
St.Paul’s worst price was 152, Northern Pa-
cific 8214, Steel and Wire, 38%, Federal Steel
423% and Colorado Fuel 43%2. St. Paul rallied
132 and Brooklyn Transit and Federal Steel
a point each but weakened again. St. Paul
preferred reacted 3. The close was semi-
stagnant and heavy with the exception of the
stiffening of Southern Pacific and St. Paul
and a sudden rebound in Steela nd Wire to 41.
