CONGRESSMAN A HERO

the Willurd Hotel Fire.
Washington. Jan. 28.—Congressman

Crumpacker of Valapraiso, lnd., and Ed-
ward Miller, secretary to Congressman
Radenberg of Illinois, were the heroes of
a flre in the Willed hotel yesterday
morning.

Fire was discovered In a storeroom of
the hotel at 2:30 o'clock and young Miller,
who was sleeping in Congressman Raden-
berg's room On the first flour, gave the
alarm and then climbed the fire escape,
broke in Congressman Crumpacker's win-
dow, got the congressman, his wife aud
son, and then went through the upper
floors arousing the guests. There were
about fifty people in the hotfl and they
were all rescued by firemen from the fire
escapes.

Congressman Crumpacker assisted -his
wife and son to the street by way of the
fire escape, then returned to his room and,
after throwing out the trunks, dressed
himself and came down the ladder with a
law book uinier his arm.

The crowd in the street cheered the
Hoosier congressman's coolness and
shouted "He has saved the constitution."

Telegraph wires between Skaguay and the
interior were put up laet week. Reports
then began to come in of persons frozen
to death.

Reports of six bodies had been received
at Skaguay. A telegram from Dawson
*ays several persons were found frozen
in thai vicinity. News has reached
Skaguay and Juneau that many Alaska
Indians are dying.
