DAILY HOUSEHOLD COLUMN

FAIMLY LUNCHEON
By Mrs. Martha Taft Wentworth.
Copyright, 1901.

The family luncheon is not often an elab-
orate affair because of the absence of the
masculine members of the household, but it is
necessary to have something warm in the
middle of the day, if it is nothing more
substantial than a cup of bouillon, which is
not sufficiently filling for a healthy stomach.
It is really better to leave the liquid for
the late dinner and use some made over dish
for luncheon, or some combination of ma-
terfals at hand. With a pot of tea, bread
and butter and a bit of something sweet, you
need not be ashamed to ask any chance vis-
itor to share your noonday repast.

Potage Jacqueline—To a quart and a half of
chicken stock made with herbs, onions and
a bay leaf for seasoning, add the yolks of
five eggs, mixed with a teacupful of cream
and one tablespoonful of butter, cooked in a
double boiler. By the way, this mixture
should only be brought to the beiling point
or the eggs will curdle, and must be added
to the stock bit by bit, stirring slowly. Put
in three teaspoonfuls of boiled rice, some
young carrots, cut into dice, bits of celery or
cooked peas if you have any. The season-
ing is of sugar, salt and pepper.

Oysters and Macaroni—Boil half a pound

of macaroni and drain it. Dip two dozen
oysters in flune oatmeal and broil until light
brown in color. Butter a pau, put in a layer
of macaroni, a grating of cheese, a thin
slice of lemon and salt to taste, then a layer
of oysters, and continue until the dish is
full with macaroni covered with bread
crumbs on top. Scatter with bits of butter,
pour a cupful of oyster liquor and bake for
half an hour.

Mutton Custard—Fill a buttered custard
dish with stale bread crumbs and finely
chopped cooked mutton, lightly mixed. Beat
One egg and add to it half a cupful of milk
and a few grains of salt. Pour this mixture
over the meat and crumbs and bake it in a
pan of hot water or on top of the stove until
the egg is lightly set. Do not allow the
water around the custard dish to boil or the
eggs will harden.

Escalloped Salmon—Pick
fish into fine pieces. Butter a pudding dish,
cover the bottom with cracker crumbs and
then with layer of fish, bits of butter, salt
and pepper, a little tomato and a small
quantity of milk. Proceed iu this way until
the dish is full, leaving buttered crumbs at

the cold boiled

the top. Add milk enough to make quite
moist and bake one-half hour in a quick
oven. Cold lamb or mutton can be treated

in the same way.

Egg and Artichoke Croquettes—Cut twe
hard-boiled eggs into small dice-shaped
pieees and add to them half the quantity of
cooked Jerusalem artichokes cut up in the
same way. Mix smooth enough to work into
balls with thick white sauce, which has been
well seasoned. Roll out some paste to a
medium thickness and cut it into rounds
about the size of a teacup, place a spoonfun
of the egg mixture on half the paste and fold
it over. Moisten the edges In cold water
and press them together, dip in beaten egg,
cover .thickly with ‘bread erumbs and fry in
boiling fat. quin and garnish with parsley
when ready to “serve.

Amchovy Teast with Spinach—Cook the
spinach in salted water, cHop it fine and press
it through a puree sieve. Reheat it with a
little butter, salt and a drop or two of ta-
basco sauce. Fry sippets of bread in butter,
spread with a little anchovy paste and over
it lay the puree of spinach. Decorate the
top with the chopped white of a hard-boiled

egg and the yolk pressed through a puree
sieve.
