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MINNESOTA LEGISLATURE

ON A FIRMER BASIS

Senator Snyder Introduces a Build-
ing and Loan Bill.

IT WILL RECAST B. AND L. LAWS

The Associations Under It Will Be
Brought Under Supervision of
the Bank Examiner.

Building and loan and savings associa-
tions are to be placed on a more satisfac-
tory basis. There has not been a session
of the legislature for years in which the
laws relating to these institutions have not
been tinkered. Confusion has been the
result. It has long been conceded that
there has never been sufficient offictal su-
pervision over these institutions to pro-
tect the stockholders. Other evils have
grown up, all of which Senator Snyder
proposes to correct with the big bill he
introduced this morning.

The measure provides for a revision and
codification of all the laws, and places aM
such concerns under the control of the
public examiner.

Two Bills Passed.

Two bills of minor importance were
passed this morning under suspension. One
provides that when patients are taken

from insane asylums by their friends the|

expense of so doing shall be borne by the
friends, not by the state, The other bill,
which came from the committee on edu-
cation, authorizes independent school dis-
tricts to issue bonds.

Some School Bills.

Senator McCarthy has introduced a bill
placing school districts in counties or-
ganized under the act of 1897, relating to
unorganized counties, under the pro-
visions of the general school laws of the
state. The bill simply contemplates pla-
cing these schools on the same basis as
all other schools.

Senator McCarthy finds that the liability
for expenses in handling contagious dis-
eases is not specifically determined. His
bill now provides that the county shall pe
llable for such expenses on a proper show-
ing by tcemship or village officers.

Senator Johnson has introduced a bill
permitting the board of trustees of the St.
Peter insane hospital to use the balance in
its fund for making repairs.

Fire Marshal Bill.

Senator Potter is sponsor for the fire
marshal bill in the senate. His bill was
introduced this morning.

A bill of interest to St. Louis county was
introduced this morning by Senator
Daugherty. It places the salary of the as-
gistant county attorney in counties having
& population between 75,000 and 100,000
inhabitants, at $1,800 per year.

A Dbill to relieve public officials of pay-
ing the premiums on their surety bonds
‘was presented by Senator Wilson. The
expense is limited to $10 per annum when
the bond is less than $1,000 and to % per
cent per annum when the bond exceeds
$1,000. Receivers, assignees, trustees,
guardians, executors or administrators are
included.

Voters May Select.

When the proper public servants do not
provide election officials in villages, the
voters themselves may elect such election
officials. This is the meat of a measure
introduced by Senator Meilecke.

Appointments Confirmed.

Thé appointments of Major E. D. Libbey
s adjutant general, E. A. Nelson as state
librarian and the four new members of the
St. Cloud normal school board were con-
firmed by the senate without a skip.

The committee now consists of Swening-
sen of Austin and Fitzpatrick of Winona
(dem.) from the first district; Shell of
Worthington and Schelback of Granite
Falls, second district;Dickey of Zumbrota
and Du Toit of Chaska (dem.) third dis-
trict; McGill and Horton of Ramsey, fourth
district; Jepson and E. E. Smith of Hen-
nepin, fifth district; Daugherty of St. Louis
and J. D. Jones of Todd, sixth district;
Grindeland of Warren and Young of 9p-
pleton, seventh district.

GOOD YEAR AFTER ALL

Northern Pacific Makes Unexpected
Good Showing.

The statement of Northern Pacific earn-
ings for the first six months of the fiscal
year appeared to-day. The most op-
timistic predictions have been verified.
Instead of a falling off in gross eafnings
of a million dollars, as was predicted at
the time of the crop fallure, there is a
decrease in net earnings of only $16,000.
Earnings have held up because of unpre-
cedented business on the west end. An
official said to-day:

‘““Had the business on the east end been
as large as last year, the company would
completely swamped. We
would have had to lease and buy equip-

_ ment on every hand.”

Plenty of Restive Statesmen in the
State Legislature.

