WILL ASK MORE PAY

Building Trades Men Think Con-
ditions Warrant Advances.

SOME CHANCE OF A TIE-UP

The Conservatives, However, Don’t
Want to Be Cut Out of Any
Good Time.

With many big building contracts
ahead, more than usual importance at-
taches to the coming annual conference
between representatives of the building
trades and the contractors’ association.
The time is now near at hand when the
men of the allied trades and the contrac-
tors must get together to arrange a
schedule for the present year. It looks
now as though there might be another
deadlock, with an amicable settlement
«more difficult than was the case in last
year's troubles. The building outlook for
Minneapolis is excellent,—better than
last year, which was the best in many
years. Taking advantage of this fact,
and the general rise in the prices of liv-
ing commodities and rents, the working-
men in the building trades will demand
some advance in wages over last year.
If they are moderate in their demands,
it is thought that they will get what they
ask, or almost as much, without a strug-
gle. Otherwise there will be trouble.

Carpenters Have a Schedule.

The carpenters have already decided
upon a schedule for 1901. They were
advanced from 30 cents per hour to 31%
cents last year. This was a compromise
from their demand of 321 cents. This
year they will ask for 323; cents. Some
of the carpenters insisted that 40 cents
was none too much to ask. The conser-
vatives, however, took the ground that
with a big year ahead, it was folly to take
any stand that would develop a deadlock
and possibly spoil half the season.

Bricklayers Hold Even.

The bricklayers were receiving 45 cents
per hour last year, and for much of the
season good men got 50 cents, owing to
the demand for bricklayers. What they
will ask for this year is a regular sched-
ule of 30 cents.

-

Plasterers Want an Advance,

The plasterers were paid 43% cents
per hour last year. They will be satis-
fled with nothing less than an advance
to 30 cents per hour for the present sea-
son.

The plumbers have yet to meet to for-
mulate their demands. The sentiment
among the journeymen at present is to
demand an advance of 50 cents per day,—
from $3.50 td* $4 for eight hours’ work.
They think this advance should come out
of the master plumbers rather than the
building public, as the differdnce between
what the master plumber gets for the
services of his workers and what he pays
them is too great under the present
schedule, they claim. -

Other Schedules.

All the other unions have formally de-
cided on their wage schedules. They
have not yet been acted upon by the
Building Trades Council, however. This
body is pretty conservative generally, and
it is thought they will give their indorse-
ment to nothing that will tend to upset
or delay bullding operations during this
year of promise. It is regarded as pos-
sible that they will canclude to scale
down the demands of the plasterers to
some extent and possibly those of the
plumbers.

C. A. SMITH'S SAWDUST

North Side Pumping Station Will
Continue to Use It for Fuel.

C. A. Smith & Co., will continue to sup-
ply the North Minneapolis pumping sta-
tion with fuel if the recommendation of
the majority of the water committee is
accepted by the council. Mr. Smith at a
special meeting of the committee yester-
day afternoon submitted a proposition to
furnish sawdust fuel for an indefinite
period in such quantities as he has on
hand for $4 per million gallons of water
pumped.

The Hawley Down Draft Furnace
company offered to do the work for $3.50
per million gallons for one year, using
coal. The city would be required, how-
ever, but buy two furnaces at the cost of
$2,800. °

Messrs. Me Cune ard Lane favored ac-
cepting the latter bid. The others stood
by the Smith bid.

TWO DIFFERENT LOANS

Explanation eof One Loan Being
Placed in Minneapolis.

The board of education secured, the
other day, a loan of $70,000 for six months
from an eastern firm at 3 per cent in-
terest. A short time ago the board of
directors of the Chamber of Commerce
secured $400,000 in Minneapolis, paying
4% per cent interest. A prominent in-
vestor of the city, in speaking to-day of
the difference in conditions connected
with the making of the two loans, said:

The reason this loan could not be
taken here by Investors as well as the
Chamber of Commerce loan, is due to the
difference in the rates of interest. The
Chamber of Commerce loan was at the
rate of 43 per cent, and is, therefore,
much more attractive to a certain class
of investors than the board of education
notes drawing 8 per cent. The rate of
interest secured by the board of education
is remarkably low. In fact, I think the
lowest. the board has ever been able to
secure. In addition to this, the loans
made to the board are in reality an ob-
ligation of the city, and investors regard
them with as much favor as they would
a city bond. Just now there is a large
amount of money in financial institu-
tions, especially in the east, which is
 seeking short-time safe investment, and
which they are willing to loan at very
low rates of interest.”

DEFENDS FEE SYSTEM

Surveyor General Robbins Thinks
Fees Are Not Exorbitant.

Surveyor General A. B, Robbins, al-
though new to his office, has some ideas
about the fee question. He declares that
he believes the present system to be both
necessary and falr., The fees for scaling
come out of the lumbermen themselves
and form no burden on the consumer, dif-
fering in that respect from the oil inspec-
tion fees.

They are not com-
pelled under the law to do this, but they pre-
fer to do so because they can depend upon
the employes of the state to do impartial,
careful work., ~ They are satisfled with the
fees charged. Now, if the fees were exorbi-
tant, it is easy to see that these careful busi-
ness men would de their own scaling, instead
of paying our men to do it.

“SHORT CHANGE” MAN SMITH

The Supreme Court Gives Him No
Relief—Law Forbids Slight-
of-Hand Swindling. ’

Justice Brown of the supreme court has
upheld the action of the lower court in the
conviction of Oliver Smith, the state fair
‘“‘short change” man. There had been
some doubt as to the sufficiency of the evi-
dence on which Smith was convicted. The
court rules thus:

State of Minnesota,
Smith, defendant.

1. General statutes 1894, section 6395, em-
braces and was intended to provide for the
punishment of swindling by means of slight-
of-hand, and tricks, as well as by means of
& fraudulent mechanical device or false token.

2. Evidence examined and held, to make
out a case of swindling within the meaning
of the statute.

2. No forfeiture being provided by the terms
of the policy, the effect of a failure to com-
ply therevith as to tne tim. of firnsiing
such proofs is to postpone the day of pay-
ment, and not invalidate the policy.

3. Former decisions of the court examined
and distinguished.

4. A defect of parties plain:iff appearing on
the face of the complaint; held, waived the
objections, not having been taken by de-
murrer. Order affirmed. .

There are two foreign immigrants now
in Minnesota insane hospitais who will
probably be deported to their original

homes, under the act of congress prohibit-
ing the immigration of insane or other-
wise dependent persons.

The other case is that of Pincu Kupper-
man, a Roumanian Jew, who landed in
New York June 13 and was sent to Minne-
apolis Sept. 1.
