“I DUNNO”

Substance of an Interview With J.
J. Hill.

James J. Hill, president of the Great
Northern road, has returned to St, Paul.
Regarding the stories of his recent manip-
ulations of St. Paul stock, etc., Mr. Hill
had the following to say:

“I told the correspondets in New York
frankly and honestly that my errand in
that city had been magnified out of all
proportion to its real importance, and
that there was really no foundation in the
stories printed. There seems to be no end
to the human imagination.”

As to the Crow’s Nest coal fields, Mr.
Hill was non-cOmmittal, merely saying
that the Great Northern expected to build
up toward the Canadian border to meet
the people on the other side “who will
build down toward us.”

Mr. Hill was equally unsatisfactory
when asked in regard to the story printed
yesterday that the Northern Steamship
company would discontinue the Duluth-
Buffalo service of the big boats, the North
Land and the North West, and during the
coming season would operate these mag-
nificent steamers between Chicago and
Buffalo. To all inquiries touching this
story Mr. Hill referred his reportorial tor-
mentors to W. C, Farrington, general
manager of the Northern Steamship com-
pany, whose headquarters are in Buffalo.
As a reason for the change in the Buffalo
service a minor official of the railroad said
it was for the purpose of handling the
Pan-American exposition business on the
lakes, which will doubtless be extremely
heavy.

COURT NEWS

STATE C l\"l‘ PAY

Decision of Judge Brunn as to Cor-
bett’s Attorney’s Fees,

Judge Bunn of St. Paul has decdided that
the state is not permitted to assume the
expense of defending an officer who Kkills
a man in the discharge of his duty and is
charged with murder.

Edward P. Corbett, a deputy game war-
den, killed Joseph Mrozinski in self-de-
fense. He was acquitted of murder, and
his attorneys, Messrs. Cannon and Don-
nelly, sued the state for $1,000 attorneys’
fees. The court decided that the killing
was the act of the man and not the offi-
cer ,and was no part of the duty he owed
the state. The same position would seem
to apply to the case of police officers who
kill me in discharge of their duty.
Assistant Attorney-General Somerby
represented the state. His position, which
was sustained by the court, was as fol-
lows:

Corbett’s action in this matter was not as
a game warden, but as an individual. The
fact that, being an officer, he did shoot,
would not exempt him from ecriminal liabil-
ity unless the shooting was justified; nor
could the mere fact that he was a game
warden in itself be a justification, since his
authority did not go to the extent of per-
mitting him to take life for violation of the
game and fish laws, for which penalties have
been provided by law and must be deemed
adequate. It follows that the board had no
duty to perform, no rights to defend, no in-
terest to protect and no pecuniary concern
with the discharge of the duties of the of-
fice, and had no power to indemnify him for
his expenses incurred in defending himself
against the charge of murder.
