M. French Sheldon, F: R. G. S., who re-
cently made an extended tour of the rural
districts of Norway, has writien enter-
tainingly of- the country and the people.
Thé  peasantry was to him “a constant
source of wonder and interest. In.one
of 'his writings he says:

So_solemnly  do they work, one can. but
wonder are they not, perhaps, affected by
their wild meuntainous country, ‘with its
great fjords, lakes :and plunging waterfalls;
by the glimpses between the abutting should-
ers of over-lapping mountains the undisputed
domain of imperishable giaclers.- by a’dread
of the long dark days soon to be upon them;
by a yearning for a look beyvond: by mem-
ories of those whom they-love, gone from
‘helr circle, seeking fortune and easier means
of lvelihood afar in 'that nmew world which
they religiously believe to have been dis-
covered by their own Norse ancestors, tugging
at their heart strings.

One thing, they undoubtedly know, how to
endure, how to work and patiently wait with-
out the stimulus of much reward.

From out of the peasant ranks of the Nor-
wegian race have sprung to the front some
of the greatest minds, greatest poets, great-
est musicians and greatest men to venture
doughty deeds.
and admiration of the entire civilized world.
Alike at sea and on land have they braved
the flercest elements of nature with superb
prowess and courage. Their fortitude, despite
their transparent simplicity, indicates latent
qualities of character not generally under-
stood. It is regrettable that this nation of
stalwarts is so small in numbers.

A CHANCE IN DENMARK

American Agrl;lu;rnl Products in
Demand by the Danes.

“While a great deal has been said in
the last five years about our Teutonic
cousinship with Great Britaiu and Ger-
many, who are our competitors in" the
world’s markets, and while a good deal
more has been said about remote blood
relationship to the Transvaal Dutch, there
is a nation of intelligent kinsmen of ours
in Europe who are rather possible cus-
tomers of the United States than com-
petitors,” says the New York Press in an
editorial on Cousin Denmark. ‘‘The chief
of the foreign markets sectlon of the ag-
ricultural department, Frank H. Hitch-
cock, has issued a timely bulletin on our
trade with Denmark and Denmark’s
trade which is not ours, but which might
well be if we reached out for it. Den-
mark is essentially an agricultural coun-
try, but even with that nearly one-half
her imports are agricultural products
which America could supply. Her thrifty
population is ripe for the cultivation of
those tastes for manufactured articles
which arise from the knowledge of their
use and cheapness.

‘“‘As to agricultural products we supply
Denmark with most of the maize that she
consumes, but Germany is ahead of us as
her source of supply of wheat, flour and
rye. We send her very little of the
wines, hides and skins, sugar and tobac-
co that she uses. - Certainly so im-
portant a little people is worth cultivating
close commercial relations with. A habit
of buying agricultural products from the
United States will pave the way for the
purchase - of ~manufactured -articles of
every kind from us as Denmark learns
to use the improvements which science is
making available in the great nations.”
