SEVERAL SENATORS ARE ABSENT

The Vote on l'oitpoueiuent Does Not
Show How All the Sen-

ator* Stand.

The punishment of J. S. Vandiver for.
the part he played In securing the pardon
of Mollie Morris will not be determined
until next Tuesday. Many of the sena--tors -were prepared to settle Vandiver's
status as a senate clerk this ", morning,

but there were not enough - senators
1 "lined up" for Vandiver's defense, so
Senator Sheehan came to the rescue with
a motion: to postpone consideration on
Senator Miller's resolution dispensing
\u25a0with the services of Vandiver as clerk of
the re-apportionment committee . .until
next Tuesday. The senator explained that
he did so at the request of several who
could not be present to-day. Objection
to a postponement was \u25a0 made by. Senator
Knatvold while Senator Daugherty could
not see aiiy possible reason for haste.

He failed to convince Senator Thomp-
son, however, who remarked that there
was only me question to be considered,
that being the necessity of a clerk for the
committee on reapportioament. There
was absolutely nothing for this body to
do nor for a clerk. The matter of re-
apportionment had gone to a joint com-
mittee and the senate members being in
the minority could not hope to force
their appointment on the joint body. On
the ground of economy the senate should
abolish this- clerkship, he added.

Senator Sheehan said he did not intend
to enter into any discussion of the merits
of the matter. There was a general de-
sire for a postponement in order that
tho interested parties could look into the
charges. The motion to postpone was
carried, 25 to 21, as follows:

JF.I'SOVS UIODUI2 BILL.

It Provide* for Bunds Instead of
Certificate** of 1 iidcbtediiCNM.

While there is no difference of opinion
In the Hennepin delegation on the propo-
sition to bridge the Mississippi some-
where in Minneapolis, there is some di-
vergence of views on the proper method
of procedure, and this has led to the in-
troduction of two bills in the senate. A
bill presented this morning by Senator
Jepson is quite different from that of-
fered a few days ago by Senator Mc-
Govan. The first warder wants to have
the means for building the bridges fa %d
by the sale of certificates of indebtedness
payable within ten years. Senator Jep-
son objects to increasing taxation, and if
a bridge is necessary, he says, the ex-
pense should be covered by a bond issue.
So his bill authorizes the city council of
cities having over 50,000 inhabitants to
issue thirty-year bridge bonds provided
the people by a two-third's vote grant
the necessary power. A submission of the
question of a bond issue to the citizens is
necessary in Minneapolis, because the
statutory limit of indebtedness has al-
ready been exceeded.

Warsaw in Rice county must have some
peculiar advantage over Minneapolis in
the matter of securing bridges for it cooly
demands that the state shall defray the
expenses of constructing a bridge at thatplace across the Cannon river. A bill ap-
propriating $2,000 for this purpose was
offered this morning by Senator Stockton
and referred to the committee on roads
and bridges.

A number of different ideas regarding a
tax commission have been shaped into one
bill which will have the entire judiciary
committee of the senate as its sponsor.
The bill creates a tax commission of threemembers to be appointed by the governor"
attorney general and state auditor. Thecompensation is fixed at 53,000 per year.
Senator Underleak's plan vested the ap-
pointment of a commission in the gov-
ernor and left the matter of compensa-
tion to the legislature to which the com-
mission should make its report.

The only bill passed this morning was
S. P. 66, fixing the salaries of county at-torney in counties having populations be-
tween 75,000 and 100,000.

JEPSOX DISSATISFIED

Doesn't Like the Tinkering of Hi*

Anti-Screen Bill.

Senator Jepson is rather dissatisfied
with the treatment given his antiwine-
room bill by the senate temperance com-
mittee this morning. While the main
features of the bill were approved, it was
amended in one important particular. The
aeotlon prohibiting curtains or screens at
the front of a saloon at such times as it
is illegal to keep open was eliminated.
Senator Thompson thought this clause
would conflict with various local
ordinances prohibiting the use of screens
or curtains at any time. But Senator
Jepson thinks a proviso could be in-
serted exempting such villages or cities
as already have such ordinances from
the provisions of the proposed bill. He
\u25a0will endeavor to have the temperance
committee reinstate the clause.

