Christian Endeavor World.
The celebration of the twentieth anni-

Yersury of the birthday of the Young
Peoples Society of Christian Endeavor is
being celebrated in Portland, Maine, the
original home of the society. The cele-
bration began last Thursday and continues
until Feb. 3, inclusive. This anniversary
is peculiarly Interesting to young people
in .Minneapolis, where there are so many
societies, and where the Endeavorers
were once so successfully entertained in
national convention.

It is a great stride from the one infant
society of two decades ago to the more
than 70.000 societies to-day, having 3,640,-
--0w members," white, black, brown, yellow
and variously tinted. What organization

has a better right to bid friends to a
birthday party.

It was in Portland, Maine, Feb. 2, 1881,
that the wee beginning was made in Wil-
liston church, and this week Wllliston
church will be decorated with a bronze
tablet to commemorate the birthplace of
Christian Endeavor. For these four days

Portland is the hub of the universe to
millions of young people, and hereafter
Portland will easily take Its place with
other historic birthplaces to which the
faithful will make their pilgrimages.

A Polyjjlot Society.

Nearly every one knows something |
about Christian Endeavor, but probably

not one person in ten realizes how cosmo-
politan, how polyglot, how multi-lateral
Christian Endeavor has become. Spread
out a map of the world. Dot with golden
stars every country and state that has
Christian * Endeavor societies. Ameri-
ca, thickly strewn with almost 50.000 so-
cieties, looks something like a mrlky way.
The British Empire glistens with 12,000
star.-;, from Vancouver to Bombay. A
score of European countries have En-
deavor societies. In Sweden it goes by
the short and easy name, "Kristna En-
deavourforeuingarnas." In China it is
known as "the Drum-and-Rouse-up" so-
ciety. The graceful monogram pin that
has become so familiar a sight, translated
into native Japanese characters, looks
more like a silver grasshopper than a
Christian Endeavor pin. There are palm-
tree Endeavorers in Samoa, the West
Indies, and ail along the equator. One

in the Fiji islands has its meetings in a
chapel of coral. There are ice-proof En-
deavorers in Alaska and Norway. En-

deavor has followed our flag into Cuba,
Porto Rico and the Philippines.

India and South Africa have recently

put into the field secretaries whose whole
time will be devoted to Endeavor work,

and a similar secretary will be appointed
for China as soon as aflairs have quieted

down there.

Striking Object Lesson.

A very striking object lessoii on the
rapid growth of Christian Endeavor vu
given recently in Philadelphia. Eleven
years ago the eighth international con-
vention of Christian Endeavor met In that
city. The registration was a little less
than 7,000. Last November Pennsylvania

held its state convention in Philadelphia,
and the registration was over 17,000.

Some Idea of the great diversity and
unique forms of Endeavor Activity may be
gained from the following facts. Twenty-
five societies have been established among
the convicts in state prisons. One society
holds regular services In the Tombs, New
York. Every year, during the holidays,
and at Easter, thousands of cheery letters
of greeting, accompanied by flowers, com-
fort bags, or Testaments, find their "way

from individual Endeavorers into the
gloomy prisons.

Into hundreds of almshouses, asylums,
hospitals, police stations, fire engine
houses, car sheds, country sehoolhousee,
cottages, and on ships and war vessels,
parties of Endeavorers find their way ev-
ery week, with flowers, reading matter,
and songs and prayers. The San Francis-
co Christian Endeavor union spent several
thousand dollars for a steam yacht, chris-
tened Christian Endeavor, that is devoted
exclusively to floating work. In Nagasaki,
Japan, there is a well equipped Christian
Endeavor seamen's h/>me, which is in part
due to the efforts of Cerleton Jencka, one
of the floating Endeavorers, who lost his
life on the 111-fated Maine in Havana
harbor.

Floating Endeavor Socletlea.

On the Charleston, Newark, Olympia,

' Massachusetts, Oregon and other naval
ships, as well as several British warships,
there have been floating Endeavor socie-
ties. One hundred and twenty-thrfee have
be«n organized. There were enough
floating Endeavorers In Admiral Dewey'e
fleet, in Manila bay, that one of the cap-
tured gunboats was manned by a crew so

j largely composed of Endeavorers that the
' craft was nicknamed Christian Endeavor.
The Oregon on her Immortal run around
the continent had a society of Endeavor-
ers on board that held meetings through-

out the trip.

