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PLACATE MR. HILL
Indications of Concessions in the

Ship Subsidy Bill.

SHARE FOR PACIFIC VESSELS

BPredicted That the Bill Will
Pass the Senate Within

Ten Oajw. \u25a0

Washington, Feb. 2.—That the differ-

ences between the Great Northern rail-
road and the International Navigation
company have not been harmonized was
shown by a new print of the shipping bill
which has just come out.

There have been rumors that conces-
sions in the speed premiums would meet
Mr. Hill's objections and cause him to
pull off Senators Pettigrew, McOumber
and others. But the committee amend-
ments recently made do not do this. They
leave in force the rate of 2 cents per

ton subsidy on ships between twenty
and twenty-one knots, and 2 3-10 cents
per ton on ships of twenty-one knots and
over. These high-speed subsidies. Mr.
t'ettigrew has declared, must come out
of the bill, but they are still in. Mr.
Prye says they will have to stay in or
the bill will be destroyed.

There are evidences, however, of a de-
sire of the managers of the bill to ap-
pease Mr. Hill. A new amendment limits
the compensation of ships of twenty and
twenty-one knots to $2,000.0U0 a year, and
stipulates that Pacific ocean vessels shall
have 30 per cent of the $^,000,000 a year
subsidy payments authorized in case ships
on that ocean can earn this thare. There
are other amendments designed to secure
Mr. Hill's support, but there are no signs
that they have as yet been made strong
enough.

Bill Will Pass.

Unless unforeseen complications arise
the shipping bill will pass the senate -with-
in ten days. That is the positive bulletin
issued by republican leaders. Within the
la*i twenty-four hours the winds have
•.hanged materially and the patrons of the
ship subsidy scheme are already cele-
brating victory.

Democratic opposition falls to present an
unbroken front. Eight members on the
democratic side of the senate chamber pro-
pose to vote for the subsidy bill. The
republican senators from middle and west-
ern states, where sentiment on the sub-
sidy is plainly hostile, have gracefully
yielded to the glib and eloquent appeals of
the group of senators who have staked
their renutations on the bill.

Senator Frye clings to his determination
to object to the consideration of any meas-
ure except the ship subsidy.

INDER THK AH..MY BILL

Native Troops and Promotions of
Officers.

New York, Feb. 2.—A special to the
Tines from Washington, says:

The war department intends to go slow-ly In encouraging the Filipinos to become
American soldiers. The new law gives
the war department authority to recruit
Filipinos up to the number of 12,000.

The whole thing will be left to General
MacArthur. The plan is to employ Fili-
pinos as scouting bands under American
officers, and when General MacArthur
finds that some of these men have learned
American ways and American discipline
he will form them into companies.and then
into battalions and regiments.

The principal appointments under the
new army bill will be a lieu-
tenant general, four major gen-
erals, nine brigadier generals and
the colonels and other officers essential to
the organization of ten .new regiments.
The impression prevails at the war de-
partment that General Miles undoubtedly
will receive the lieutenant generally and I
that Generals MacArthur, Wood, Wade and |
Young are most likely to be made major ,
generals, although it is possible that Gen- \
eral Merriam will be made a substitute for !
one of the four named. Among the officers I
mentioned as likelyto. receive commissions i
as brigadier generals are Generals Bates, j
Wheaton. Chaffcc. Sen wan, Arnold, Rodg- j
ers and Wood (if the last named does not
Secure the higher grade).

In the line and staff the president will
have to appoint about 1,800 officers to meet
the requirements of the new law.

I Jan. 31, 1899, and addressed to Dr. Jose
i Lodasa, Captain Marti Burgos and Senor
I Luna, The letter said:

"I have already made up my mind to
I join with you in, your country, against

I America in case they insist to ignore the
right, the justice of your cause. Tell
General Aguinaldo I am already giving
my service for your country and I am
ready to obey "orders to go to your country
and fight for the independence of ?cmr
people and country at any moment."" ~The letter bears the alleged signature of
Robert W. Wilcox.

Another letter dated Honolulu, March
8. 1899, says:

'•I am willing to go to the Philippine
islands and give, my assistance to Agui-
naldo against the leaders—the hypocritical
Yankees—the carpet bag politician."

Mr. Wilcox declined to make any ex-
tended answer to the charges filed by Mr.
Gear. He says he has no fear of the
charges made.

Havana, Feb. —The Nation, the organ

of General Collaso,; says that it has lost
any doubt it might have entertained re-
garding the intention of the United States
to fulfill its promises concerning Cuba.
It suggests the following relations: *-'\u25a0

The republic of Cuba will guarantee lives
and property in the same form that the Unit-
ed States guaranteed them in the treaty of
Paris. The republic will respect and guaran-
tee property rights acquired during the in-

| tervention.
The republic will make no treaty which

might be prejudicial to the interest of the
United States, nor acept any compromises
which might bring about the right to occupy
the territory of the island, intervention in its
government, or custom-houses.

During the first two years the United States
will have the right to garrison the Cuban
forts with its own troops, provided the Cuban
fiag floats with the American flag.

The republic will acquire territory in order
to lease it to the United States for the estab-
lishment of two coaling stations.

The republic will make a treaty of reciproci-
ty with the L'nited States.

DEMAXDS ON CUBA

Some of the Provisions the Conatita-
tlon Must Contain.

Washington, Feb. 2.—lt is said to be
the present intention of this government
to inform the Cubans, by intimations
through congress, that the constitution
under which the island government is to
be formed shall contain these four provis-
ions which now are not there:

Grant for an American naval base.
Provision for American military garri-

sons.
Right of the United States to supervise

the debts and credits of the Cuban govern-
ment.

Right of the United States to pass upon
all foreign treaties made by this new
island government.

The president and the leading senators
have agreed that nothing short of these
will be acceptable.

Secretary Root has informed the cabinet
that there seems to be a deadlock iv the
Cuban constitutional convention.

ROASTED IN A SHAFT

Seattle. Wash., Feb. 2.—Two fatal acci-
dents in the Klondike and a third which
will probably result in the death of its
victim are reported from Dawson, Jan. 23,
according to telegraphic advices received
in Skagway. Superintendent E^ester of No.
2 Bonanza, fell into the shaft of the mine,
being literally roasted to death in a fire.

Two days previous to the Lester fatality
caving earth in a shaft on No. 45 Bonanza,
crushed out the life of Albert Kronquist.

William Dougherty, a mine employe on
No. 24 Eldorado, was struck by a falling
timber, the blow crushing his skull so that
recovery is next to impossible.
