Senator Wilson's Constitutional

Convention Bill.

27 VOTES ARE CAST AGAINST IT

The OppOßttlou Offers No Explaiio-
-1 tion-There Would Be Xo Ex-

pense Attached.

Twenty-seven senators voted against
Senator Wilson's constitutional convention
bill this morning, giving it a well nigh

fatal blow. Mr. Govern, however, moved to
reconsider. Little has been said about the
plan and it has been taken for granted
that the bill would pass readily. But its

enemies this morning mustered twenty-

seven votes. Only twenty-nine votes were
recorder in its favor. The defeat is a bad
one, as forty-two senatos, or a two-thirds
vote, is required for passage.

Not one of the opposition had anything
to say in explanation of their attitude ex-
cept Senator Potter, who was not willing
to saddle the expense of a constitutional
convention on the taxpayers. But the bill
does not create any expense. Senator Wil-
eon said that the state constitution "was
adopted forty years ago and was the joint
product of two bodies. It had been tink-. ered with until there was hardly room for
any more amendments. Even if Senator
Potter was opposed to the convention, said
Senator Wilson, he \u25a0could not possibly have
any objection to allowing the people to
cay whether they desired a convention.
The bill simply provided for the submis-
sion of the question to the people. It
(would have "been fully six years before a
Hew constitution could have beetn adopted
bad the bill passed.

Senators Knatvold and Stockwell spoke
in a similar strain. Their arguments
were of no avail, for the opposition was
ready to act. McGovern, who voted for
the bill, changed his vote for the purpose
of giving notice of reconsideration. The
Vote was as follows:

FRIENDS IN DOUBT
Afraid Hurd's Oil Bill Will Be

Killed in the Senate.

SCHIFFMAN AT WORK THERE

Tactic* Similar to Those Vsed Two

- Years.AßQ Are Being
Kmitloyed. ' ,

Friends of the Hurd bill, placing the oil
inspector's office on a salary basis, are
not sanguine of its passage. A like bill
was killed in the senate two years ago,
and many look for a repetition of history.
The new oil inspector is active already
among the senators, and so are certain
of his friends. If enough senators have
not been lined up already to defeat the
bill, it is believed that enough will be
secured before it comes to a vote.

There are a number of deputy oil in-
spectors yet to be appointed in the coun-
try, districts, and the report was to-day
that the new oil inspector was giving un-
usuauly consideration to the wishes of
senators before making these appoint-
ments. It was not charged that friends of
senators were being appointed as a quid
proquo for the vote of such senators on
the Hurd bill, but that certain senators
who would otherwise support the bill might
be led to more kindly feelings toward the
present oil inspector by consideration of
their wishes. It is claimed that this same
method of campaigning was freely used
two years ago to defeat the bill.

Hurd Bill I'unh.'.l in the House.

One Hennepin house member put three
of his colleagues to flight this morning and
effectually administered a quietus to all
talk of recommitting the Hurd oil in-
spectorship bill, by suggesting the rigid ex-
amination the measure had been obliged to
undergo last session. J. A. Peterson
played this valorous part and before his
argument there feel Messrs. Roberts, Stev-
enson and Dobbin. The reading of the bill
was followed by a demand fora call of the
house. After proceedings under the call
had been dispensed with, Mr. Roberts
asked for its re-reference. An examina-
tion of the bill last evening, he said, con-
vinced him that the bill was not worth
the paper on which it was written. Mr.
Stevenson gave his indorsement to what
had been said. Judge Dobbin professed
friendliness to any bill which placed the
office upon a salary basis, but was unwill-
ing to support an unconstitutional meas-
ure.

1 do not pose as a particular friend of this
bill but to say the least it makes me tired to
hear lawyers get up here and off hand pro-
nounce a bill unconstitutional and illegal. It
is easy to call a measure unconstitutional if
no specific ground for the assertion is re-
quired. If objections are to be urged against
this bill let them have some basis; let them
be particular and definite.

Mr. Peterson said:

Berlin, Feb. 7.—Despite reports to the

contrary, no new arrangements between
England and Germany have resulted from
the protracted stay of the kaiser in Eng-
land.

three miles beyond the frontier and cut
the railway in one place.
