WANTS OF THE GUARD

General Lambert Will Present Them
to the Legilsature.

The executive committe of the National
Guard Association of Minnesota -has formu-
lated 2 number of requests which will be
presented to the legislature in the form of
bills by George C. Lambert, the retiring, ad-
jutant general. They will recommend
an increase in the salary of the ad-

His Demonstration of Wireless Te-
legraphy at the Lyceum.

W. J. Clarke, the famous New York electrical
engineer, Is to give in the Institute of Art
and Letters’ course at the Lyceum theater
to-morrow night. People always -like to see
actual demonstrations of theories or princi-
ples, and this desire Mr. Clarke gratifies in
the highest degree. By operating electric
railroads and motors, discharging torpedoes,
etc., without wire connection, he shows in
a most fascinating manner how electricity
can be wirelessly transmitted. An air of
mystery is given to the demonstrations by
the fact that the transmitting apparatus is
attached to a wand in the experimenter’'s
hand.

PAVE IT HIMSELF

T. B. Walker’s Notable Proposition
to Paving Committee.

COVER CENTRAL MARKET STREETS

Says He Will Lay Brick Pavement
20 Cents Cheaper Than
City Paid.

It cost the city .as high as $1.92 per
Bquare yard to lay brick pavement last
year under the new day labor system in-
augurated by the council a year ago under
the leadership of Alderman Powers. T.
B. Walker evidently believes that he can
lay the same kind of paving considerably
cheaper than this, and in a communica-
tion to the council yesterday he asked
the privilege of doing the paving on four
blocks in the vicinity of the Central mar-
ket. He owns the abutting property on
both sides of the street, and will, there-
fore, pay the bills, exclusive of the street
intersections, which devolve on the city.
He will lay the pavement under the su-
pervision of the clty engineer and the
city may have as many inspectors at
hand as it pleases to watch the charac-
ter of the material and the workman-
ship. For the street intersection, he will
ask the city to pay not to exceed $1.72
per yard, and 68 cents per lineal foot for
curbing; and more than that, he will ad-
vance the money to pay for the inter-
sections, the same to be paid back next
year.

WantsWork Done Early.

Mr. Walker is chiefly actuated in tak-
ing this step by a desire to have the work
done early in the season, before June ; 1.
when business beging to boom at the
market, and with as little inconvenience
to the business interests there as pos-
sible. If necessary, he purposes to push
the job day and night, and in any event
finish it up in the shortest possible time.
Incidentally, it is said, that he ‘believes
he will save some money for himself by
having the work done other than by the
city under the eight-hour system.

The council paving committee thought
favorably of Mr. Walker's plan at yester-
day’s meeting, and gave it their indorse-
ment. It is very doubtful, however, if
it runs the gauntlet of the council to-
morrow night. Alderman Powers, the
champion of day labor, was present yes-
terday, and at the conclusion of the
meeting declared vehemently that he
would never consent to any such arrange-
ment. It was plainly a scheme to evade
the council resolution requiring city work
to be done by day labor, inasmuch as Mr.
Walker would presumably have the pav-
ing done by contract. He promises to
fight the matter at every step.

The blocks that Mr. Walker desires to
pave are the two between First and Sec-
ond avenues N on Sixth street, Third ave-
nue N from Fifth street to Sixth street,
and Second avenue N from Sixth street
to Seventh street.

Principle Not Different.

While it is a new proposition in Min-
neapolis for a taxpayer to pave in front
of his own premises, it is plainly no dif-
ferent in principle than for property own-
ers to lay their own curb and gutter,
which has been done more than once.

The city attcrney rules that under the
charter the council may grant the priv-
ilege if it sees fit.

The committee did not get very far yes-
terday in its consideration of paving af-
‘fairs. But three of the flve . members

were present, and it was decided to put
the final selection of the streets to be
paved over to another meeting, Mayor
Ames was present and spoke emphatical-
ly his sentiments of the council’s duty
in the matter of paving this year. He
thought the aldermen should be more
concerned to provide good roads entering
the city than in getting all possible for
their own wards, irrespective of the gen-
eral interests of the city. Marshall street
and Central avenue northeast, Blooming-
ton avenue on the south, and Westérn,
Twentieth avenue and Washington ave-
nue N were all in deplorable condition,
he said, and the general business inter-
ests of the city demanded improvements
there.

