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FOUR SCHEDULES IN

Trades Unions Formulate Waée
Scales for 1901.

PLASTERER’S GENEROUS DEMANDS

They Ask Seven Cents an Hour in
Excess of Last Year’'s
Scale.

Four of the unions connected with the
building trade have formulated their wage
demands for the coming year and the
same have been approved by the Build-
ing Trades council, and the schedules for-
mally transmitted to the contractors
association for its consideration. These
are the plasterers, bricklayers, carpenters
and stonemasons unions.

With the exception of the plasterers
all took a very conservative view of the
situation, and, while recognizing that
there would undoubtedly be a great de-
mand this year for their services, decided
to make no marked changes from last
year’s schedules. The brick layers’ re-
ceived 50 cents per hour last year and ask
for the same this year. The stone masons
value their services at 40 cents, which
was last year's schedule. The carpenters
have put in a request for on advance of
one cent an hour, 32%c cents, against 31%
cents in 1900. The plasterers received
43 cents per hour last year. Their 1901
schedule calls for an advance of 7 cents

er hour. The painters have not yet been

eard from.

While the contractors association has
given the new schedule some considera-
tion already, it is not yet prepared to say
what its course will be. Members of the
association profess to be willing te con-
cede everything asked for in the matter
of wages with the exception of the plast-
erer's schedule. The plasterers are ask-
ing too much, it is claimed, in view of
the moderate attitude of the other trades.

There is one distasteful item in the
carpenter’'s schedule this year. They in-
sist that no material be used that does not
bear the umion trade mark. This applies
especially to the products of the sash
and door manufacturers. There was some
trouble in Minneapolis on this score last
year, with unsatisfactory results from the
union standpoint.

It is proposed this year to make this
an issue; to enforce the demands in this
regard to the letter, and the contractors
have been so informed. The latter will
oppose the proposition most emphatically.
They allege that such a regulation rigidly
enferced would reduce competition great-
1y an add considerably to the cost of build-
dng, and at this stage they are in no hu-
mor to grant the demand.

WATCHING LEGISLATION

Labor Leaders Much Interested in
the Eight-Hour Bills.

Several local labor leaders Wednesday
evening attended the joint session of the
senate and house committee on the eight-
hour bills introduced by Senators Mc-
Gowan and Potter of Minneapolis. Labor
Commissioner John O'Donnell, Philip Car-
lin and Louis Hansen of this city, spoke
warmly in defense of the measures. Com-
missioner O’Donnell has dbut one fault to
find with the bills. He says they dom’t
go far enough, and that they should
prescribe a time limit of working hours

for all classes of labor, whether em-
ployed by the state or not.
Senator McGowan’s bill makes eight

hours’ work a legal day’s work for per-
#sons employed by the state or working on
material used in state work. It provides
that employes shall be glven additional
compensation for working over time.

AFTER NASH ET. AL.

Priunters Don’t Approve Their Action
in Awarding County Printing.

The action of the board of county com-
missioners in awarding the county print-
ing to the Tribune, thus ignoring the reso-
lution passed last year to recognize only
such papers as bore the union label,
called forth strong condemnation at the
meeting of the Allied Printing Trades,
Thursday night.

This resentment took the form of the
following resolution:

Whereas, all wageworkers are vitally in-
terested in the efforts of organized labor to
maintain a fair and equitable scale of wages
and a recognition of their right to organize,
and

Whereas, the union label is the accepted
symbol of organized labor, its integrity is as
dear to the heart of the loyal trades unionist
&8 was the magna charta to the pioneers of
political freedom; therefore, be it .

Resolved, By the Minneapolis Trades and
Labor Oouncil. that it is our duty—above and
beyond all other duties—to Temember with
gratitude every influence that aids us in
maintaining the integrity of every union la-
bel, and with disapproval every influence
which seeks to break down the effectiveness
®of any such device.

Resolved, That we condemn the action of

County Commissioners M. W. Nash, Fred E,
Barney and A. J. Smith in voting against
the resolution to require the label of the
Allied Printing Trades Council upon all ad-
vertising done for Hennepin county, and con-
sider their action in the case a standing
menace to organized jabor; and be it further

Resolved, That we ask all affillated unions
to take similar action.

The council also voted a resolutiop of
thanks to Commissioners Sweet and Ry-
berg for the determined stand they took
in endeavoring to maintain the legal
rights of union labor. The resolution
condemning the action of the commission-,
ers has been forwarded 1o a number of the
unions represented in the council, and has
been indorsed by several of them.

The Minneapolis and St. Paul Stereotyp-
ers’ Union, No. 16, met Thursday evening
at Assembly hall, St. Paul, and by resolu-
tion also condemned the action of County
Commissioners M. W. Nash, Fred E. Bar-
ney and A. J. Smith.

P-lnt_e_r- Will Meet.

The committees from the Painters’ Union
and the master painters’ association will get
together Thursday evening and attempt to
adjust their differences. They disagree as
to a ‘‘fair compensation’ for the pzxinte_rs.
The painters want 35 cents per hour for
eight hours’ work, a considerable increase
over last year. The assoclation regards
the demand as unreasonable. A satisfac-
tory settlement is looked for.

Labor in Montana.

B. A, Jones, former president of the Paint-
ers, Decorators and  Paper-haungers’ Union,
returned this week from Butte, Mont. He
says labor is well organized in Montana,
especially in mining, the main. industry, and
that wages are commensurately high. A
sweeping eight-hour law finds strict enforce-
ment. This law has proved satisfactory to
both labor and employers. The painters,
decorators and paper-hangers of Butte get
50 cents per hour for eight hours’ work, the
minimum wage.

Differences Will Be Adjusted.

A. G. Bainbridge, who has spent the last
two weekes in St, Paul, attempting to adjust
the differences between the painters and con-
tractors, says both sides have agreed to an
armistice and are about to come to terms,
The trouble arose over the refusal of the
contractors to recognize the union. The
local labor unions have contributed liber-
ally to the financial assistance of the St.
Paul painters during the lockout, Many
tickets have been bought here for a benefit
ball to be given in St. Paul, Feb. 14.
