'\u25a0'\u25a0 \"I-want to «say for the lumber manufac-
turers comprising the Mississippi Valley
Lumbermen's association," said a promi-
nent manufacturer this morning, "that it
do«» not card < a straw whether Senator
Daly's bill becomes law or not. Naturally
•we are interested in the prosperity of the
retail dealers and would not care to see
any legislation that -would tend to embar-
rass them in their business; but our own
.Interests are not involved in the least.

Hits the Retailers.

"The Norfhwestera Lumbermen's associ-
ation," he continued* Vis composed of re-
tall dealers in Minnesota, the two Dako-
ta* and northern lowa, It is a strong
organization and its purpose is to confine,
ao far as possible, the sale of lumber In
I—i territory to the dealers doing a bona
fide retail yard business. They object to
the manufacturer oar wholesaler cutting

Into their respective- territories, and their
orgflfolaatlon Is designed to prevent that
0&06 popular practice in the trade. They
have varioua methods of dealing with
oases of that sort, among them coercion
of the manufacturers, and the use of the
boyoott. These in brief are the methods
of tha Northwestern Lumbermen's associ-
ation, against whioh Senator Daly's bill is
evidently directed." .

Vtvrrm of Secretary Hollf*.

Said Secretary Hollis of tha Northwest-
ern association:

Ta« Dill Is seemingly aimed at the lumber
Interests, and, if passed la Its present form,
\u25a0will otrtalnly be class legislation; and. If
«-nt*nd»d so as to t»8 more general In its
operation* It Trill hit other Interests a
great deal harder than it will the lumber
Interests.

To Bac»uage Piracy.

Ttos current Issue of the Mississippi Val-
ley Lumberman characterizes the bill as
*'a bill to encourage piracy" and declares
that offensive aa the term may "be, it is
entirely correct. The bill is designed, it
•ays, to encourage a practice that has no
place in the principles of legitimate trade,
and continuing. says:

Self protection Is the first law of nature,
«nd when retail dealers find that a wholesaler
who solicits their trade U also after that of
their customers, it is both natural and right
that that particular wholesaler should be
denied the trade of those whom he thus in-
jure*. No amount of legislation can make
wrong right or right wrong, and while the
teohntealHies of law often tend to protect
•Til doers, right will eventually triumph.
