FOR MURDER OF GORDON
A SIGNED CONFESSION IX COURT

Startling Evidence Prevented by a
Detective Against Donald .

;-Todd at Winnipeg. ''\u25a0y~:'Zi

Special to The Journal.
Winnipeg. Man.. Feb. 11.—"My opinion

is that the evidence 1 have heard is of
such character that you, Donald Todd,
should be committed for trial at the next
court of competent jurisdiction for the
murder of John Gordon."

These were the words of Magistrate
Dawson on Saturday evening at the con-
clusion of the trial of Donald Todd for
murder. The case had occupied the time
of the- police court since 10 o'clock on
Thursday evening, but it was not until
the last day that important evidence was
brought forward.

William Mcßain of the Canadiau Pa-
cific secret service disguised himself as
a tramp cowboy, and made the acquain-
tance of Todit, the alleged murderer, and
soon had his full contMence. He ques-
tioned Todd's ability to act with him in a
job he had on the way. Todd, who was
much taken with his new acquaintance^
first confessed to the murder of John
Gordon, and afterwards told the whole
story of the crime. Mcßain was still
skeptical, and Todd went farther. He
:ook a piece of dirty paper from the floor
and wrote: "This is to sertify that I, Don-
ald Todd, have revealed to Jim (Mcßain)
that 1 have murdered John Gordon onPortage avenue, Oct. 17. 1900." Jim then
tore a piece of the paper when Todd was
not looking, and saying: "I want none
of your confessions." threw the piece
without any writing upon it, in the stove.Todd, thinking he had burned the writ-
ten confession, tore a piece of the window
blind and wrote out and signed a second
confession.

When these confessions were produced
in court they created a sensation. It was
shown from letters found in possession
of the prisoner that the handwriting of
the confessions was that of the prisoner,
and »he spelling "sertify" was also one
of his peculiarities. The prisoner willcome up for trial at the spring assizes.

WONT PRESERVE MEAT
Bnt Liquified Air «nkes ItAvailable

for the Sick.

Paris, Feb. 11.—At a conference of the
museum of natural history Professor
D'Arsonval liquified air with the greatest
success. The temperature of the Modified
air was minus ISO degrees centigrade.

Meats can be reduced to a roseate pow-
der, which is easy to masticate and as-
similate. In this form it will be found
important for use in hospitals.

Ice dipped into the liquid air will cutglass like a diamond. It increases the
ductility of metals enabling them to be
drawn out to the thickness or a hair. It
cannot be used to preserve meat because
it is in no wise antiseptic and does not
kill microbes. It cannot be used for mo-
tors or submarine boats, the professor
says, because when it is heated it becomes
such an explosive that no metal could re-
sist it.
