Offerings ceased at the
first evidence of support, and Chicago de-
veloped a buying turn, with bidding In a
small way, which Bent a sympathetic firm-
ness all through. Liverpool closed un-
changed to Mi. higher, Paris 10 to 30 cen-
times higher and 35 to 40 centimes higher
on flour. Pwis was up on some French
damage gossip. Nothing especially encour-
aging came to light in the early reports,
and, aside from the Paris firmness, the gen-
eral tone of the news was rather depressing
than otherwise. The market shows the same
stubbornness that characterized it last week,
when it held bo well against bearish influ-
ences. Report* of export business and the
figures for otearences have been a help at

times, but there has been much on the bear
side. Statistics alone seem powerless to
brin£ on any material decline where there
Is so strong a sentiment underlying and such
willl-ncnesa to lend support on any decline.
Traders *r« afraid to go short ou a market
that eases off slowly and by the smallest
fractions an bear news, but jumps up %c
on the slightest indication of a better feeling.
Clearer weather in general over the west
and higher temperatures are predicted. May
\u25a0wheat sold from 74.% cup to 74%c, reacting
to 74%c. Later there was further decline,
with May 74%0 at noon. Chicago wired that
there were private Liverpool cables there to
tho effect that Russian and Argentine offer-
ings continue heavy. At noon the Bradstreet
figures came out, showing an estimated In-
crease of 1,700,000 bu. The market stuck
at 74%cand was quiet but firm. Primary re-
ceipts were 869,000 bu against 355,000 bu last
year. Clearances, wheat and flour, without
the New York report, were 357,000 bu. Min-
neapolis received 619 and Duluth 41, against
209 and 84 a year ago.

The close was strong on short covering
principally. May touched 75c. closing 74%@
75c. Jaly closed at 76%@76%e; February, 74c.

Demand for cash wheat was satisfactory.
No. 1 northern sold at the May price. A few
very choice cars brought a premium, but
the May figure was the basis. On No. 2
northern prices varied. A large part of this
grade went at 70c. Choice brought up to
71%c, and some ordinary went below 70c.
No. 3 wheat was in fair sale ..at 63 to 66c
for good lots, 61 to 63c for poorer. Low
grade prices did not change much from Mon-
day.
