| GARNISHMENT

LAW AMENDED

It Is Aimed at Peoplé Who Draw
Good Salaries but Don’t
Pay Bills,

H. J. Dahn, president of the local retail
grocers’ association, says in regard to
the Wilson garnishment bill in the legis-
lature, which has met such opposition,
that it is a good thing and is not de-
signed, as reported, to aid the grocers in
the collection of their bilis. The law is
designed to get at a well-paid class of
people who draw as high as $100 per
month, for instance.

This bill is like the one in vogue in the
state of Illinois. The present Minnesota
law he regards as unjust, for there is now
an exemption of $25 per month and the
man who gets a salary of $100 and draws
25 each week cannot, therefore, be
reached at all. In cutting down the ex-
emption to $9 a week it is not interfering
with the poor people in any way, who, as
a rule, are better at paying bills than
those who receive high wages. In re-
ducing the exemption to $9 it enables
creditors to reach the men who get good
wages, and who cannot be touched under
the $25 & month exemption.

DR. CLARK’S READING

A Highly Pleasing Presentation of
the Character of Lear.

Dr. 8. H. Clark of Chicago, who gave an
interpretative reading of “King Lear”
last night in the Teachers’ Club course,
is one of the most delightful and satisfac-
tory readers of Shakspere ever heard in
the city. His method is very simple and
direct. It is scholarly in its delicate ap-
preciation of the fine touches of the
dramatist and in its clear presentation
of them. "Dr. Clark reads ‘instead of im-
personating, but nothing of strength is
lost; indeed, a something is gained in
the impression of reserve power.

By sketching briefly many of the diffuse
scenes and eliminating the less impor-
tant characters, the reader concentrated
the attention strongly upon a few, mak-
ing them stand out in highest retief. The
king and the fool were the two charac-
ters most fully treated, and the latter
was made a most engaging and pathetic
creation, that showed in effective con-
trast to the rugged grandeur of Lear.
Isolated passages cast strong lights on
other characters, Edmand, Albany, Kent
and Gloster.

ANSWERED BY MR. GODDARD

Y. M. C. A. Gymnaslums Are Not the
Scenes of Brutal Boxing Contests.

Referring to a published letter from St.
Paul to the effect that brutal boxing con-
tests may be seen in Y. M. C. A. gym-
nasiums where inexperienced men ham-
mer one another viciously, Secretary God-
dard of the local association SAyS:

In all my experience in this city during the
last two years and a half I do not know of a
single serious accident in our gymnasium.
We do not attempt to make gymnasts or pro-
fessional men along physical lines. OQur at-
tempt is to fit men for business by develop-
ing their bodies. We have never given a
sparring exhibition of any kind—nothing
more than illustratione of feints. We do not
intend t6 make boxers; we are not running a
boxing school. We are simply doing ' a body-
building work.
