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SEVEN YEARS' TOIL
Frank Hamilton Sentenced to Im-

prisonment at Stillwater. '

THE JURY'S PLEA IS EFFECTIVE

--due Brooke Imposed « Light
Sentence In Consideration of- Few \u25a0)«.>** Stay.

Frank H. Hamilton was yesterday sent-
enced to seven years at \u25a0. hard; labor in the
state's prison at Stillwater. Judge Brooks
pronounced sentence at's:3o in : the after-noon. - \u25a0 ;.. ;,. . • , -/; .--.,' .-, .

The penalty was imposed after theregular hours to head off the crowd whichhung around the courthouse up ' to 5
o'clock In expectation of. seeing Hamilton
hear his sentence. Notwithstanding . theprecautions taken ,to prevent a crush itwas soon generally known about 7 the
courthouse that Hamilton was about to be
sentenced. : : .

By 5 o'clock" lawyers, court attaches arid
newspaper men began to pass quietly into
Judge Brooks' court. With the "rank
outsiders" «who. still lingered they had
comfortably filled the room when the dig-
nified members of the board of education
which had been meeting in its quarters
adjoining filed Into the room. The mem-
bers .of the board pre-empted the seats
in the -Jury box so that they could look
Hamilton squarely in the face.

The Crowd Wan There.

Hamilton and the deputy who- accom-
panied him had to squeeze -their way
through ' the crowd; when » they entered.
The prisoner did riot flinch before the
coldly curious gaze. He walked quietly
to ; his -seat and waited with'no unusual
show of nervousness for Judge Brooks to

: dispatch the business.
hen the court called "the case of

Frank H. Hamilton," the prisoner stepped
steadily to the bar and faced the kind-
faced Judge without a tremor. With erect
form, hands crossed behind.him and eyes
that calmly met those of the Judge, he
answered all the questions put to him in
a low, even tone. His whole attitude was
that of a man resigned to his fate, who
sees the futilityof crying out against the
inevitable.

Hamilton Life Story.

Hamilton's story, as elicited ' by the
court, was a brief one. His parents were
dead. r -"Ihave a brother and a sister," he said.
"My• brother, Thomas '- Foote Hamilton,
lives at 52 West Fifty-seventh street. New
York city. He has recently moved, but
that address will find him. My sister is
at the • same address." Another relative
was Thomas F. Foote, of 69 West Twelfth
street, New York.

. .He silently shook his head when asked
if he had anything to say in his own be-
helf. ' y

Nye Pleads for Reformatory [Sen-

tence.

Frank M. Nye, one of Hamilton's at-
torneys, made a strong plea for a minimum
sentence on the 'reformatory plan. He
emphasized the fact that while man-
slaughter in the first degree meant an
absence of intent to kill, the jury strange-
ly asked for mercy. There was reason to
believe, he- insisted, that several mem-
bers of the jury had been by no means
persuaded that Hamilton killed Leonard R.
Day. In view of the extraordinary cir-
cumstances surrounding the" case, he felt
the court should. exercise the prerogative
that gave the defendant a preference and
impose a reformatory sentence.

"- County Attorney Fred Boardman had
nothing to say. The court, he said, was in
full possession of the evidence in the case.

In pronouncing sentence, Judge Brooks
said it was always a painful duty for the
court to impose sentence upon a person of
Hamilton's intelligence, especially where
the offense* was of.so serious a nature as
that of which he had been convicted. The
unlawful taking of human - life was justly

considered one of the most serious offenses
known to the law. The prisoner had been
gievn a fair trial. The jury was excep-
tionally Intelligent and had given, the case
its most conscientious consideration.. He
believed the verdict was sustained by the
evidence in the; case. It declared that
Hamilton had unlawfully* killed Leonard
R. Day and that the prisoner was so crazed
by drink or passion or both that he did
not at the time know what he was doing,
or did not, because of his condition, =do
the act intentionally. Without excuse or
justification, Hamilton had taken a man's
life. Continuing, the court said:

Plea for Leniency Granted. \u25a0;'

I have spoken to the jury by whom this
verdict was returned. Their character is such
that I am disposed to give effect not only to
the formal part of their verdict, declaring
you guilty, but to the clemency of the court.
While this recommendation is not in law
binding upon the court, nevertheless It is, a3
I think, under the circumstances of this
case, entitled to Its due weight. Evidently

the jurors have observed in the case extenu-
ating circumstances jin addition to .those
which reduce the offense to manslaughter...

In the sentence which I shall impose, I am
largely influenced by the fact that this Is your
first offense, and by the favorable • recom-
mendation which the jury has made In your
behalf, and except for these considerations, I
should deem it my duty to Impose a sentence
for a longer term.

No Advice to Offer.

I shall not attempt to offer you any advice.
You undoubtedly understand and jappreciate
your downfall and its cause, and the lesson
which It teaches, as well as any person In this
room. I will merely express -the hope | that
your sad experience may' prove a warning
to other young men who, have not yet learned
self-control and who do not, as yet appreciate
the dangers incident to an Intemperate life,
and that, when you have served. the sentence
which the court will now jimpose," you will
again become, as you may, an honorable and
respected member of society.^*SH*__Sfl&B

It is considered and adjudged that you,
Frank Hamilton, as punishment for the crime
of manslaughter. in the first degree, of which
you ' have been. convicted in jthis cause, be
confined at hard. labor in the state's prison
at Stillwater for the term of seven years.

! . Mr. Nye said in making his plea for
! clemency- that the Idefense would waive
none of its rights to an appeal or to a new
trial. A stay of ten days has been secured
in which the 'counsel' for the defense will
decide whether to seek a new trial or al-
low the defendant to expiate the sentence

Walker Proposition -Not Submitted.... The T. B. Walker paving proposition, did
not" come .up last night. *: It was consid-
ered at the meeting of the paving commit-
tee in the afternoon and there ; turned
down. Alderman Merrill thought it was a
good.offer and that it should be. accepted
forthwith. The others took a different
view of the matter. The insisted that it
would establish a dangerous -precedent in
paving affairs. . Mr.Walker's proper course,
they "said, was to turn the money over to
the city and let the work be done under
the direction of the city engineer, as other

Paving- Plans Discussed. .
; The committee discussed , paving plans
for two hours and then decided to order no
paving until the Icity jshould get a line on
prices of paving materials. To that end
a resolution was prepared and adopted by
the council instructing the, city - clerk to
advertise for bids for the various kinds of
paving material needed, also. curb and gut-
ter, as follows:: Forty thousand square
yards each of brick and Kettle River sand-
stone,; 20,000 yards of cedar blocks, : 10,000
each of granite and asphalt blocks, and
6,000 cubic yards-• of»crushed slate, also
20,000 - lineal feet of sandstone, granite
and limestone curb. s The city will pave
not to exceed! 40,*000 yards all told this
season. -l The kind of'pavement for any
street will not be designated until bids
have been received.
