THOMPSON IS WARM

Objects to Newspaper Criticism of
His Telephone Bill.

HE CALLS IT A FARMERS' BILL

Senator Baldwin Claims the Bill
Will Deprive Cities of
Thelr Rights.

Yesterday’s controversy over the Burns-
Thompson bill granting private citizens
and companies the privilege to use pub-
lic highways for telephone and telegraph
lines was renewed this morning by sena-
tor Thompson, who took violent excep-
tion to press criticisms fired at his bill.
Rising to a question of privilege he
stated that the Ploneer Press had mis-
represented his bill and his purpose in
presenting it. He was accused of seek-
ing to invalidate city charters and pro-

vide means by which telephone companies |

could evade a gross earnings tax.

That such was the object of his bill he
denied most strenuously. He was willing
to accept any amendment which would
conserve to cities any of the rights which
they now possess or he would join with
the city members in a separate bill regu-

Jating telephone companies. The farmers
in his part of the state were insistent on
having the privilege of constructing
private telephone lines, which was now
a monopoly in the hands of foreign cor-
porations. His was a farmer’s $ill and
as far as he could see it in nowise de-
prived cities of any of the powers now
possessed.
Fair Reports Asked.

“The country editors rely largely on the
city papers for information regarding Ih'e
acts of the legislature,” he said, “and if
they cannot give honest and fair reports
of the proceedings and not misrepresent
our acts here, the senate should take some
means of securing fair reports. If the re-
porters have mot brains enough to give
honest reports (though I think they have),
we should employ other means.”

Senator Baldwin was itching to answer
the speaker, as he saw an opportunity to
make some good points, but as a matter
of. privilege had given Senator Thompson
the floor, the Duluth man could not reply.
But he met the Fillmore county senator
after adjournment and their private de-
bate waxed hot and fierce, attracting a
large crowd which took a hand in making
Senator Thompson uncomfortable.

Thompson's Bill.

The bill will cause a hot battle when it
comes up for passage and a copy is re-
produced for the information of interested
people. It is as follows:

Section 1.—That section 2641, title 1, chapter
8, General Statutes of 1894, be amended so as
to read as follows:

Section  2641.—Any telegraph or tele-
phone corporation organized under this
title and any person or persons (with

the consent of the supervisors of the town)
have power and right to use the public Yoads
and highways in this state, on the line of
their route, for the purpose of erecting posts
or poles on or along the same, to sustain
their wires or fixtures; provided that the same
€hall be located as in no way to interfere with
the safety or convenience of ordirary travel
on or over the said roaas or highways, AND
PROVIDED, FURTHER, THAT IN THE
CONSTRUCTION AND MAINTENANCE OF
SAID LINES SUCH CORPORATIONS, PER-
SON OR PERSONS, SHALL BE .SUBJECT
TO_REASONABLE REGULATIONS TO BE
IMPOSED BY THE SUPERVISORS OF THE
VILLAGE OR CITY WHEREIN SAID ROAD
OR HIGHWAYS MAY BE SITUATED.

Section 2.—This act shall take effect and be
in force from and after its passage.

The clause in parenthesis was in the bill
as passed by the house but was stricken
out in the senate. The phrases in capitals
being substituted to cover that point.

o A Bill for Wheelmen.

A bill for the benefit of bicyclists was
introduced by Senator Horton at the re-
quest of the bicyclists of St. Paul.” It cre-
ates in each county a side-path commis-
sion, consisting of five members, who must
be wheelmen. This commissions is em-
powered to issue a side-path license, sald
license to be not less than 50 cents, nor
more than a dollar, and must be renewed
annually. Any person carrying the
licensed tag on the wheel may use any
side-path in the state. The money de-
rived from the sale of licenses is to be
used in the construction and maintenance
of bicycle paths.

¥For State Training School.

Senator Dickey, guardian of the state
training school at Red Wing, proposed the
following appropriation annually for two
years: $2,000 for manual training; $1,200
for the assistant state agent; $500 for
boys’ library; $500 for girls’ library; $2,500
for repairs. In addition to this Senator
Dickey wants a general appropriation of
$31,800.

