Companies » Hare Profited Under

Shaw to the Detriment of

the Farmers.

Sioux City, lowa, Feb. 2S.—An issue

which will be urged in the forthcoming
gubernatorial campaign in lowa will be
the decrease of the assessments of rail-
ways and the increase of assessments of
otb«r large taxpayers, notably of farmers.
In most of the counties figures show that
the executive council of the state under
Shaw's regime has shifted part of the bur-
den from the- railways to farmers, the in-
creases on the items of horses, cattle and
otber live stock being from 15 to 40 per
cent. In Woodbury, Taylor and Ringgold
counties ihesa farts are notorious. The in-
crease of assessment for taxation in Wood-
bury county, for instance, has been $136,-
--68 L The assessments of the various rail-

in the county have been decreased
about $10,000, notwithstanding their pros-
perous condition and the high prices at

which their securities have been quoted.
The increase in assessment was borne by
the farmers with the added amount of the
sum which the railways had escaped pay-
ing.

In Ringgold the reduction per mile on
the assessed valuation of the various roads
is more marked. The Chicago Great West-
ern secured a reduction of $120 a mile and
the Chicago, Burlington & Quincy of $2,000
to $14,000, as against $16,000 per miie
for the Great Western. The reduction in
the total valuation for the Greet West-
ern is $2,872, and for the Burlington, $57,-
--284. The county officials of Ringgold
county, confronted with the necessity of
increasing the rate of taxation to make
up for the diminished taxable property,
is trying to figure out why the railroad
property is worth less in 1900, a prosperous
year, than in 1899, a. less prosperous year.

In Taylor county the executive council
lowered the assessment on railroads $112,-
--729, while they Increased the assessment
on stock from 23 to 26 per cent.

CITY OF PIERRE MUST PAY
OLD CAPITAL BONDS 808 IP

Decision of the Lower Court a* to
Hector McLean Upheld at

St. LuuU.

Sioux Falls, S. D., Feb. 28.—8y a decis-

ion just handed down by the United States
circuit court of appeals at St. Louis, the
taxpayers of Pierre will be required to
pay the sum of $50,000 upon bonds issued
In 1890. The decision was rendered in the
case of Hector McLean against the board
ofeducation of Pierre, involvingthe valid-
ity of the bonds. The court of appeals
holds that the bonds must be paid. McLean
instituted suit in the United States court
of South Dakota upon coupons cut from
bonds issued, ostensibly for the purpose
of aiding in the construction of a railroad,
but which were in reality for the purpose
of providing the means for furthering the
interests of Pierre in the now famous cap-
ital location contest of that year. The
defense of the board of education was
based on the following clause in the bonds:

This bond is one of a series of like tenor
and date aggregating the sum of $50,000, is-
sued for the purpose of providing funds for
the purchase . of schoolhouae sites, the erec-
tion, of school buildings and general im-
provements. -\ - , . .

The alder-manic share of the "hold-up"
was $1 per thousand, he says. Alderman
Powers intimated that as soon as he hed
investigated the matter farther he would
prepare to give names and make specific
charges.

Alderman Powers has spoken of this
matter to some of his friends on several
occasions/ lately, and at his recent con-
ference with the members of the Produce
Exchange made substantially the same
charges.

What McGerresh Say*.

J, B. McGerrish, president of another
Dcs Moines brick company, was-asked to-
day for his opinion of Alderman Power*
charges. He said:

I think his statement of what it cost to get
Dcs Moines brick into Minneapolis a little
strong, but there is some foundation Jor it.
We were given to understand if we sold brick
to that city, we. would .have to do business
through a Minneapolis man who posed as a
broker. When we went to him, we were
given to understand that he would require $1
a thousand for placing the brick. We de-
clined because the margin of profit was too
small to afford it, and when we found we
could not sell directly to the city we with-
drew from the field and let other companies
take the business.

PREMIUMS INCREASED
Some Important Changeii in State

Fair Hnleti.

Several important changes in the rules
of the State Fair association were made
yesterday by the committee on revision.
In the agricultural department the pro
rata premiums were increased from $1,200
to $1,500, and six cash prizes were added
for the six counties making the highest
scores. The prizee will be $200, $150, $100,
$75, $50 and $25. These are over and above
the pro rata awards and the winner of the
first added premium will therefore take
down a comfortable sum in cash.

A new feature of the next fair will be
the $50 cash prizes to be given to butter-
makers of the county scoring the highest
average. The usual $500 in prizes will be
divided among individual buttermakers.

SAVES NEW YORK~mTILIONS
Sweeping Effect of the City Wage

<'ase Decision.

itew York, Feb. 28.—More than $30,000.-
--000 may be saved to this city by a de-
cision of the court of appeals in the case
of Contractor William J. Rogers, who re-
fused to pay the prevailing rate of wages.
As interpreted by municipal experts, this
decision means not only that the rate
of wages fixed by law has received its
death blow, but that all acts forcing the
city to pay its employes prescribed sal-
aries are unconstitutional.

