MORSE OF MINKEAPOLIS

BUILDS FIRST CHINESE FLOUR MILL

U. 8, Consul
Tells About Flour Milling
in China.

F. G. Merse of Minneapolis personally
supervised the building of the first mod-
ern American flour mill in China. It is
lccated beyvond the Markham road on the
Shanghai bank of the Soochow cteek. It

was fitted by the Edward P. Alls com-
pany of Milwaukee, and is a wedl-con-
structed and flourishing mill. He=mry B.

Miller, U. S. consul at Chungking, tells
about it in a report on *“Flour in Chim.”

One of the signs of the growth of west-
ern ideas in China is the increasing pro-
duction of wheat and a corresponding
rise in milling industry. Right in the
center of the rice region the Chinese have
seized upon wheat as an article of foed.
The Fou Foong flour mill was constructed
for the purpose of supplying the foreign
people of northern China with flour.

It is a four-story stone and brick building,
thoroughly Ameriean in appearance. The
main_building is seventv-two feet- long and
forty feet wide. A Separate house, 40x40 feet,
with two lar godowns and a handsome,
commodious structure alongside for the man-
ager and head miller, completes the build-
+ng equipment. The appliances are of the
most modern description: The mill has 8,000
bushela - capaeity; - -and- can e€asily turn out
1.200 sacks of flour of fifty pounds per sack
per day.

The power plant censists of a Corliss en-
gine of 200 horse-power, steam being supplied
by two large tubular boilers, ene large beit

3 one duplex boiler feed pump.
i 18 for night work fs furnished by a
Spragee electric dymamo.

This mill tarns 75 per cent of the wheat
n flour; 84 per cent of this is first grade
patent flour and 11 per cent baker's grade.
The grain used is red winter wheat.

The entire mill was erected by Mr. Morse
with only unskilled coolic labor to help him.
The flour turned out is of splendid quality,
and we have not seen better or whiter bread
thap that made from the *‘Fou Foong’' flour.
