How the Yellow Fever Is Being Fought
in Havana. '

running the risk of dying of disease for
$200! Think of a Cuban deliberately walk-
ing up to an army doctor and offering to
blood of a yellow fever victim
injected, in return for $200! That is what
is going on down in Cuba. The govern-
ment has decided there must be a way to
kill off yellow fever and it is paying $200
apiece for. men te.p' etice on.

surgeons, and he brought with him won-
derful stories of the advance of the prac-
tice of medicine in Cuba. He says:

“It is wonderful, They are making great
strides. They are proving yellow fever is
not contagious, but that it is infectious,
and they have found the mosquitp that
spreads it. He is not like -our gray-col-
ored ’skeeter here. He is a black fellow
with yellow stripes. He digs into a man,
injects the yellow fever germs, and the
man has yellow fever.”

“How do you know ?”’ was asked.

‘‘Because they are experimenting there
every day. They give a Cuban $200 and tell
him they want to see if he ean survive an
attack of yellow fever. Then they roll
him up in the bedding of somebody who
has died of black vomit. They lose only
from 4% to 10 per cent. They formerly
lost 90 per cent.”

Vivisectionists will have a case of shud-
ders over this.

“Yes, sir,” said Dr. Griffith, speaking of
the experiments, ‘“‘they got the idea that
yellow fever could be headed off like
smallpox.

First they had to find
whether it was contagious or infectious.
I am convinced it never can be contagious
after what I saw. I saw them roll Cu-
bans up in sheets, blankets, and resting
their heads on the pillows and pitlow
cases, none of them washed, in and on
which somebody had died of the fever.
The black.vomit was on the bedding when
I saw it. The men came out like tops,
healthy as they went into them, and that
settled the contagious theory.

“But they proved their infection as
easily. The assistant surgeon general got
a lot of fever mosquitoes and put them in
a bottle. They tell us that ‘skeeters’
live only seventy-two hours; I saw men
stung by some fifty-one days old, accord-
ing to the books. Well, they gave a man
$200 to stick his hand into a glass jar
filled with the yellow striped fellows, and
when he was sufficiently stung they laid
him by. In five days he was down with
the fever.”

Dr. Griffith does not think much of the

PUSHED T00 HARD

Commission Men Object to Way Fish
Laws Are Enforced.

WARDENS ARE OVER-ZEALOUS

So Say the Critics, at Least—-They
Cite a Few
Cases, e

Also

The recent efforts toward the enforce-
ment of the game and fish laws of the
state by the game wardens seems to be
stirring things up. There is much vig-
orous talk to be heard in protest, at any
rate.

The confiscation of fish in several re-
cent cases has given birth to a feeling
of intense dissatisfaction among dealers
in the twin cities and especially in Min-
neapolis. They say the inspectors are
entirely too severe in their views of
what constitutes a violation of the law)
That the state itself sees that the appli~
cation of the fish law is being pushed
too hard is evident to some from the fact
that a number of lots recently confiscated
here and in St. Paul have been returned
to the consignees. Yet the dealers aver
that the screws are put on so tight ay
almost to suggest some ulterior motive.

“All Is Congraband.”

One of the largest dealers here says
emphatically:

In contradistinction from the general policy
of law which assumes the innocence of an of-
fender until his gullt is proved, thi present
game and fish deputies work on the basis
that every shipment coming in is contraband,
and a number of lots have been selzed where
there was no evidence of illegal intent, but
where the deputy thought o# assumed that
there was something wrong. In such cases
the state turns over the shipment again, but
what of the consignee who has no end of
trouble to get possession of what is his by
right, and who has no redress against the
state?

Other dealers expressed themselves in
terms even more severe. Levi Longfel-
low of Longfellow Bros. said his house
had no special grievance, but that it
had been put to considerable annoyance
of late. A lot of fish was recently con-
signed to this firm over the Great North-
ern. As it failed to turn up on time, an
investigation followed. The railway com-
pany simply produced a receipt showing
the fish delivered to a deputy warden.
There is probably nothing in the law
compelling the deputy or the railway
company to notify a consignee that his
goods are about to be seized, but the
dealer thinks that he has reasom to ex-
pect at least this courtesy. Mr. Long-
fellow said:

The provision putting the deputies on a
salary basis and providing that the revenue
shall go to the state is a good one, but it
seems to us that it is beneath the dignityof
the state to enforce the laws on the assump-
tion that the local produce men are trying to
violate them or to connlve at any trickery,

Mr. Hopkins’ Talk.

E. F. Hopkins, vice president of the
Produce Exchange, said:

There seem to be various opinions regarding
the intent of the game and fish laws, and
every game warden seems to place his own
construction on the law. According to one
of these wise deputles that fish which few
sportsmen care to pull out of the water, the
pickere?, is lawful to catch, but unlawful to
sell. The deputy wardens have within the
past week seized several barrels of crappies,
their only warrant being the suspicicn that
they were caught by fishers baving say two
holes in the ice and two poles, jnstead of one
pole held by the hand.

Upon the appearance of the shipper,
armed with papers prepared by a St.
Paul attorney, they surrendered the fish.
Not every shipper can afford to follow
his fish to market and employ legal coun-
sel to defend his rights,

Mr. Wyckoff arrived in the eity
this morning from Chicago and is the
guest while here of William Chute, First
avenue S.

He has the air of a college man. He
is about 38 years of age and talks pleas-
antly of his investigations. He said:

Large combinations of capital is the main
subject agitating the world of labor and the
world of business. In the last campaign we
had®it for one of the issues. I bélieve that
the general effect of these combinations on
the prosperity of the country is good. They
glve more stability to trade. They make
America a more successful competitor for
business in the markets of the world. The
success of these enterprises has much to do

The laboring class comes in for its share of
these good results. This centralization of
capital is also accompanied by a tendency
toward a higher centralization of the labor
interests. I believe that organized labor is
also using better judgment and less preju-
dice in dealing with the employer. The de-
velopment of that feeling idl the ranks of
crganized labor means fewer strikes. The
men who are large employers of labor know
it is to their interests to act fairly and not
arbitrarily.
