PAY FOR PAINTING

Employers Say It Is Now Up to
Painters.

35 CENTS TOO MUCH THIS YEAR

Said That Painting Business Is in a
Demoralized Condition
at Present.

The question of the wages of journey-
men painters for the year beginning April
1 has not yet been settled. It is up to
the painters and now rematns for them
to say what they will do. A meeting of
the committees from the Master Paint-

ers’ association and from the Journey-
Wednesday and no agreement was
men Painters’ union was held last
reached. The

general sentiment among
the journeymen seems to be for an ac-
ceptance of the last vear's scale. Some
are not in favor of it, but a large per-
centage, as far as theé master painters
can ascertaln, are. The master painters
say that the journeymen are receiving
more wages now than they ever have
since Minneapolis has been in existence.
The painting business has been in a de-
moralized condition for a number of
years, and Is not yet out of it. The mas-
ter painters say they are trying hard to
elevate the trade, to help the men along
and to get the business in such a condi-
tion that they shall be able to pay the
highest wages compatible with the state
of business.

Mr. Jones’ Statement,

G, W. Jones, secretary of the associa-
tion of master painters, said to-day.

The Painters union was organized about
three years ago, and made demands that year
and the master painters granted them every-
thing which they asked, and they did the
same thing in 1900 and we gave them every-
thing that was asked, and in 1901 they have
made a demand for 35 cents an hour, which
is an advance of about 20 per cent. The
business does not warrant the advance. Busi-
ness is in such shape that the master paint-
ers cannot afford to pay it. There is per-
fect harmony between the organizations, but
we have had several conferences and cannot
come to any agreement on the wage ques-
tion. We ae willing to pay the same as
last year, 20 cents per hour for nine hours,
or eight hours, if the journeymen so desire,
and have offered to make an advance for next
year. In 1898 the painters were getting from
20 cents to 221% cents, in 1890°271% cents, and
in 1900 we gave them §¢ cents, and-this year
they want 25 cents, which is teo rapit an in-
se for the amount of the business that
being done. The master painters from
the very first would not hire anybody un-
less he would join the union, and have thus
rendered a big serviee in building it up. All
master painters accepted orders for the initia-
tion fee for those who were not members
who wished to join and did not have the
money. We have granted everything that has
been asked up to the present time, and the
demand that they make now is not consistent
with the amount of the business.

REDUCE THE FEE

Woodworkers Change Initiation Fee
Regulations,

At the last meeting the woodworkers
voted to make the usual spring reduction
of the initiation fee. From now until
April 1 the fee will be but $1 and the re-
instatement fee $1.50. By this reduetion
it is estimated that the union will increase
its membership by at least 500. A special
effort will be made te organize the box
makers and the carriage woodworkers.

Resolutions were adopted condemning
a certain Milwaukee tobacco firm for re-
ported unfair treatment of its employes.
A copy of the resolutions .was forwarded
to the firm in question. The union voted
$5 to heip defray ihe expenses of a lob-
byist -at St. Paul during the session of
the legislature, ' Right new members were
admitted.

s SERENE
Woodworkers and Their Employers
Have Agreed.

The sunshine has broken through the
clouds which have recently obscured the
relations of the woodworkers and the em-
ployers. Louis Hansen, the business
agent of the union, says that all but one
of the sixteen factories of Minneapolis
have agreed ito sign the woodworkers’
agreement without amendment. The out-
standing company is the one which in-
curred the wrath of the union by attempt-
ing to induce its employes to sign an
agreement not to strike May 1 if the
woodworkers’ terms were not agreed to.

There has been a big revival in business
during the past six weeks.  Although
more men have been out of work during

the winter than at_any time during the
last six years, they have no difficulty in
securing employment now. Should there
be a strike in May the firms would lose
most of the season’s profits, orders hav-
ing accumulated so rapidly.

OPPOSE EIGHT-HOUR LAW

St. Paul Manufacturers Will Try to
Defeat the Bill,

The Northwestern Manufacturers’ asso-
ciation went on record against the eight-
hour law after the recent monthly dinner
at the Merchants’ hotel, St. Paul. A
committee of nine was appointed to rep-
resent the association in the legislature
and do everything possible to prevent the
passage of the bill. The manufacturers
contend that at certain seasons of the
year, when business is rushing, they are
forced to work theii employes overtime,
and that a bill which would make such
overwork a criminal offense would prove
disastrous to their business and increase
the cost of manufacturing to an enormous
extent,

Although the bill has already passed
the house, the manufacturers yet hope to
head it off in the senate.

The Master Tinners' association has notified
the Tinners' union that the working agree-
ment this year will stipulate, amang other
things, that the union shall sever its con-
nection with the Building Trades Council.
Some members of the uuion are disposed
to do the masters’ bidding in this regard. If
they refuse to comply with that demand, they
say, thgy may jeopardize their own demand
for a raise of wages from 25 cents to 30 cents
per hour, and a shortening of the working
dgl_v. Members of the council believe the sole
alm of the masters’ association is to com-
pmnn.ﬁ(- on wages and hours by insisting on
the withdrawal from the council.
