Hog Market Broke Under Pressure
of Heavy Receipts.

SPRINGER CATTLE ARE HIGHER

Milkers in Good Sale—~Sheep Trade
Light—News of the Week
From Western Markets,

South St. Pauly Minn.,, March 2.—HOGS—
The aggregate marketing of hogs at the five
leading markets during the week was about
395,400, as compared with 400,200 for the
previous week, 328,600 for the corresponding
week a month ago and 284,200 for the same
period a year ago. Since Jan. 1 there
has been marketed at the five leading mar-
kets 3,416,300 against 3,085,700 for the corre-
sponding period last year, or a gain of 330,600.
The supply here for the week was about 12,-
700, against 9,080 for the previous week, 12,464
for the same week a month ago and 8,609 for
the same week a year ago., Notwithstanding
the heavy increase in supplies at all market
points the week opened with the tendency of
values higher. Conditions came to a climax
Wednesday when that day’s aggregate mar-
keting exceeded the same day a year ago
by over 45,000. The situation looked very
serious and finally culminated in sharp de-
clines in values, which continued gradually
until the end of the week. The number of
bogs received here daily was not equal to the
demand and the prices maintained were
right in line with the decline at other points.
Quality all week was only fair, with only a
few loads inclyded that could be called bet-
ter than good. Trading was brisk and the
yards were generally cleaned up on the
first round of the buyers. At the close the
bulk sold from $5.17%% to $5.221% or 12%c lower
than a week ago and 20 to 22%c lower than
the high time last Tuesday.

BUTCHER CATTLE—Receipts of cattle at
the leading markets during the week were
about 115,100, as compared with 112,600 for the
previous week, 118,000 for the same week a
month ago and 96,500 for the same week a
year ago. Local receipts for the week were
about 3,650, against 3,873 for the previous
week, 2,684 for the corresponding week a
month ago and 1,830 for the same week a
year ago. The market during the week has
shown little change in values. Demand for
both good to choice beef steers and butcher
cows and heifers was very strong at prices
firm with the close of the week before. The
bulk of offerings, however, consisted of com-
mon to only fair quality and, while the de-
mand was strongest for the better grades, yet
buyers bought these freely at full steady
prices. Thers was nothing good in the line
of beef steers on sale. Wednesday one load
of warmed-up beeves sold late at $4.40, but
aside from these, sales ranged largely at
prices around $4. Some fairly choice butcher
cows and heifers out of a local feed lot seld
Monday at $3.90. There was a good strong
demand for veal calves. Competition was keen
and best ones sold from $5.76 to $6. Good de-
mand for milkers and springers developed,
and, while prices are not quotably higher
than a week ago, anything good to choice
sold readily at prices $5 to $10 per head
higher than the low point two months ago.

STOCKERS AND FEEDERS—The stocker
and feeder trade during the past week was
more or.less uneven, owing to the presence
of so many common little stock steers and
heifers. There was a fair proportion of de-
sirable stock and feeding steers and stock
heifers .included and on these kinds the de-
mand on country account developed consider-
able sirength. Both regular and order buy-
ers had large orders for the better grades
and in many cases prices showed some gain
over the previcus week, while more common
kinds were more or less neglected even at
prices weak with the extreme low close of
last week. Anything fair to good, in the
line of stock heifers, cold readily, and in most
cases where quality was desirable sales ruled
strong to 10c¢ higher or fully steady with the
best time two weeks ago. Stock and feed-
ing bulls wer2 in good demand. The supply
was larger than usual and offerings sold on
a steady basis.

SHEEP—The supply of sheep this week was
very small again and the few loads that
arrived fresh in the yards were not of very
desirable quality. There was demand for
good to choice fat, light weight ewes and
wethers and on these competition was strong
at prices fully steady with the close a week
ago. Fat lambs were in fair demand, yet the
inquiry was more slack than a week ago
even while prices were not quotably lower.
Buyers were compelled to go to local feed
lcts for supplies. Good to choice fat, light
ewes are quoted from $3.65 to $3.85 and good
to choice fat light wethers are quoted from
$4 to $4.26, while good to choice fat light
lambs are still quoted from $4.76 to $6. There
was good inquiry for stock ewes. There were
& few included in the offerings and they sold
at full steady prices. Best stock and feeding
ewes are quoted from $3 to $3.25, with extra
good ones at $3.35.
