PHYSICIANS VS.

“SCIENTISTS”

GAIN AVICTORY IN MISSOURI

Houses of the

Jefferson City, March 4.—The last hope
of Christian Scientists was shattered Sat-
urday when the house passed the Hall
medical bill by a vote of 82 to 42.

From early in the morning session un-
til 4 o'clock in the afternoon, when the
vote was taken, speeches for and against
the bill which will prohibit - Christian
Sclentists from practicing were made by
representatives of both parties.

The senate is alrcady on record &s op-
posed to Christian Science, and the Wha-
ley bill, which is a counterpart of Mr.
Hall's measure, was ordered engrossed
several days ago by am overwhelming
vote. The Scientists may persuade some
of the senators to change: their attitude
toward the -hills aimed &t Christian
Seience, but 1t is not likely that the op-
ponents of the measure which passed the
house can line up more than eight votes
in the upper branch of the assembly.

It is estimated that no fewer than 1,600
Scientists have visited the capital since
the Hall bill was introduced. For weeks
the opponents of the bill have made every
effort to induce the legislators to vote
down the bill intreduced at the request
of the “regular’’ physicians.

Not since the day Governor Dockery
was inaugurated has the chamber of the
house of representatives been so crowded
as it was when Mr. Hall's bill came up
for final passage this morning. KEvery
chair on the floor and in the gallery was
filled and standing room was at a pre-
mium. A large part of the audience was
composed of women.

Representative Clay of Audrain caused
some amusement by offering the follow-
ing resolution late in the afternoon:

Whereas, There is much imaginary discus-
sion going on in the house of representatives
at the present time upen a supposed bill
which is imagined to be before the house;
and

Whereas, All opposition to the bill is purely
imaginary and unreal; and

Whereas, There is, in truth and in faet, no
bill before the house;-and

Whereas, All opposition in regard thereto
emanates entirely from imaginary speakers;
and

Whereas, All of said discussion is in fact
unreal and said speakers do not exist; and

Whereas, If sald imaginary discussion is
permitted to be further indulged in and sald
unreal speakers allowed to further imfluence
the imgginary minds of the imaginary mem-
bers of this imaginary house, then the logical
effect will:be tp demonstrate that this house
is wholly imaginary and does not in fact ex-
ist, and no member thereof is.in truth real.

ings are out of order, and that the house do
now proceed to real business.

The gist of the Hall medical bill is in
the first section, which reads:

It shall be unlawful for any person not now
a registered physician within the meaning
of the law to’ practice medicine or surgery in
any of its departments, or to profess to cure
or attempt to treat the sick and others afflict-
ed with bodily or mental infirmities, or en-
gage in the practice of midwifery in the state
of Missourl, except as hereinafter provided.

Section 2 gives the state board of health
general supervision over the registration
of all practitioners of medicine, surgery
and midwifery.

Section 3 provides that ‘‘all persons de-
siring to practice medicine or surgery in
this state, or to treat the sick or af-
flicted as provided in Section 1 of this act,
shall ‘appear before the state board of
health at such time and place as the
board may direct, and shall there be ex-
amined as to their fitness to engage in
such practice. All persons appearing for
examination shall make application in
writing to the secretary of sald board
thirty days before the meeting. They shall
furnish satisfactory evidence of their pre-
liminary qualifications, and shall furnish
evidence of good moral character. The
medical examination may be made in
whole or in part in writing, and shall be
of elementary’and practical character, but
sufficiently sttict to test the qualifications
of the candidate as a practitioner, and
shall embrace the subjects of anatomy,
chemistry, physiology, pathology, thera-
peutics, obstetrics, gynecology, surgery,
practice of medicine, medical jurispru-
dence and hygiene and such other branches
as the state board may direct. The candi-
date shall be required to answer 75 per
cent of such questions as are asked him
before being granted a certificate, provid-
ed, however, that the examination of any
applicant in therapeutics shall be con-
ducted by the member or members of said
board who represent the system of medi-
¢ide of which such applicant has been a
student.”

It is provided that the state board of
health “‘shall not be permitted to favor
any particular school or system of medi-
cine, but all applicants shall be subjected
to the same examination. An examina-
tion fee of $16 will be charged.”

Section- 7 provides that the board ‘‘mey
refuse licenses to individuals gullty of un-
professional or dishonorable conduct, and
they may revoke licenses for like cause.
Habitual drunkenness or excessive use of
narcotics or producing criminal abortion
shall be deemed unprofessional and dis-

orable conduct.

Section 5 provides that ‘‘any person, ex-
cept physicians now registered, practicing
medicine or surgery in this state, and any
person attempting to itreat the sick or
others afflicted with bodily or mental in-
firmities without first obtaining a license
from the state board of health, as pro-
vided in this act, shall be deemed guilty
of a misdemeanor and punished by a fine
of not less than $50 nor more than $500,
or by imprisonment in the county jail for
& period of not less than thirty days nor
more than one year, or by both such fine
and imprisonment for each and every of-

Section 9 says: “It is not intemded dy
this act to prohibit gratuitous service to
and treatment of the afflicted, and this aot
shall not apply {0 commissioned surgeons
of the United States army, navy and ma-
rine hospital service.”

Section 10 prohibits the practice of mid-
wifery without a license, examinatiop for
which will cost $5, but ‘“‘nothing in this
section shall be so construed as to re-
quire women practicing midwifery to ob-
tain a license when sald women do mot
practice midwifery as a profession, and do
not make any charges for their services.”
