The Liverpool dullness of
yesterday and a decline of ** to %d to-day
favored a break here, and there were other
Hems in the early gossip that ordinarily
might have had sufficient weight to work a
decline, but this morning there were no bears
in evidence. Apparently no one cared to be
short at this time, especially In view of the
prevailing weather. The snow protection is
on the whole insufficient, and in spots the
winter wheat country is bare. It was felt
that should the cold extend far enough 6outh
a flood of damage reports would follow that
would knock out every other argument for
the time being, hence the hesitation. With
the passing of the present threatening tem-
peratures the bears look for gome long wheat
to come out and for the market to lose its
•tubbornuess against depressing statistic*.
Meanwhile ;he market is almost lifeless, Sen-
ttment appears to be about evenly divided
and there are holders who are not to be
forced ov.z by a temporary setback, believing
that after tha market breaks out of the pres-
•at stagnation the tendency will be upward.
Minneapolis had only 10 cars less than on
the corresponding day last year, but the
total northwestern figures fell off to 215
against 595.

New York, March s.—Higher prices from
London gave the market an upward im-
petus at the opening.
