Traders did not-look for any great
activity in view of the natural tendency to
diold off pending receipt of the government
Teport due this afternoon, and the blizzard
‘outting off outside communication knocked
out what business might have developed oth-
erwise. With neither Chicago nor Duluth im
iguch and the local market practically isolat-
@d, there was not much to guide on and few
vared to take the initiative and try te go. it
alone. May opened at Ti¥c, moved up to
%4%c, and held in this narrow range. The
grain ticket brought through the Liverpool
cable showed wheat unchanged and corn %4d
bigher. After an hour the Duluth wire was
back in working order, Yut nothing came
from Chicago or New York up to noon, and
estinates as to world's shipments and the
visible supply were unobtainable. At north-
western points receipts were 575 cars, against
897 st vear. Interest in the government re-
port will be directed principally towards that
part of it dealing with the reserves. It seems
the general expectation that this report will
be bullish, and that it will show especially
light stocks in the northwest. The estimate
¢f the Trade Bulletin as to stocks in farmers’
hands is approximately 35,000,000 bushels.

LITTLE WINDFALL FOR IOWA «U»

Secretary Haddoek Uncovers a Claim
Against the State.

lowa City, Iowa, March 11.—Secretary
Haddock of the board of regents of the
state university of Iowa, has discovered
that $14,125 is due the university from the
state. The amounts arise from the refusal
of the state audilor to issue warrants for
moneys due the university under existing
appropriations when the old code and ses-
sion laws were replaced in October, 1897,
by the new coda. Six thousand dollars
has been recovered, and as there is no
distinction between the claim for the
amount now due and the $6,000 recovered,
the university now asks that the state pay
the remainder.

Lately there has developed a strong feel-
ing against the university publication
kunown as the Vidette-Reporter and there
has been circulated among the upper
class men a paper, which voices the senti-
ments of most of them, to the effect that
the Reporter is e disgrace to the state’s
leading educational institution. The pub-
lic and the student body ask that the presi-
dent, on general principles, take steps to
stop the publieation. They claim it serves
no purpose whatever for good and mis-
represents university interests,

Nearly Every Line Is Steaming
Ahead at Full Speed.

MATTHEW MARSHALL'S LETTER

Copper Stock Is Likely to Climb—
Daly Holdings Go to the
Standard Oil,

N
Now York 8un Special Service

New York, March 11.—Discussing the
financial situation the Sun says:

The events of last week demonstrated clear-
ly that with financial business conditions as
they are at present, the quiet and sagging
stock market mormally incident to this time
of the year cannot be expected. Nearly ev-
ery business in the country that can be
singly named is steaming ahead at full speed,
the only notable exception belng the cotton

goods trade.- Here there is a readjustment

golng on, as has gone on many times before,
in the price of cotton fabrics manufactured
from raw material purchased in the cotton
famine last year, and now sold, necessarily,
on-the basis of the lower prices for the sta-
ple at present prevailing.

The iron trade, which is more directly in-
dicative of business health than any other, is
decidedly strong and active. It is apparent
that the curtailment of operations in this
great industry, which occurred in the pres-
idential campaign last year, had more seri-
oug effects upon production than was then
realized, The iron market became bare of
stocks, while orders were dammed yp, even
after the election was over, by the great un-
willingness of consumers to place them pend-
ing the natural unsettlement of business,
which preceded the formation of the United
States Steel corporation. Now that all these
disturbing factors are at rest, consumption
demands are pouring in upon the iron and
steel factories in a rush that nearly equals
that of two years ago. Higher prices are
almost daily recorded for all the manufac-
tures of iron and steel as well as for all the
forms of raw material, and the end of the
buoyancy is by no means in sight.

Particular developments during the week
that are of high importance are the armis-
tice granted to General Botha by Lord Kitch-
ener in the Transvaal for the purpose of al-
lowing him to consider terms of surrender,
and the formal notice given to the coal min-
ers in Penusylvania on Saturday by the great
coal operators that they were willing to ex-
tend for another year the concessions granted
to the miners in the famous agreement made
last fall. A

If Botha surrenders, there will be only a
few hundred Boers left in arms in South
Africa, and within a few months millions
from the Rand mines will begin to pour into
the European money market; while the an-
nouncement made by the coal operators goes
far toward lessening the talk of a possible
ccal strike in April.

Whatever views may be held by one con-
cerning the stock market as a whole, it is
certain that during the next few months a
great deal of attention will be paid to par-
ticular securities for specific reasons. Easily
pre-eminent among such stocks is Amalga-
mated Copper. The powers that be in Amal-
gamated Copper have hitherto devoted them-
selves to keeping the price of the security
down. The reasons for this course have
passed away. The indications are very broad
that the market value of the stock is about
to climb to the high level which its charac-
ter and management justifies.

The speculative side of Wall street cannot
hesitate in .attaching importance to the fact,
which may now be disclosed, that the Daly
holdings in Amalgamated Copper have been
taken up by the other interests in the prop-
erty commonly known as the Standard Oil
people, the transfer taking place in the curb
market just before the stock was placed
upon the stock exchange. The large and
mysterious dealings in the stock noted at the
time, thousands of shares passing from one
large house to a few others without change
of price, will be remembered. Moreover, a
guess will not be wide of the mark that a
definite trade undertaking between the Calu-
met and Hecla company and the Amalga-
mated company has been agreed upon.

No speculation or ‘“corner’’ in copper is in
progress, but in the language of the trade,
*Copper will be copper” in the market for
many long days to come, and its proper value

will be demanded by one seller as well as

by another. All this, in view of the unmis-
takable boom in copper stocks in general that
has again started, ought to make the future
course of the stock of the Amalgamated Cop-
per company reasonably clear.

