STRENGTH IN IRON
Buyers. Not Sellers, Bring About

the Advance in Prices.

IRON TRADE REVIEW'S SUMMARY

Consumers Are Wondering to What
Extent the Advaucea Will

Continue.

Cleveland, Ohio, March 14.—The Iron
Trade Revi»w this week says:

The week has brought a further gain in
strength to the iron market, with an advance
in Bes«eni«r iron, Bessemer billets cud plates,
aud In some markets in foundry iron. But
the matter ot more moment to consumers
than the changes of the week Is to what ex-
tent the advances will continue In the near
future and what effect the increase In profit
will have upon the capacity that has been
idle because of the low level of values.

Finished materials have shown well sus-
tained strength through the quiet period of
the year, and are now making conservative
advances that are dragging pig iron along,
though at a slower pace, apart from Bessemer
iron, which has quite cut loose from foundry
and forge. These things are happening with
ore prices still unestablished for this year
and with coke marked up 25 cents, and the
prospect of being higher when furnaces come
to make contracts for the second half of the
year. Thus raw materials are likely to be
established on a basis that will require a
further advance in pig iron, and particularly
foundry and.forge, to encourage idle furnaces
to enter luto the lists in any considerable
number.

It is evident that buyers, and not sellers,
have brought about the advances thus far.
aud leading steel interests seem to have de-
cided to leave the direction of the market to
the consuming side. This appears in the
action of the plate manufacturers last week
iv making no change in tha scheduled price
of 1.40e Pitts-burg, though buyers find it im-
possible to get plates at less than 1.50c, and
some mills are quoting above this. The bil-
let situation accents this condition even more.
No billets are to be had at the scheduled
prices and from $2 to $3 premium is paid.
The probability is that the billet agreement
will not figure further in the market, since
all the central western companies party to
it are included In the Morgan consolidation,
and there is no indication of a recession to
the basis fixed by the pool in the fall of 19u0.

The Bessemer pig iron market has followed
closely the advances la steel. From $15 one
week ago, the price has gone squarely to
$1B at Valley furnaces on deliveries in the
second quarter. There has develvoped a short
supply on the part of certain large steel
works whose fulPblast furnace capacity will
not be available for some weeks.

ARBITRATE, NOT STRIKE
IROX WORKERS HAVE A PROJECT

President Shaffer Propoiet a Perma-
nent Board to Settle All

Differences.

New York, March 14.—A circular issued
by President T. J. Shaffer, of the Amalga-
mated Association of Iron and Steel
Workers, asks lodges and sublodges to
take on a plan to establish a permanent
board of arbitration and conciliation,
composed of representatives of the com-
bination and the officers of the Steel
Workers' Association. Differences over
wages and hours of labor may be
amicably adjusted, and strikes will be no
more. Twenty thousand iron and steel
workers will be affected. The proposition
will come up before the convention of the
Amalgamated association at Milwaukee
next May.

A PANIC IN A TENEMENT
BROOKLYX FIRE KILLS THREE

Woman and a Boy Are Killed by
Jumping—Reacner Badly

Burned.

New York. March 14.—Three persons
were injured early in a fire that drove
fifty tenants in panic from the five-story
tenement house, 270 Atlantic avenue,
Brooklyn.

A woman and a 12-year-old boy crazed
by fear, jumped from fourth and the third
stories respectively and were killed. The
mother of the boy was burned to death.
Farrell Murray a motorman, was badly
burned while carrying Mrs. Mary Dehrer
through smoke and flames from the fourth
floor to the roof.

The dead are: Mary Madden, 67 years
old, a widow; George Rantio, 12 years old;
Mrs. Rantio, 45 years old.

HEINZE SEEKS DAMAGES
MONTANA SOT IN NEW YORK

Conspiracy Is Alleged In the Deal

of the Butte and Bos-

ton Company.

New York, March U-—The summons"
and complaint in an action brought by
the Montana Ore Purchasing company, -of
which F. Augustus Heinze is president,
against B. Rollins Morse, a banker of
Boston, and the Butte and Boston Con-
solidated Mining company of New York,
have been filed in the office of the county
clerk, says the Tribune.

The suit is to recover $5,500,000 dam-
ages. It Is charged in the complaint that
Mr. Morse, as chairman of the reorgani-
zation committee, bought the property of
the Butte and Boston company of Mon-
tana at Butte, at the receivers and mas-
ters' sale, Feb. 2, 1897, that und«r the re-
organization agreement he conveyed the
entire property, including thet Michael
Davitt lode claim, to the defendant Butte
and Boston Consolidated Mining company
of New York, May 2, 1897.

It is asserted in the complaint that
there was a conspiracy between Mr. Morse
and the Butte and Boston Consolidated
Mining company to maintain the injunc-

tion upon a false claim of title, and that
the Montana Ore Purchasing company has
been damaged in the sum of $5,000,000,
that amount being based upon the
declarations' by Mr. Morse in his action
for trespass against the Montana Ore
Purchasing company as to the value of the
ore property.
