The state encampment of the G. A. R.

The first business at the G. A. R. en-
campment in St. Paul this morning was
the report of Senior Vice Commander Har-
ries which was verbal and -brief. Depart-
ment Chaplain Stock,dill gave a resume of
Memorial day observance. The report of
Inspector General Mahan showed the posts
inspected to be in good shape. The com-
mittee on soldiers' home indorsed the man-
agement of the board of trustees and rec-
omended improvements in the general din-
ing-room and other repairs .and additions
to the hospital.

The council of administration gave the
assitant adjutant general and assistant
quartermaster general a clean bill of
health; showed the amount of funds on
hand at the beginning of the year,
$3,580.25; received from various sources,
$2,894.35; total, $6,424.60. Disbursements,
$2,803.49; balance on hand, ..3,671.11. The
report adds: "Of the $3,671.11 reported as
on hand there is an item of $325.38, the
Allemanla bank claim, which we believe to
be worthless, and would recommend that
the assitant quartermaster general be in-
structed to eliminate the amount from the
current account." The council recommends
the elimination of the mileage paid todelegates and commends the field work
being done, declaring it to be "the mostimoprtant need of the department to-day."

Ther was presented the draft of a bill
to be offered to the legislature providing
for department headquarters in the new
capitol and for the publication of tihe
proceedings of the department encamp-
ments of the order.

The committee on legislation, through
its chairman, Comrade Espy, recom-
mended that no action be taken on the
soldiers' preferment bill; that the act
providing for the rehabilitation of the
.muster rolls of Minnesota regiments in
the civil war be approved. These
recommendations were adopted. The i
resolution' asking that $3,000 be appro- j
priated for the transfer of the battleflags I
of the staet from the old capitol to the !

At this point Senior Vice Commander

The committee on legislation recom-
mended that the proposed bill appropriat-
ing $12,500 for finishing the top floors of
the hospital and cottages and $15,000 for
a new dining-room and kitchen at the Sol-
diers' home be approved.

IOWA'S ARMY POST
#700.000 to Be Spent at Dcs Moines

for the Cavalry Arm.

I Special to The Journal.
Dcs Moines, lowa, Harch 14.^-Recent In-

formation from Washington is that over
$700,000 will be expended by the United
States government on the ermy post here
before the close of the next fiscal year,
June 30, 1902. It is the intention to begin
work on the post as soon as the weather
will permit. The war department has
now $200,000 that can be used before June
30 of this year in fitting up the grounds
and- beginning the erection oT buildings.
On June 30, $519,000. an item in the gen-
eral army appropriations bill, will become
available. By next fall, it is the inten-
tion to have buildings enough under cov-
er to quarter four troops of cavalry.
While there will be quarters for but a bat-
talion at first, the intention is to provide
barracks for a regiment as soon as they
can be built. A large sum will be ex-
pended in landscaping, grading, and build-
ing drives at the aproaches to the reserva-
tion.

Two Cities an One.
A peculiarly difficult feature of the task is

the requurnjent that he shall treat Minne-
apolis and St. Paul under the same head, as
a dual city. The eastern impression now is
that both cities have grown together and that
they are practically one municipality. East-
erners do not understand how difficult it is
for a Minneapolis man to speak of both in
the same breath without putting the emphagis
on the big town. Judge Elliott believes he
will be able to give the two cities impartial
treatment by considering them as one great
center of northwestern population.

The earlier chapters will naturally center
about Fort SnelHrig, the original objective
point of the hardy pioneers who ventured
into the western wilds, which was respon-
sible for the founding of quaint old Mendota,
the oldest settlement in Minnesota. It was
from this outpost of civilization that the
two cities received their first stimulus.

Father Hennepin's first survey of the coun-
try now embraced in the corporate limits
of t,he city when, he discovered and christ-
ened the famous falls of St. Anthony, now
the greatest utilized water power, next to
Niagara, in the world, will also be reviewed.

The place where we left
svas full of smallpox and we wanted to
get out."

"Did you break quarantine?" sternly
questioned Judge Dickinson.

"No, we left before there was any quar-
antine," was the reply of the nimble
Perry.

"You fellows go to the workhouse for
ten days and get cleaned up," was the
final disposition of their case.

The official of the health office, who has
been vaccinating all workhouse prisoners
for the past few weeks, did not have to
give Charles Sallart a second look before
he discovered that the man had a well-
developed case of smallpox and tbat ev-
eryone in the crowded courtroom .had beer,

exposed.

A Wholesale Vaccination.
Preparations were at once made to cor-

ral the whole assemblage before a man
could escape. A cordon of police sur-
rounded the lobby leading to the cham-
ber. Within an hour every person in the
courtroom had been vaccinated and the
entire room fumigated by the health offi-
cials.

OUTLOOK VERY GOOD
Winter Has Left Soil in Good Condi-

THE SNOWFALL IS NOT HEAVY

But the Ground Wan Moist Be-
fore It Froze in the

Fall.

What will be the wheat crop of the
northwest for the year 1901? As spring
draws near there is great, interest mani-
fested in the prospects and possibilities
for the coming crop, and much specula-
tion as to the probable acreage that will
be sown. The experience of many years
has shown the futility of early spring
estimate, and many figures of past sea-
sons put out by various estimators in the
early spring and based upon superficial
observation or necessarily incomplete data
have fallen flat when the harvesting re-
turns have come in. It is but a short
look ahead now to seeding time and until
then it is of course impossible to make
an intelligent estimate as to actual acre-
age. There are, however, some general
facts in relation to the outlook for the
coming crop — about which it is
possible to speak with certainty.
Preliminary conditions point to an
early break up and good weather
for seeding. The ground is well
watered. While the winter has been mild
and without heavy snows yet the coun-
try has been blanketed by frequent light
flurries, last fall was very wet, and the
ground now holds enough snow, and is
frozen hard enough to saturate the earth,
to a good depth and provide moisture for
the plant in the early stages of growth.
All reports bear this out and farmers
coming in to Minneapolis from widely dif-
ferent points say that the ground is right
to hold the seed.

Wheat Prleeti Encouraging.

There is the further fact that wheat is
now holding on a range about 10c over
prices of this time last year, which will
influence farmers in some sections to sow
more freely while in the flax districts the
acreage may be doubled.

The Flax Outlook.

If the old rule holds good that a year of
high prices works for increased production
in the following year, there will be a
heavy flax crop. Last year was a herd one
for the flax growers. The early drought

that killed so much wheat operated
against flax as well. First came drought
then too much moisture coupled with
frost, damage to northern flex. In places

farmers plowed up their entire acreage,
it being worthless.

Some Were Lucky.

But while some lost their crops, those
fortunate enough to take in a fair yield
realized handsomely. In December last
No. 1 seed sold in Minneapolis around
$1.75 and $1.80 a bushel, and while there
have been declines since then, prices even
now are high by comparison with former
years. There can be no doubt that if the
present range is maintained many farmers
will put in just a little more flax than
last year. !

To this factor must be added the In-
creased acreage due to follow from the
opening of new ground. Approximately
5,000 new settlers have gone into North
Dakota and much new land has been set-
tled. This spring will see thousands of
acres of new ground turned. In much of
this flax will be sown. There will be dif-
ficulty in places to get seed and this may
hold down the acreage somewhat espe-
cially among the poorer farmers. The
large elevator companies have often put
out seed on time to help deserving settlers
and their policies will without doubt be
the seme this year.
