HUSTLING FOR “BIZ”

The ¢¢Commercial’’ Now Qut After

the Fall Trade

AND HE IS GETTING IT, TOO

Eastern Houses Making = Stronger
Bid for the Miscellaneous
Business,

The commercial traveler is beginning
the chase for what he calls “fall busi-
ness.” In many lines orders are taken
for spring goods in the fall and winter,
and for fall goods in the spring. The crop
conditions of last fall gave discouraging
prospects for spring business, In some
sections these prospects were realized,
but the territory tributary to Minneapo-
lis, generally speaking, produced a big
trade. As one of the leading jobbers
states: “It requires a little experience
like that to prove that the trade of this
city is not effected by losses that may
befall any one section of the northwest.”
When the jobbers saw the wheat belt in
trouble they cut into new territory and
wenti after trade so aggressively that the
results were a surprise.

Easterners Show Up Again,

The eastern jobber, influenced by the
poor crop conditions in the wheat coun-
try, did not make much of an effort to get
spring business. His couriers of com-
merce were very shy of the northwest
for several months. But he believes that
this is to be a good year and he is now
meking a reach for the fall trade. The
northwestern merchant is not lacking in
that excellent quality, hope. He is will-
ing to take a bright view of matters gen-
erally, and if the wheat production around
his town did not drop to a low figure last
fall, he is up and coming this year. The
fall trade is the big item with him and
he needs stock to meke money.

Story of the Banks.

Country bankers visiting in Minneapolis
state that taxes are paid up better and
that there is more money on . deposit in
country banks this year than ever before.
That is one good indication of prosperity,
and while the country merchant may have
been forced to ask scme concessions from
his jobber, he has been able to procure
help at home when it was necessary.

Every train from the east brings dele-
gations of commercial travelers en route
to different points in the northwest. For
the first time many of the eastern houses
are sending men through to the coast.

The shoe factories of the east are in-
creasing their forces for this purpose.
The west coast is coveted territory.
Chicago is fighting hard for it. Minne-

epolis dry goods, shoes, hats and caps,
and various other lines are well repre-
sented there. .

CONTROLLING OTHERS

The lIdea Is a Favorite One With
Writers.

The idea of a man controlling others as
Providence controls the world is a favor-
ite literary motive. In his course of lec-
tures in Minneapolis last year, Dr..R. G.
Moulton pointed this out in Shaksepere’s
“Tempest’’ and Dumas’ ‘‘Monte Cristo.”
This year he finds the same thing in an-
other story, “The Wandering Jew.” " This
is a notable instance of the use of the
above motive, and differs from the others
mentioned in having a dual providential
control,—Malevolent Providence, the
Jesuit order; Benevolent Providence, the
Wandering Jew and Herodias (a woman
condemned to wander till the day of
judgment for asking for the head of John
the Baptist). The one becomes the per-
secutor of the Rennepont family with its
vast inheritance. The other counteracts
the effects of its first success, while
Providence himself neutralizes the effect
of the second success.

Dr. Moulton gives this lecture at the
Unitarian church to-morrow evening.

STILL OVER THE MOON

Broom Prices Are Still Much Ele-
vated.

The housewife who was not in the least
pleased when brooms took e 50 per cent
jump in price a year ago and who has
been waiting for the price to get down to
a reasonable figure will be disappointed
to learn that the broom corn market is in
such a condition that the price of good
brooms stays up. The combine in broom
corn formed in ’99 was responsible for
much of the advance. The combine could
not work the game so well last year but
the crop was not large enough to ease the
market. The next crop will be on the
market next fall and if it is large enough
the house wife will be able to buy her fall
and winter broom at the old time price.

DALLES TOPOGRAPHY.

The topographical sheet of the Wisconsin
and Minnesota St. Croix Dalles has been
completed. These maps are sold at the rate
of 5 cents each, or for 100 or more in one
order at 2 cents. The money may be sent
to the director of the United States geological
survey. Sheets of Minneapolis, St. Paul, Du-
Juth and Moorhead may be obtained in the
same way. The Dzallés sheet shows the terri-
tory in a space of twelve by seventeen miles.

