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STOKES’ BIG MILL GONE

HEAVY LOSS FOR WATERTOWN

Largest Plant of the Kind in the
State—Proprietor May Not
Rebuild.

Watertown, S. D., March 14.—W. H.
Stokes’ mill was destroyed by fire last
night. It was a 600-barrel mill, and the
best in .the state. The main structure
and its machinery are an entire loss.

~ Theé engines and one large flour house
‘were saved. The total loss is $100,000,
and the insurance op the structure and
stock Is $52,000. The mill had been new-
ly eqiipped with machinery.

The fire originated in the basement,
either by friction of the rollers or spon-
taneous combustion. A blizzard was rag-
ing -at the time, and it required great
effort to kgep the flames from spreading.

Mr. Stokes is undecided whether he
will rebuild. It will be a great loss to
ihe city if -he decides not to flo so, as he
employed fhirty men. ;

Leavenworth, Kan.,, March 14.—After a
three days’ trial in the city court, a
Jjury found Andy Wilburn, John Thornburg,
John Turner and John Wilson, who were
implicated in the raid on the Millwood
saloon last month, guilty of the murder
of Mrs. Hudson in the first degree, as
charged. Bail was set.at £10,000 for Wil-
burn and Turner, $6,000 for Wilson and
$1,000 for TLormburg.

ORANGE MARKET DEMORALIZED.

New York, March 14.—The Journal-of Com-
merce says that the market for California
citrus fruits, especially oranges, is almost
demoralized. Within the last two days 132
car loads have been sold at auction, and 1t is
dcubtful whether the entire amount realized
is sufficient to pay freight charges from Cali-
fornla.
