Trouble in St. Petersburg Is of Very
. Serious Proportions. .

STUDENTS PELT HOLY PICTURES

They Protest Against the Excommu-
nication of Tolstoi—The
Riots.

Kew York Sun Special Service

London, March 19,—The correspondents
of the Times and Telegraph describe Sun-
day’s disorders on the Nevsky Prospekt
at St. Petersburg as serious and as very
like a revolutionary riot. It required two
regiments of Cossacks, a squadron of
gendarmes and all the mounted and un-
mounted police of the capital to quell the
trouble.

The causes of unrest seem to lie in the
Tecent regulations revising the coutrel of
the students issued by the late M. Bogo-
lyepoff; minster of public instruction, who
dled a few days ago from the effects of a
revolver wound inflicted by Peter Kar-
Povich, and the excommunication of Count
Tolstoi.

The other day several hundred students
made a protest against the excommunica-
tion, and petitioned the metropolitan of
St. Petersburg to also excommunicate
them. The petition was unnoticed, and
Sunday the students to show that they no
longer desired to belong to the Orthodox
church, assembled within the Kazan ca-
thedral, shouting, laughing, smoking,
whistling and pelting the holy pictures,
while the priests were preparing for mass.
The congregation tried to drive out the
students and a general fight resulted. One
of the brawlers seized a sacred banner
and battered a number of the congregation
with the pole.

The Cossacks charged the crowd outside
and were met with a shower of stones.
They dismounted and attacked the mob
with their whips. Most of the students
fought with sticks. Several faces were
cut open by the whips of the Cossacks.
An old woman was crushed and a little
child was killed. Some reports say that
several other persons were killed. The
fight lasted nearly an hour.

About 800 students were arrested. These
are being examined personally by the min-
ister of justice and the directors of po-
lice. Further disorders are expected. The
Kazan Quay, the Neysky Prospekt and the
neighboring streets “have the appearance
of a military camp. All courtyards of
large mansions are gccupied by troops.