ROAST “CONGRESSIONAL TRUST”

Senators Say They Will Redistriet
Without Regard to Congress-
men Now Sitting.

It will be field day at the capitol when
the reapportionment committee gets to
work. It is commonly reported that not
less than fifteen senators want to go to
congress, and each of them will try to
manipulate the redistricting in his own
interests. There are so many strings to
pull and so many to pull them that it is
impossible to guess what the finish will
be. Among the republican senators who
are anxious to try the climate of Wash-
ington are mentioned Knatvold of tHe
first district, Miller and fomerville of the
second, Stockton of the third, Barker of
the fourth; Brower, Buckman, McCarthy
and J. D. Jones of the sixth; E. T. Young,
J. H. Smith and O. H. Myron of the
seventh. .

Several of these gentlemen are figuring
on reapportionment schemes. Somerville’s
sole object is to get out of McCleary's
district, and his scheme throws Blue
Earth county into the third district, leav-
ing Brown county in the second. This
would put Heatwole and McCleary in the
same district, and would leave the sec-
ond for Somerville, Miller, Lyndon A.
Smith and other aspirants to figure on.

Buckman wants to cut Morrison county
off the sixth, to give him a chance. But
in the make-up of his district he would
have to figure with Brower, J. D. Jones,
and may be with Frank M. Eddy.

Dowling’s Ambition,

Speaker Dowling is credited with as-
pirations, and his influence with the re-
apportionment committee will be used, it
is said, to put Renville county into some
new district where he will stand a g~od
chance for the nomination. It is quite
probable that this would include Chippewa
county, in which case he might have to
contend with the presiding officer of the
other house, for the lieutenant-governor
is willing to write M. C. after his name,
when he has completed four years of serv-
ice for the senate.

Several of the legislative aspirants are
stirring up opposition among the members
to the “congressional trust.” They de-
clare that the seven Minnesota members
have just one thing in common, and that
is a desire to perpetuate themselves in
gﬂice. Said one of the “insurgents” to-

ay:

The Minnesota delegation in congress mu-
tually disagree on every other propositicn.
They will criticise each other without mercy,
and work at cross purposes on matters of
legislation, but they are a unit in their desire
to remain in congress. I am satisfied that
they have formed a combination, that it Is
“‘all for one and one for all.,” Those who had
the temerity to oppose any of them for nomi-
nation last summer were buried out of sight.
1, for one, am in favor of redistricting this
state without regard to where it puts our
present members of congress. Let them fight
their own battles. This reapportionment
proposition is in the hands of the legislature.,

SHORT EVENING SESSIONS

Both Houseg Got Through Business
in a Hurry.

Both houses of the legislature held ses-
sions last night. The house transacted
its business in twenty minutes, and the
senate in ten. In the senate the reports
of the committees on education and judi-
ciary, already published, were read, and a
list of appointments was sent in by Gov-
ernor Van Sant for confirmation.

Representative Umland introduced a bill
in the house granting John C. Devereux
$450 for his services as drillmaster at Fort
Snelling in the sixties. The bill has al-
ready been introduced in the senate. The
Ramsey county delegation also introduced
a bill empowering a probate judge to en-
force the erection of monuments over
graves of those whose estates are pro-
bated in his court.

Ella Wheeler Wilcox on Speaker M.
J. Dowling.

HIS STRUGGLE WITH ADVERSITY

Passion’'s Poetess Uses the Popular
Speaker as a Text for a
Homily.

Ella Wheeler Wilcox, ' passion’s own
poetess, has found an inspiration in the
career of Speaker Dowling. In the New
York Journal of recent date there ap-
pears a six stanza poem entitled ‘“Recom-
pense,” beginning: -

Straight through my heart this fact to-day,
By truth’s own hand is driven;

God never takes one thing away,
But something else is given.