Speaker Get«* a (lift.

Speaker Dowling has received from Wash-
ington a handsomely bound v-olue containing
the constitution of the United States, Jeffer-
son's Manual, the rules of the house of rep-
resentatives and the practice which has ob-
tained in that body by precedent. The gift
came from one of Minnesota's congressmen, a
lifelong friend. It is a most practical remem-
brance, Inasmuch as the Minnesota house is
governed by Jefferson's Manual whenever the
rules of the house itself do not apply.

MAHOOD CASE IS ON
Voluminous Testimony Is Read to

the. House.

ATTORNEYS TALK TWO HOURS

Question Htnves Partially on the
Ballot* of Sixteen I uuutural-

Ized Voters.

The Blalr-Mahood contest had the boards
in the house this morning, and for an
hour representatives were entertained by
the reading of some amusing, but perti-
nent, testimony. After it had been de-
cided to allow each side an hour to pre-
sent its claims and the law substantiating
the same. Chairman Dobbin of the com-
mittee on elections sent up to the reading
clerk a huge roll of transcribed evidence.
This was followed by an announcement
that in all fairness to the interested par-
ties the time#consumed in^reading should
not be taken from that allowed for argu-
ment. The testimony was marked by
many humorous passages, and ihe clerk
was often interrupted by hearty laughter.

There was some little discussion aucnt
the procedure, but with the assistance of
Chairman Dobbin and Mr. Roberts the
course prescribed by the statues was
finally made plain. Then, on motion of
Mr. Laybourn of Duluth, the clerk began
on the evidence given by the sixteen vot-
ers whose right to participate in the elec-
tion had been questioned on the ground
of failure to comply with the naturaliza-
tion law.

Ives Takes the Floor.
Immediately upon reconvening in the

afternoon, ex-Governor G. S. Ives took the
floor on behalf of the contestant. He
spoke for thirty-five minutes, giving way
with the understanding that on the con-
clusion cf Senator Horton's effort he
would be allowed his remaining twenty-
five minutes. Governor Ives confined
himself principally to a discussion of the
strong probability that each of the sixteen
votes admittedly illegal, had been cast
for Mabood.

This point was controverted by Senator
Horton. Much attention was given to the
failure, so termed, of the contestant suc-
cessfully to prove bis case.

It seems to be the general impression
that the majority report, which unseats
Mr. Mahood, will pass.

XO SIGXS OF OPPOSITIOX

When Hunt's Salary-for-Schiifman

Bill Is Favorably Reported.

The report of the commktee on gen-
eral legislation approving Rukard Hurd's
bill to place the state oil inspector upon
a salary was received in the house this
morning without sign of opposition.

The Berg bill requiring notaries public
to have their names upon their seals was
indefinitely postponed.

Traveling Library Bill.

The Bush bill to increase the appro-
priation for traveling libraries from
$5,000 to $10,000 annually was acted upon
favorably and then under the rules sent
to the committee on appropriations. A
favorable verdict upon the Anderson bill
allowing cities of more than fifteen and
not more than fifty thousand inhabitants
to own their electric lighting plants was
given by the committee on general legis-
lation and accepted by the house.

The state capitol commissioners, proud
of the progress upon the structure, invited
the house to visit ahe building in the
near future.

tinder suspension of the rules was
passed the Bean bill memorializing con-
gress to establish a national park and
military assembly at Fort Ridgely. Sus-
pension of the rules was also applied to
S. F. 23, providing for the incorporation
of grand and subordinate lodges of the
United Workmen and state and local
camps of the Modern Woodmen.

The committee reports of the morning
included the Laybourn tax commission
bill. Inasmuch as it provides for the ex-
penditure of state moneys it was sent to
the committee on appropriations.