On more than one of the army trans-
ports for Manila societies were.organized,

while at least two were fitted out with
libraries. A society was reported recent-
ly among the Boer prisoners on a British
ship, and a large one among General
Cronje's men, n^w prisoners on the Island
of St. Helena.

In humane as well as In patriotic serv-
ice Christian Endeavor has been no less
ready. The Cleveland Christian Endeavor
union erected a number of public drinking
fountains, which it keeps supplied with ice.
At least two state unions have established
permanent fresh air camps. A little so-
ciety ai Valdes, Alaska, built a relief sta-
tion where the trail crossed the glacier,

and kept a fire, food and restoratives for
exhausted trailers. Several half frozen
men were rescued by them.

All this Is merely the incidental side of

Christian Endeavor. In the forty or more
religious denominations in which it ie es-
tablished, its steady, everyday Job is to
develop the spiritual lives of its members
by Bible study and prayer, and train
them into greater loyalty and usefulness
in their own denominations. Statistics
show that Christian Endeavor has been
the means of adding a million and a half
of members to the church in the past ten
years, and that in 1898 alone Presbyte-
rian Endeavorers gave to missions $70,211.
In the Congregational churches the Chris-
tian Endeavor offerings were $101,670; In
the Reformed churches, $28,963; in the
Disciples churches, $36,704. Wherever it
exists it has always been the spirit of
Christian Endeavor to put its hand to
whatever it finds to do.

InLabor's Field
UNIONS IN BRITAIN
They Show a Large Growth in Re-

cent Years.

SOME SURPRISING FIGURES

The Total Income of About 1,300
Union* Reaches a. Figure

Over 99,000,000.

The British Board of Trade in its recent
report on the trade unions of the United
Kingdom gives comparative statistics of
membership for the period from 1892 to
1899 for 1,685 unions. The nuniber on the
list at the end of 1899 was 1.292, compared
with 1,218 at the end of 1892. The mem-
bership of all the unions at the end of
1899 was 1,802.518 against 1,503,232 at the
end of 1892, an increase of 20 per cent in
eight years. During 1899 the total num-
ber of trade unions decreased from 1,310
to 1,292, the decline of eighteen being due
to the amalgamation of that number of
smaller unions with larger ones. The to-
tal members-hip of trades unions increased
during the year from 1,649,231 to 1,802,518,
an increase of 158,287 or 9 ?er cent. The
largest increase was in the unions en-
gaged in the mining and quarrying indus-
tries.

The returns show that 139 unions in-
cluded 120,448 women or nearly 7 per cent
of the* total membership of the trade un-
ions and 39 per cent of the unions which
include female members. The bulk of the
female membership is to be found In the
textile trades, which include 109,076 or
over 90 per cent of the total membership of
the female trades-unionists.

.One hundred only of the principal unions,
with a membership of 1,117,465, show their
funds at the end of the year amounted to
about $15,976,640, the total income being
$9,0*0,185.

Compared with 1898. the figures show an
Increase in funds and total membership,
but a correspondlpg decrease in the in-come and expenditure, the loss in both
cases being due to the comparative freedom

There was a large deputation
present from Minneapolis at the St. Paul
meeting Tuesday night. Organizer Por-
ter of this city made an address upon the
benefits of organization. Miss Conway,
past president of the Minneapolis union,
traced the history of her organization.
One of the chief benefits derived, she said,
was the establishing of a rule by which
payment is now made for overtime.

The Iron Moulders' union of St. Paul has
begun suit in the municipal court lor the
possession of the Labor Day banner awarded
the Plasterers' union. The plaintiffs claim
their organization was credited with 92 points,
four more than the Plasterera' scored. The
banner was given by Browning, King & Co.
for the best attired, best drilled and best ap-
pearing union in line. The judges were Rev.
David Morgan, C. P. Stine, W. P. Murray and
T. D. Carson.

A. W. Newton Won't Resign.

Members of the Typographical union deny
the report printed in a morning paper that
A. N. Newton would shortly resign. Mr.
Newton says he has no intention of severing
his connection with the organization. At its
last meeting the union voted to give each
member a credit of 25 cents for each m«eting
attended, without any corresponding increase
in dues.