NO REPRESENTATION

Game and Fish Commission Will Not
Exhibit at Chieago.

Minnesota will not be represented at the
exposition to be held at Chicago, under
the auspices of the International Forest,
Fish and Game association. The promoters
of this exposition are anxious to have the
collection now at the state hatchery taken
to Chicago. It is a valuable showing of
rare fish specimens and attracted consid-
erable attention at the world’s fair, but it
would require an appropriation from the
state to move the collection, and Execu-
tive Agent Fullerton finds that this cannot
be secured without endangering the de-
sired increase in appropriation for the de-
partment. Everything will be sacrificed
to the cause of law enforcement.

Mr. Fullerton will probably attend the
national game protective association con-
vention as a delegate from Minnesota, and
other gentlemen interested will probably
volunteer as delegates, and be commis-
sioned cn behalf of the state by Governor
Van Sant.

BLAMES THE WOMAN

Maj. Pitkin Lays All His Troubles
to Mrs. Van Slingerland.

SHE ONCE LIVED IN MINNEAPOLIS

A Former New Orleans Postmaster
Charges Blackmail and
Conspiracy.

New York 8un Special 8orvice

New York, Feb. 7.—Major John R. C.
Pitkin, former postmaster of New Orleans,
whose alleged authorship of “Love and
Politics,”” the novel that caused a social
sensation in Washington resulted in the
major's resigning his federal office, and
later in the arrest and the charge of at-
tempted blackmail against Mrs. Helen Van
Slingerland, his private secretary, is now
in the city in consultation with his attor-
ney, J. H. Kennard. Major Pitkin says:

In the first place, I want to ¢charge that T
have becn the victim of a conspiracy. 1 will
admit that a part of the book which I am ac-
cused of writing was written by me, but I
am not the author of ‘‘Love and Politics.”
Mre. Van Slingerland sent my manuscript to
New York. There it was taken up by some
person, whe padded it outrageously, making
reflections op men in public life and changing
the story into a novel of passion. :

I gave Mrs. Van Slingerland the story be-
cause she sald she could sell one, requesting
that she have it copied and return to me my
manuscript.

In July, 1898, Mrs. ‘Van Slingerland wrote
to me from Jersey City that she was almost
destitute. She begged for work, threatening
suicide unless something was done for her.
1 needed a private eecretary and appointed
her.

Not until October last did I know that Mrs.
Van Slingerland had procured papers belong-
ing to me and was trying to dispose of them
to politicians and newspapers. On Qct. 1 she
demanded $3,000 from me for certain papers
of mine which she said she held. 1 dismissed
her at once. Then came the publication of
the book. I wrote to Washington that I
would resign my office because of the noto-
riety into which I had been brought, Then
came other charges against me by Mrs. Van
Slingerland. Then 1 insisted that my resig-
nation be accepted.

My next step was to begin proceedings
against Mrs. Van Slingerland, charging her
with attempted blackmail. 1 will prosecute
Mrs. Van Slingerland to the end.

Mrs. Van Slingerland has employed
James T. Nix of New Orleans to defend
her; Major Pitkin's attorney is Leonard
Adams. When Mrs. Van Slingerland
lived in Jersey City in 1897 she came into
some prominence as' a member of the Hol-
land dames, and was a close friend and
companion of ““Queen’ Lavinia Dempsey.

Mrs. Helen Van Slingerland is well
known ‘in Minneapolis where she had an
extended career. She first came into no-
tice as Mrs. Nellie Mead, a widow engaged
in the real estate business. She became
involved in financial difficulties after
erecting an apartment building on Fourth
avenue S, and lost control of her proper-
ties. Later she married W. H. Lynn, a
well known real estate operator, who is
now a leading citizen of Nicaragua, where
he has married the president’s sister.
The two had a disagreement and a divorce
followed. Mrs. Lynn then disappeared
from Minneapolis and was not heard of
until the breaking out of the New Orleans
matter. She was a handsome woman of
good address and at one time moved in
the best society.