Immigration is to be encouraged by &
bill by Senator Gausewitz to create a
board of seven members which may expend
$15,000 annually in compiling statistics
and doing such other work as will tend to
encourage immigration.

A bill prepared by the tax league of
Minneapolis and offered by Senator Snyder
fixes the salary of coroners in counties of
over 200,000 inhabitants at $1,200 per year,
which is to cover the office expenses, fees
of deputies and all other items.

Daly’s Bill Hard Hit.

An important feature of this morning’s
session was the adoption of a commitiee
report on taxes and tax laws,recommending
indefinite postponement of Senator Daly’s
bill providing for the taxation of grain
in elevators. This action virtually kills
the bill, much to the regret of assessors,
as they now have no way of.reaching grain
in elevators.

“VALLEY” BOOMERS DOWN

They Are Here to Look After That
Drainage Bill.

Four prominent boomers of Red River
valley drainage are .in St. Paul. They are
Ezra G. Valentine of Breckenridge, M.
R. Brown of Crookston, T. H. Konven of
Hallock and E. D. Childs cf Crookston.
They met this morning and elected Mr.
Valentine president and Mr. Childs sec-
retary. They met with the appropriations
committee of the house this afternoon
and recommended as an amendment to the
drainage bill now in the hands of the
appropriations committee, that a clause
requiring the locality receiving benefits
from the appropriation to appropriate an
equal amount to that furnished by the
state. The drainage committee asks the
legislature to memoralize congress to pass
an appropriation in aid of the reservoir
system in the Red River valley. Similar
memorials have been passed by the legis-
latures of North and South Dakota.

CUT TO $25,000

THE COMBINE HAD 22 VOTES

While Only Six Could Be Mustered
Aguainst It in the Com-
mittee,

The question of congressional reappor-
tionment may be considered as settled.
The joint committee yesterday afternoon
decided on the plan of the subcommittee.
This will be drawn in the shape of a bill
and presented to both houses as a commit-
tee blll, going directly to general orders.

With a few exceptions, opponents of this
plan have given up the fight. The Daugh-
erty-Ferris-Jones combination was a win-
mner from the start. It had enlisted the sup-
port of neerly every element in the party
outside of Hennepin county, which was
as usual eoolly given the go-by. There
was no positive opposition to the joint
committee yesterday, except from the Hen-
nepin men and from Larson of Redwood.
‘While these men promise to carry the fight
to the floor of the house and the senate,
it is not likely that they can do anything
more than consume time. All other op-
ponents of the plan have thrown up their
hands.

Action Regarded as Binding.

“I have been opposed’ to the sub-com-
mittee’s plan from the start,”” said an
anti-combine member yesterday after the
meeting, “but I am through now. I re-
gard the action of the joint committee as
binding. Reapportionment is a party meas-
ure, and ought never to be fought on the
floor, where democrats have a chance at it.
There were twenty-eight republicans on
that joint committee, and their action
ought to be considered as final.” .

J. A. Peterson of Hennepin, Larson of
Redwood -and others, declare they will
bring in-a minority bill. They have plenty
of ammunition for debate and can give the
combine members a disagreeable hour
when the plan is debated. But the taunts
and insinuations of the opposition rather
seemed to amuse the majority yesterday
afternoon, and they made no attempt to
reply. They hardly said a word except to
respond ‘‘aye’” to the roll call, twenty-two
votes to five.

Hennepin’s Forlorn Hope.

James A, Peterson and General George
P. Wilson led the Hennepin forlorn hope
yesterday  afterncon. When the maejority
and minority reports had been submitted,
Senator Young moved the adoption of the
majority report. Mr. Peterson then took
the floor and made a plea for fair play
for Hennepin. He said that Hennepin only
asked for the same representation as other
parts of the state. Hennepin did not de-
mand the adoption of the plan submitted
by Senator Jepson. But the majority had
declared that no other safe plan could be
framed, and this was only one of several
plans that improved on the majority plan.
The plan, he believed, was a plan to redis-
trict the state in the interests of certain
persons and for a certain purpose. He
promised that if it was reported to the
house, the Hennepin delegation would
fight it there.