• The defence contended that • the board
had no power to issue bonds for general
improvements and use the funds to aid
in the construction of a railroad.

McLean, and an: appeal was taken to the
federal court, of appeals, which, in its de-

sumption that the officers acted with au-
thority and the purchaser had a right to
rely on this; a purchaser is never re-
quired _to presume .that the officers of -the
state or municipality are violating . the
law."

MADE UGLY CHARGE
Alderman Powers Talks Freely at

Dcs Moines,

HE'S LOOKING UP PAVING DEALS

Too Inspectors and Other Officials
Manipulated Brick Pav-

tuii Contracts.

Alderman Fred Powers of the eighth
ward left for Dcs Moines Imediately after
the council meeting Monday night, accom-
panied by Perley Khoacis and. acording to
a special from that city to T he- Jo v m-
n a 1 to-day, is giving the natives some
entertaining stories of what the Minne-
apolis aldermen do to paving brick con-
tractors. He went to Dcs Moines pri-
marily to investigate the paving brick
proposition nnd incidentally to get some
inside information on reports that have
come to him of late that reflect severely

on certain aldermen and city employes.

He had been informed, he is reported
to have said, that it cost the Dcs Moines
firm that furnished Minneapolis with pav-
ing brick last year $'2.50 per thousand to
get the brick accepted, and that the firm
would fequire a definite understanding as
to tne program this year before it would
put in a bid.

Alderman Powers says his information
implicates several aldermen and one or
two other officials
Aldermuiiic Share fl a Thomand.

The question has also been raised that
this decision, affects the constitutionality
of the recent police law, which abolished
the old board and under which Commis-
sioner Murphy was named last week.

The Davis law increasing salaries of
teachers $5,000,000 may be void. The sal-
aries of all policemen, firemen and about
half the employes in the department of
street cleaning are affected.

CONSOLIDATESCHICAGO LINES
Chaxles T. Yerkes Gets Nearly Six

Million for Him Holdings.

Chicago, Feb. 28.—Charles T. Yerkes has
sold out the controlling ownership of his
elevated roads- in this city. The trans-
actions involve the payment to him of ap-
proximately $5,830,000.

Mr. Yerkes admitted that the transfer
of his elevated road properties to eastern
capitalists was a step toward uniting all
the elevated railroads in Chicago. The
Union Traction company would become the
central controlling factor of all the city's
surface lines.

GRANTS GET TOGETHER
There Are Said to Be 12,000 of the

Family In This Country.

New York, Feb. 28.—Sixty members of
the Grant Family association celebrated
last night the third annual reunion and
three hundredth anniversary of the birth
of Priscilla Grant. It was announced that
there are now 12,000 of the descendants
of Matthew and Priscilla drant in this
country.

Matthew Grant and his wife Priscilla
landed in this country in 1630. General
U. S. Grant was one of their descendants.
His sister, Mrs. Grant Cramer of Bast
Orange, N. J. ( sat at the head of the
table.

The menu cards contained the theories
concerning the origin of the Grant family.
Rev. Arthur H. Grant believes that it
was of Scotch origin, Rev. Roland D. Grant
that it was of Gallic or Norman blood
and Rev. Phelin O'Toole that the Grants
antedate the birth of the first Irish kings.
The notice on the menu cards concluded
with the sentence: "A learned genealogist
has lately proved that the Grants are
descended from Asiatic pirates who ex-
isted prior to 600 B. C."

X. D. Newspapers Decline ,to Kick

Him Now He's Down. ,

Grand Central Hotel, an Old Land-

Miles City. Mont., Feb. 28.—Two bad
fires occurred here within as many days.
The dwelling house on Pleasant street
owned by J. H. Burgess was burned on
Tuesday and was a total loss; the property
was well insured. The second fire con-
sumed the Grand Central, the oldest hotel
building in the city and a noted landmark.
The hotel was an immense frame building
and was erected in 1880, and considered at
that time the most spacious and pre-
tentious hotel in eastern Montana. It
was originally intended for a * general
merchandise store and was so occupied
for a short time, but it was believed that
a hotel would be more profitable and the
building was used as such until the city
grew «way from that locality. The build-
ing was then converted into a boarding-
house. The Phoenix Insurance company
of Hartford had a $1,000 policy on the
building at the time of the fire.

George Godfrey and Local Capital-
ists Will Spend $10,000.

Excelsior, Minn., Feb. 28.—George E.
Godfrey, in company with local capitalists,
will incorporate and build, in time for
this season's business, a boat that will
surpass anything since the City of St.
Louis plied the waters of Minnetonka.
The new boat, for which plans are already
drawn and material ordered, will be a
double-decked stern wheel with machinery
all of the latest pattern. Its length will
be 125 feet in the clear, and 22 feet beams.
The heavy timbers will be of Washing-
ton fir. The interior finish will be natural
wood. The upper deck cabin will be en-
closed with plate glass. The boat will
have a capacity of 800 passengers and will
cost when completed $10,000.