There is good reason to believe that the
Amalgamated company is now earning more
than double the dividends it pays, and it .ls
just as well to say plainly at this time, in
view of the story that was set afloat in Wall
street last week, that the forthcoming Amal-
gamated dividend was likely to be reduced
in order ‘to obtain funds to fight W. A.
Clark,” that this dividend, which will be
fixed at a meeting of the Amalgamated di-
rectors on March 21, is more likely to be
increased than diminished.

The buying in Burlingten suggests some-
thing besides a ere popular appreciation of
the strength of Burlington’s financial posi-
tion, entirely well founded as this popular
appreciation may be.

There is a ‘‘short” interest in Brooklyn
Rapid Transit, which will pass some un-
pleasant hours if big buying like that of an
operator like Mr. Keene should appear.

And there is an upward movement of far
more than ordinary dimensions in progress
in Consolidated Gas. The earnings of the
eleetric lighting concerns taken into the Con-
golidated Gas company under the name of
the New iYork Gas, Electric Light, Heat and
Power company, are said to be unexpectedly
large and to warrant an increased.rate of
dividend upon the stock of the Consolidated
Gas company. Whatever the reason for the
movement in the security may be, it is evi-
dently something more than a stock or extra
dividend or rights on new stock issues. The
strength of all the bonds and stocks of all the
gas and electric illuminating companies in
Brooklyn as well as in this city testifies that
the cause of the advance is common to all
of them. For one thing, the legislature will
soon adjourn, having, in all probability,
passed a law which will remove gas com-
panies in this state from further attacks of
the black horse cavalry at Albany. But the
one event of greatest advantage to all the
gas companies and their allied interests
would be a genral consolidation among them.
There is little doubt that if such a plan is in
contemplation the stock of the Consolidated
Gas ecompany will be taken into the new
company in consideration of the vast prop-
erty, franchises and earnings represented by
it, at prices materially higher tban those
now ruling upon the stock exchange.

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POSERS FOR ROBLIN

Sentiment Said to Be Growing
Against the Railway Deal.

THE BOARD OF TRADE NOT A UNIT

Attorneys Say the Road Has Not
Power to Give Government
Control of Rates.

Special to The Journal.

Winnipeg, Man., March 11.—The rail-
way deal continues to .occupy the public
attention here. The friendly attitude of
the board of trade committee towards the
government has had little effect in re-
tarding the feeling " against the deal
which daily gains in strength. In fact,
the committee was afraid to take the
vote of the board which had appointed
it on the matter, and this immediately
after it had made* its report and all the
members of the committee who had
signed it had spoken in its favor. Judg-
ing from the feeling expressed in the
way of applause, the minority report
signed by Alex Macdonald and D. W.
Bole would have carried had a vote been
taken.

Some of the incidents in connection
with the discussion would show Roblin to
be an incompetent man. The premier in-
vited the members of the board of trade
to call at his office, and said he would
give them full insight to “convincing”
facts, which he could not give to the gen-
eral public at present. J. H. Brock and
A. M. Nanton, two of the ablest finan-
clers in this country, went in company
to take udvantage of this offer.

“What is the meaning of this?’ said
Mr. Borck, pointing to a provision in the
contract which read: ‘‘Before the rates
are flxed, the company shall be heard and
their interests taken into consideration.’”

Roblig replied with an {llustration
showing that it was equivalent to ask-
ing a man found guilty of murder if he
had anything to say why the sentence of
death should not be passed upon him, or,
in other words, the premier looked upon
this provision, as a joke. Borck, however,
showed that this clause was one of the
cutest and most important in the whole
agreement. It really meant that the
rates must be fixed in such a way that
dividends must be paid on the stock,
When he told Roblin this Roblin replied:

“If that is the case, then the whole
contract is no good.”

Brock pointed out to Roblin that the
Canadian Northern had secured the serv-
ices of the best legal talent the country
could produce in drawing up its contract,
while the government had had no such
assistance.

“Why don’t you get good legal advice
in the same way?"’ said Brock.

“‘Oh,” replied Roblin, *“‘the lawyers are
all bought up by the Canadian Pacific
railroad.”

“A terrible imputation to come from a
premier,” said Mr. Brock.

The opinions of the four leading law-
yers of Toronto, Christopher Robinson,
K. C.; Qeorge F. Shepley, K. C.; A. B.
Aylesworth, K. C., and H. Nesbitt, K. C.,
secured by the Tribune here, are that the
Canadian Northern Railway company has
not power to give the local government
control of the rates, but at the same time
if the agreement was entered into the
government would be responsible for the
full liability in the same extent ag if
the company had the power it professes
to be willing to transfer. H. M. Howell,
K. C., and W. E. Perdue, K. C., local
counsel, have given a similar “opinion.
The government would, therefore, be as-
suming a $17,000,000 liability without a
shade of advantage in return.

Ex-Mayor Andrews, one of the stromg-
est opponents to the railway deal, has
issued a challenge to the government. He
says: ‘If any member of the local house
for Winnipeg will resign, I will contest
‘the seat with him on the railway ques-
tion alone.” Andrews is a conservative,
and a1l the three Winnipeg seats in the
local house are held by conservatives,

so that the test in the matter proposed

would be a good one. :

The bill providing for the deal is now
before the house in its second reading.
Roblin has promiséd to make all the
amendments suggested by the majority
report of the board of trade committee,
and these include important provisions.
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