NORTHWEST RAILWAY CLUB. ;
The regular monthly meeting of the North-
west Railway Club was held last evening at
the Ryan Hotel in St. Paul. The paper of
the evening was read by Spencer Otis, a
member of the Society of Mechanical Engi-
neers. His subject, ‘“The Future Simple Lo-
comotive,”” was illustrated with maps and
drawings. The April meeting of the club
will be held in Minneapolis.

CONDUCTORS’ CONVENTION.

The national convention of the Order of
Railway Conductors will be held in St. Paul,
begining May 14. The O. R. C. has a mem-
bership of 40,000 members, and it is expected
that there will be 2,000 railroad men in the
city for the ten days’ session. For the first
time Mexico is to be represented at the na-
tional convention.

CORROSIVE SUBLIMATE USED.

NEW WHOLESALE HOUSE?

WESTERN GROCERY CO. INQUIRES

It Prefers to Buy Out an Established
Business, but May Start
New One.

The Western Grocery company with
headquarters at Marshalltown, Iowa, may
establish a wholesale grocery house in
Minneapolis. C. M. Carr representing the
Western company was in the city yester-
day looking over the ground.

The Western Grocery company has a
line of wholesale houses in Iowa and one
at St. Joseph, Mo. Not long ago it pur-
chased the Ransom Bros. house at Albert
Lea. It looks upon Minnesota and the Da-
kotes as very desirable territory and de-
sires to enter the field, preferably through
the purchase of an established business.
The visit of Mf. Carr and the fact that
he called on most of the Wholesale gro-
cery men here put all kinds of rumors in
circulation. but he left last evening for

Duluth without closing any deal. Al]l of
the Minneapolis wholesale houses are
prospering and not enxious to sell. Mr.

Carr expressed himself as much pleased
with Minneapolis as a wholesale grocery
point and intimated that if purchase of an
established business was impossible the
Western company might declde to estab-
lish a new house here. The Western com-
pany hes Duluth and Kansas City in mind.
If they locate at either one of the other
towns the Minneapolis house would be left
out, but this city gets the preference.

CHEESE INDUSTRY GROWING

Many New Factories Will Be Estab~
lished.

Men prominently connected with the
dairy interests of the state predict a large
increase in the number of cheese factories
and the total cheese production of Minne-
sota in the next few years. The past two
years have been prosperous ones for the
western cheese maker. Tis product has
sold at e good price and the demand has
been greater than the supply. One reason
for this is the fact that most of the New
York cheese is exported and does not em-
ter the western market in such big gquan-
tities as former years. The west is de-
pendent in a great degree upon its own
factories.

Fred Tilton of the Tilton Produce com-
pany says: ‘‘Wisconsin ghese is making
a great record. The cheese makers of
that state have taken pains to suit the
domestic trade, while our people have
been making @ cheese that may suit the
taste in other sections of the country but
does not suit the people of the northwest
nearly as well as the Wisconsin product.
Minnesota has a wonderful opportunity in
cheese traffic right here in the northwest,
but she must study the trade more and
conform to the Wisconsin idea in cheese
making.”

HANLEY AGAIN

The Farmers’' Trust Man Issues a
New Circular.

J. C. Hanley of St. Paul who seeks to
organize the farmers of the world into a
big trust to raise wheat to a dollar per
bushel has issued & mew circular describ-
ing the co-operative methods in vogue
among the farmers of different EHuropean
countries. He announces that organizers
will be put into the fleld upon Te-
quest from any community to organize lo-
cal associations of the Natlonal Grain
Growers’ Union of America., This is the
first active move of this kind since the
days of the Farmers’ Alliance.

DR. HOWES MISSING.

Dr. H. C. Howes of Browns Valley, Minn.,
who went to Alaska nearly two years ago, has
not been heard from more than once siuce his
departure. C. P. Howes of St. Paul, his
brother, is very anxious for news of the
missing man, and has sent letters of inguiry

hopes that he may have a letter in the spring
when travel begins.