Thus moved by the divine afflatus, the
singer reasons that the fruit of adversity
is always sweet, and that behind each dis-
aster, overwhelming though it may be,
there always waits socme new blessing.

The poem is followed by a homily, in
which the story of Annie Russell’s fight
for health and Mr. Dowling’'s struggle for
recognition are both told. The actress
lay for weeks upon an invalid's chair, a
hopeless paralytic. But the authorities
on healing had neglected to take into ac-
count the tremendous will power of the
patient, and Miss Russell recovered. The
poetess says there is a man up in Minne-
sota who has been teaching the world a
similar lesson of patience and persever-
ance through great mental and physieal
suffering. This is the reference to Speak-
er Dowling:

“His name is M. J. Dowling, and this is
what I read about him in a southern pa-
per recently. You will realize that Mr.
Dowling is a hero as you read.

“He has neither hands nor feet. Some
twenty-five years ago he was a boy, and
was caught in one of the great blizzards
which occasionally sweep over the north-
western country. He was badly frozen,
and, though he battled bravely to save
himself, both feet and hands had to be
amiputated. This was pretty hard for a
boy, but he was full of true grit. As
soon as the stumps healed he determined
to go to Milwaukee to secure artificial
limbs. The only way he could travel was
by being laid upon the seat of a car, where
he did not move during the entire journey.
The conductor punched the ticket, which
was tied to him, thinking what hard luck
the boy was in. Then he forgot the boy,
and the train journeyed on for miles and
miles, stoppéd at a station for dinner, and
again went on. Late in the afternoon the
conductor felt full of remorse because he
had given no further thought to the boy
without hands or legt. He went back to
bhim. ‘Do you want anything to eat? he
asked. ‘Yes,” said the boy. ‘Why didn't
you ask some one to get you something?’
‘I have been longer than this without eat-
ing, and I won’t trouble anybody with my
misfortunes,” he replied. But the con-
ductor got him something and also saw
him taken care of tc the end of his run.
The same self-reliance has sustained
Dowling throughout his life. He got his
artificial limbs, educated himself, taught
school, ran a newspaper, became a poli-
tician of prominence and has been secre-
tary of the National League of Republican
clubs. He gets along without cane or
crutches, writes with his artificial hand,
makes no complaints on the score of being
crippled and asks no favers because he is
short of the average allotment of hands
and feet.

“Last year Mr. Dowling was sent by
Secretary Root on an important commis-
sion to the Philippines.

“Just think of that, you complaining,
able-bodied men and women who think
fate is against you and that you have neo
“luck’ in life. 3

“‘Afmie Russell and Mr. Dowling are

object lessons for you. They show what
the divine will in 2 human body can do.”

It might have: been added that Mr.
Dowling had been elected the presiding of-
ficer of the lower house after a campaign
short, sharp and decisive, among many
campaigns of similar character, and it
might also have’ been said that when he
was named, for the first time in the his-
tory of Minnesota legislatures a newly-
elected member was accorded the honor of
holding the gavel.

Savings Banks Interested.

Minnesota Savings banks will be inter-
ested in- two bills brought into the house
by Mr. Wallace of Hennepin. One allows
the investment in drainage district bonds
or those of any other district created pur=-
suant to law for public purposes or im-
provements in Minnesota, Wisconsin, Iowa
and the two Dakotas. Such a law will
afford relief to the financial concerns
which, under the present rigid law, find
themselves compelle dte select invest-
ments from a limited Iist. The other bill
is to assist in the disposition of real es-
tate taken on uncollected loans. The
measure provides that where a sale can-
not be made for cash, part cash may be ac-
cepted, and the remaining amount traded
out in real property. For security there
1s imposed a limit of time within which
such property so acquired must be sold.

Records of Civil War,

The original records of the civil war,
now to be found in the adjutant-general's
office, are .subjected to a daily use that
i8 fast proving their destruction. In some
places the muster rolls of the Minnesota
régiment have bécome quite illegible. Mr.
Roberts of Hennepin has, therefore, a bill
which provides for the copying of all such
récords, and: appropriates $2,000 for the
spurpese. The bill ordains that the orig-
inals shall be carefully filed for preserva-
tion, the copies to be handled by the de-
partment.