GETS FIRST BLOOD

Hard's Oil Inspector Bill Is Reeoiu-
mended to I'uss.

Richard Hurd has won the first round
of his battle with Fred C. Sohiffman, the
new state oil inspector. The house com-
mittee on general legislation yesterday
voted to recommend for passage Hurd'a
bill placing the oil inspector's office on a
salary basis. The vote was seven to six,
as follows:

For the bill—James A. Peterson, George
W. Armstrong, G. R. Laybourn, S. D.
Peterson, X. W. Benton, Thomas Torson,
C. S. Scburman.

Against—L. C. Stevenson, H. R. Xelscn,
W. W. Rich, J. H. O'Neil, L. W. Babcock,
W. W. Gait.. The oil inspector appeared and pro-
tested on party grounds. He said the un-
derstanding was that he should keep out
of the fees only enough for a reasonable
salary, and that the rest, amounting to
about $15,000 a year, would go to the
campaign fund. The argument appealed
to some of the committee, but had no
weight with the majority, who insisted
that the state had a right to this surplus,
not the republican party. Mr. Hurd is
confident that the bill will pass the house.
Its opponents will make their fight in the
senate, where the bill was killed at the
last session.

A CIVIL SERVICE BILL
SEX. SXYDER TO IXTRODI'CE IT

Contain* Provisions* Similar to Those
of n Section SI the Charter

Recently" Submitted.

Senator Snyder is drawing up a civil
service bill which he intends to offer as
a substitute for any and all police com-
mission bills. He will introduce it early
next week. It will apply to all cities of
over 15,000 population and provides for a
civil service board of three members to
be elected by the city council and to
serve for a term of six 'years, one retir-
ing every two years. This board is re-
quired to be nonpartizan, and if there are
more than two political parties, no two
of the commission may be members of
the same party. All departments of the
city are to be placed under ciril service
rules and are to be under control of this
commission. Senator Snyder said to-day:

"The requirements of the bill are prac-
tically those of a provision in the city
charter submitted at the last election. I
have talked with several members of the
delegation and all seem to favor it While
it will have general application to all
cities of the state, I shall not urge it un-
less it is indorsed by the Hennepin dele-
gation."

The Hennepin delegation was scheduled
to meet at 2 o'clock this afternoon, but
as the house held an afternoon session on
the election case, the meeting was post-
poned.

One prominent lumberman said that at
the present prices of stumpage and labor,
it was impossible to make any profit on
lumber at the present prices. He looked
for a stiff advance early in the spring.

The Lumberman's View.

The Mississippi Valley Lumberman
says:

Statistics of production and stock on hand
show that stocks are far below the normal.
At the close of 1894, 1895 and 1897 stock on
hand at the mills was about 4,000,000,000 feet;
it varied more or less from year to year, but
that quantity might be termed the normal
stock to be carried over in the white pine
country of Michigan, Wisconsin and Minne-
sota. The large trade of 1898 cut this stock
in two, and not since that time has there
been a normal supply of lumber in the white,
pine country. In round numbers 2,850,000,000
feet was the stock on hand Dec. 1 last, which
is more than 1,000,000,000 feet short of what
should be the stock to meet the requirements
of a year of normal consumption. Of course
the demand for white pine is lessening to
some extent, with its decreased output and
the development of substitutes, but the re-
quirement is large enough to take all that
can be made at prices as high or higher than
those now prevailing, and for this require-
ment the immediate supply is manifestly in-
adequate. It may be assumed that the de-
mand for the coming year will be a little
larger than that of 1900—if so, it will be about
five and a half billion feet, with a stock at
the beginning of the year of one-half that
amount, and it is evident that {he product
of the year must be heavily drawn on for

| immediate consumption.

New Orleans, Feb. 1.—The Eadfl jetties
at the mouth of the Mississippi river, have
passed from private control into the
hands of the United States government.