TALES OF TRAVELERS

“Talk about county seat fights,”” said A. S.
Bratsch of Renville. ‘‘Renville county has
one on its hands. Olivia won at the last
poll. I believe that if it gets away from
Olivia again, Hector will stand a good show.

I was
for Pettigrew in the last campaign, and al-
though we failed to elect many members of
the legislature, I want want to tell you that
Pettigrew has a lot of friends in his home
state. There are more fights coming.”

F. A. Blethen of Tracy, Minn., is at the
Nicollet. Mr. Blethen says that a canning
factory somewhére in that section of the
country is a pogsibility. Creameries are gen-
erally successful.

W. O. Brunskill, who has lately returned
from a tour of the northwest in the inter-
est of a Buffalo linseed oil company, is at
the West. Mr, Brunskill buys flax. He be-
lieves that the flax acreage during the com-
ing year will be larger than last.

G. M. Davis of Huntington, Iowa, who is at
the West, believes that northern lowa is to
be one of the wealthiest agricultural sec-
tions in the United States. ‘‘There is not a
year,”” said Mr. Davis, ‘‘that does not see
the farmers make some progress in methods.

““The legislature in those states which are
considering legislation against the cigarette
will probably have the influence of the Amer-
ican Tobacco company to go against,” says
H. M. Smith of Detroit. ‘““The big trust is
very jealous of its cligarette traffic. It is one
cf the profitable items of the American com-
pany’s business. Iowa some time ago passed
a law prohibitiag or limiting the sale of
cigarettes, and the American company turned
its men loose in that state to fight the law.
I believe it offered to stand the expense of
the trial of any merchant called to account.
When the statute was finally tested in the
supreme court the company won. I see the
legislature of North Dakota is considering
auother cigarette bill, and public sentiment
is warming up to it, while the trust is pre-
paring to fight it.”

George C. Carpenter of Buffalo, who is at
the St, James, says The Journal’s
figures on the election results of Wright
county at the last election were incorrect.
Two years ago Lind had 619 majority. Last
November it was 121 for Van Sant.

W. J. Hartman of Corinth Iowa, is the
steering committee of a party of land-seekers

who have heen doing the northwest very
thoroughly during the past few weeks. Iowa
people, and especially tle farmers, have

money to invest, and they are sizing up. the
farm lands of northern Minnesota and the
Dakotas. Mr. Hartman believes that an ad-
vance in Minnesota and Dakota lands is due.
Several Iowa prospecting parties will visit
the lignite coal fields of western Dakota early
in April.

JUDGE POND SUSTAINED

FULL TEXT OF THE DECISION

System of Special Assessments in
Minneapolis Illegal—Other Sa-
preme Court Decisions.

Below will be found the full text of the
decision handed down by Judge Collins
yesterday, in which the opinion of Judge
Pond is sustained, in holding that the
system of special, or double assessments,
for the construction of sewers in the city
of Minneapolis is illegal, an abstract of
the decision having appeared in yester-
day's Jourmal.

The suit was brought by Governoy J. S.
Pillsbury against the city, whose conten-
tion was that the city had not the right,
under the charter, to make arbitrary as-
sessments against property, the owner of
which received no adequate benefit.

The decision, together with other opin-
ions handed down yesterday, follow:

Syllabus: By the charter of the city of Min-
neapolis, section 8, subchapter 10, relating to
special improvements and assessments there-
for, it is provided that when the city council
shall determine to make a certain improve-
ment and shall designate in a general way
the character and extent thereof and the ma-
terial to be used, the city engineer shall make
and report to the council an estimaterof the
cost and various other matters and that a
brie! minute of the reception of such report
shall be made and published in the record of
the proceedings of the city council, which
publication shall be held to be sufficient no-
tice to all persons concerned. Held, that the
publication provided for is sufficient notice to
the property owner of the instituting of the
proceedings in question, and held, also, that
under other provisions of the same section he
is given an opportunity to be herd before the
is given an opportunity to be heard before the
the proposed improvements.