General Wilson sald he had hoped to see
Hennepin given a fair show without any
unseemly fight. Hennepin had shown that
more equitable plans could be adopted,
and he challenged any one supporting the
majority pldn to give a reason for its
adoption that they. were not ashamed to
state openly on the floor.

An Amendment Beaten.

Mr. Peterson, to get the question of
dividing Henenpin -squarely - before the
committee, moved an amendment that it
was the sense of the committee that Hen-
nepin be divided on the line of the river.

It was lost, 5 to 22. Those voting aye
were Senator Jepson and Representatives
Wallace, J. A, Peterson and G. W. Arm-
strong of Hennepin, and Representative
Larson of Redwood. Senator Smith of
Hennepin was absent.

Mr. Larson now took his turn at the bat.
After an.arrdignment of the committee
plan, he said the vote just taken had
shown the sentiment of those present, and
hehn would not move the adoption of his
plan.

Representative J. B. Bean appeared on
behalf of Nicollet county, asking that it
be left with the second district. Repre-
sentative ‘Porson moved to amend the plan
by leaving Nicollet in the seeond district
and putting Waseca in the third. Repre-
sentative Galt said Waseca did not want
to be taken out of the first, as ten years
hence it would have to go Inck in the
first, and did not want, to be traded back
and forth.

On motion of Mr. Jacobson, the chair
was directed to appoint a committee of
three, one senator and two representa-
tives, to draft a bill, to be submitted in
each bouse by the chairman of the com-
mittee in that house.

Opposition Gives Up.

The Journal has inquired at
length among senators and representa-
tives who haye not taken part in the joint
committee’s work. While there is  dis-
satisfaction in minor particulars. the gen-
eral disposition is to let the plan go
through. In several cases, members favor
the plar when the country papers from
their section have declared against it.

In the first district, the support claimed
by the Somerville-Larson element has
failed to show itself. There is no dis-
satisfaction except from Waseca. In the
sgecond district, but two or three votes caa
be counted on ito oppose the committee’s
plan. The third is practically solid for
it. The fourth district is satisfied, Stark
of Chisago, declaring that if his county
must be a tail to some one’'s kite, it pre-
fers to do the balancingsact for Ramsey.
Hennepin is opposed to the plan, but not
more than half the delegation would go
into a combination with Larson. The
sixth district is in favor of the plan, ex-
cepting Anoka. In the seventh, most of
the district is cut off from Eddy, and has
no further concern in his fate. The dis-
triet is close, but the aspirants for con-
gress are all willing to risk it. They are
banking strongly on Beltrami county,
which is ‘settling rapidly and will pile up
a tremendous republican majority by 1902.

It is hard to see where twenty-five votes
can be mustered for any plan other than
that of the joint committee,

Might Be Set Aside.

The strongest argument in the locker of
the opposition is that the courts are likely
to set aside the reapportionment as un-
equal. This would be a calamity from a
party standpoint. In the first place, it
would discredit the legislature, and in the
second place if this apportionment should
be throwin out, the old
would remain and two congressmen at
large would have to be selected.

The argument in favor of reapportion-
ment has been that congressmen at large
are not wanted; that Lind and Towne
would make a hard team for any two can-
didates the republican party-could put up.

In the main, the districts are divided
fairly, but the two extremes show a glar-
ing inequality. The fifth district has
228,340, and the new eighth, 156,943, a dif-
ference of over 71,000, nearly 50 per cent.
It means that if a voter in Minneapolis
has one vote for a congressman, a voter
in Duluth has in proportion a vote and a
half.

The population of the different dis-
tricts, and their average republican ma-
jorities have been figured out by the com-
mittee. An average has been taken be-
tween the vote for lieutenant governor
and the vote for congressman, in 1898 and

1900. The figures by districts are as fol-