A Constitutionnl Amendment.

The first constitutional amendment this
sesslon was proposed by Mr. Henricks.
Mr. Henricks’ scheme is to allow the state
authorities, directing such investments as
are made under the permanent school and
university funds, to make purchases of
county, city, town, village and school dis-
trict bonds, ‘within a limit of 15 per cent
of the assessed valuation of taxable real
property. No loan is to be made for less
than 3 per cent, nor for a period shorter
than five years.

To Remove Death Penalty,

Mr. Hendricks stands sponsor for an-
other bill which proposes to abolish the
death penalty and substitute imprison-
ment for life. In a third bill, he seeks
to reduce the legal rate of interest, under
contract, from 10 per cent to 8.

Representative Rich of St. Paul put in
a bill which cedes two lots of the Soldiers’
home land, about six acres in extent, rep-

A bill by Mr. Morley provides that any
school district managed by a board of
education, may establish kindergartens.

The house committee on taxes and tax
laws to-day noon acted faveorably upon
the Laybourn bill, providing for a commis-
sion to revise and codify the tax laws of
the state. This created surprise, as it
had been anticipated that rivalry would
develop between the several plans. The
committee amended the bill so that the
chief justice of the supreme court, the
auditor and the attorney general are au-
thorized to act instead of the justices of
the supreme court. The bill will be re-
ported to-morrow morning.

MAHOOD MUST GO

He Will Lose His Seat in the House,
to Blair.

No Office Complete

LAW WILL STAND

Primary Law Will Receive Only
Slight Amendments.

MAY EXTEND IT TO ST. PAUL

Said to Be Little Chance for a Leg-
islative Reapportionment
This Winter.

Just after thé primary election last fall|
there was a loud demand among the poli-]
ticians for a repeal of the law. But when
election was over and the choices of the
republican party at the primaries .were|
ratified by a popular majority, the clamor
sank into'a murmur. Since then the mem-
bers of the legislature have fathomed pub-
lic sentiment, and there is no longer any
prospect of the repeal of the law. No one
will have the temerity to introduce a re-
pealing act. The question has beén left
in the hands of the Hennepin delegation,
which has had a committee amending the
law to make it more practical in details.

Sentiment over the state inclines toward
the Minneapolis plan, but the country
members say they would prefer to see the
Minneapolis people .get the law in shape
and give it another test before extending
it. They fear it would prove too cumbrous
and expensive for the country.

A bill to extend the Minneapolis 8cheme |
to St, Paul and Duluth would find plentyi
of friends. If Rukard Hurd has time to|
pull it through, he will have solved the
problem of breaking up the Reese-War-
ner-Schiffman ring, and such a measure
would be popular with the vast majority
of the country members. There has been
considerable agitation in Duluth for the
new law.

The Legislative Districts Not to Be
Changed.

“I do not believe there will be any legis-
lative reapportionment this winter,” said
a senator from the northern part of the
state this morning. ““Our present dis-
tricting was adopted only four years ago,
on the basis of the 1895 census. The con-
gressional reapportionment will disturb
the southern part of the state less than it
will the north, and I expect to see such a
determined stand by the southern mem-
bers that our senatorial districts will re-
main the way they are. The southern
counties are determined to hang on to
what they have.”

Seven St. Louis Commissioners.

Senator Hawkins will introduce a bill
this week increasing the number of county
commissioners in St. Louls county from
five to seven. At present four of the dis-
tricts are in Duluth and one outsidée. Du-
luth has 54,000 population and the range
30,000, and Hawkins’ bill' gives the coun-
try three districts and the city four. He
makes it applicable to counties with more
than 75,000 population and more than 5,000
area. It will thas apply only to St. Louis
county. g