Second—The manner and method provided
in the charter, section 8, subchapter 10, for
assessing and apportioning taxes upon abut-
ting property where a sewer has been con-
structed in the street upon which such prop-
erty fronts, known as the ‘‘second plan,”
cannot be sustained. The assessment and
apportionment under this plan is arbitrary
and unlawful. The basis which must govern
in such cases, viz., that the abutting property
is peculiarly and specially benefited by the
improvement and therefore benefits must be
considered, is wholly ignored. These provis-
ions are repugnant to section 13, article 1,
and section 1 of article 1, state constitution,
and algo to section 1 of the fourteenth amend-
ment to the constitution of the United States.

Third—Under the allegations of the answer
and a stipulation of facts made by the parties,
it is held, that the court below was in error
when It ordered, in effect, that a certain part
of the assessment for the sewer in question
equal to the cost and also equal to the bene-
fits to the property, should be excluded from
the judgment. —Collins, J.
In the matter of the estate of George W. Bil-

lings, deceased, George Griggs, as adminis-

trator, appellant, vs. Virginia XKing, re-
spondent,

Syllabus: First—When the party giving no-
tice of the dishonor of an inland bill of ex-
change is ignorant of the place of residence
or place of business of the party to be noti-
filed, he must exercise due diligence in inquir-
ing for the same. Such diligence must be
ordihary and reasonable, such as men of
business usually exercise when their interest
depends mpon correct information.

Second—In the case at bar such party failed
to make any inquiry whatever as to the place
of business or place of residence of an in-
dorser. Held, as a matter of law that he
failed to exercise due diligence.

Third—To render notice, served upon an
agent valid and binding as notice to the prin-
cipal, it is not essential that the agency
should be created by letter of attorney. The
authority of the agent may be implied as
well as expressed. And if the circumstances
are such as to warrant the implication that
the relation of principal and agent subsists
between the party entitied to notice, and the
one to whom it is given, it will operate as
effectually to charge the principal as though
the agent had been expressly authorized.

Fourth—Held, under the circumstances ap-
pearing in this case that one G. had implied
authority to receive notice of dishonor of the
bill in question as the indorser’s agent.

Order afirmed. —Collins, J.

David T. Calhoun and James R. Bennett, Jr.,
respondents, vs." H, C. Akeley, appellant.

Syllabus: First—In an action to recover for
legal services rendered by plaintiffs to de-
fendant in preparing for‘trial and trying a
law suit, it appeared that plaintiffs and R.,
another attorney, having another case of the
same general character and arising out of the
same transaction, agreed that there should be
an exchange of services, plaintiffs to assist R.
in bis case and he to assist them in the one
in which this defendant was their client. This
agreement was communicated to defendant
and he acquiesced in it, was present at the
trial, knew that R. aided in preparing his
case for trial and in trying it, and consulted
with him in reference thereto. Held, under
these circumstances, that the court below did
not err when it charged the jury that in de-
termining the value of plaintifi's services they
would have a right to take into conslderation
the services rendered by R.

Second—Held, that, notwithstanding the bill
of particulars furnished by plaintiffs, upon
demand, to defendant, it was not error to
allow practicing attorneys, properly informed
as to the details of the suit in question, to
give their opinions as to the total value of the
services rendered.

Order affirmed. —Collins, J.

Amalia Cutting, appellant, vs. Peter Patter-
son, respondent.

Syllabus: Held, on the facts appearing in
this case, that the mortgagor as the person
actually occupying the mortgaged. premises,
was entitled to a notice of foreclosure under
a power prescribed in General Statutes 1894,
section 6032,

Order reversed. —Collins, J.

Frank Bartley, respondent, vs. Robert R.
Howell and David R. Howell, partners as
R. R. Howell & Co., appellants.

Syllabus: Held, in a personal injury action.
that from the testimony presented by plaintiff
it clearly appeared that the defect in the ma-
chine which caused the injury and that the
risks incident to its condition were known
and appreclated by plaintiff and that he had
assumed the risks.

Order reversed and a new trial granted.

Jacob Schmidt, respondent, vs. William Con-
stans et al., defendants; William Constans
and Bertha Constans, appellants.
First—One co-tenant may lease his mofety

to the other, and upon such leasing the par-

ties bear to each other the relations, are sub-

Ject to the obligations, and are entitled to the

rights of landlord and tenant.

Second—The tenant under the lease cannot,
in an action for partition, charge his landlord
for repairs made during the tenancy, upon
the property, in the absence of a special
agreement for compensation.

Order reversed. —Collins, J.

$5,000 for Alleged Slander.

Judge Pond and a jury yesterday took up
the slander case of Sommerfield against Som-
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merfield, in which action is brought for $5,000
damages for alleged defamation of character.
The case is a peculiar one, inasmuch as the
unique spectacle is presented of a house di-
vided against itself, the defendant being a
brother of the plaintiff's husband, and the
courtroom was crowded with a large portion
of the German population of Northeast Min-
neapolis,

AS TO TITLE

Possession of Pro;ﬂy Under For-
feited Tax Law.

The question as to whether the pur-
chaser of property coming under the for-
feited-tax law, is entitled to immediate
possession, or whether he must wait until
after the expiration of the period of re-
demption, came up before Judge McGee
yesterday afternoon in the case of Wil-
llam B. Tuttle against Helen F. Moody.
The law seems to clash at several points,
Attorney Choate, who represents Tuttle,
contending that his clieat was entitled to
immediate possession. The case was sub-
mitted.

Suit for Alimony.

Attorney Russell R. Farreil, before Judge
Pond, yesterday, pressed the claim of Sylvia
Fitzgibbons against John Fitzgibbons, in
connection with which action is brought for
a limited divorce, for alimony.

Attorney Chris Gallagher, who appeared
for the defendant, stated that the possessions
of his client consisted of two suits of cloth-
ing and a trunk, while Attorney Farrell in-
sisted that at the time of the marriage Fitz-
gibbors represented that he was worth $20,000
to $25,000.

Jury Couldn’t Agree.

The jury im the case of F. D. Seager
against the Guaranty Saving and Loan As-
sociation, which was tried before Judge El-
liott, was discharged yesterday, after being
out since Tuesday afternoon, as they could
not agree upon a verdict.

Barber College Case.

Judge Elliott and a jury are engaged in
trying the case of Christ Hitz against Arthur
B. Moler, of barber college fame, in which
action is brought to recover $107, alleged to
have been obtained by the defendant under
ralse representations.

The suit is one of several brought recently
by the Barbers’ Union, and it is being vigor-
ously prosecuted by Erwin, Ferree & Mead,
the defendant, who arrived to-day from Chi-
cago, being represented by Attorney Robert
Kolliner.

Court Notes.

An action for divorce has been instituted
by Isaac Abrahamson, a wealthy farmer of
Dassel, against his wife, on the grounds of
desertion. In her answer, Mrs, Abraham-
son makes a counter charge of cruelty, and
alleges that she was sometimes driven into
the kitchen, where she was compelled to
sleep on the floor.

In the divorce suit of Mary Mulcahy
against John F. Mulcahy, an order has been
made out by the court to the effect that the
latter must remain out of the house and
leave his wife and children alone pending
the gettlement of the suit, and he must pay
$5 a week temporary alimony.

An order has been made requiring Ingebret
Aas to appear before the court and show
cause why he should not be punished for
contempt in not paying his former wife ali-
mony. He is behind {n his payments to the
extent of $844.38.

STAND BY LABEL

Trades and Labor Council Denounce
County Commissioners.

A regular meeting of the Trades and
Labor Councll was held last night at Alex-
ander hall, at which a set of resolutions
were passed denouncing in vigorous terms
the action of the board of county com-
missioners in selecting the Tribune as of-
ficial paper, it not being eligible to carry
the unon label. Commisisoners Sweet and
Ryberg were tepdered a vote of thanks
for having voted for the label. The ac-
tion of the board is regarded as antago-
nistic to the interests of union labor and
all of the labor organiaztions in the city
will be asked to take similar action.
