Jlereer Is Aroused.

Attorney General Douglas is upheld in
his contention that there should be a rule
of comity between tht? courts of the state
and the nation, requiring parties who con-
test a state law to carry their case to the
supreme court of the state, before invok-
ins the aid of the federal courts. Then
the appeal must be taken, not to a fed-
eral district judge, but to the supreme
court at Washington.

In the case at issue, C. X. Brundage was
arrested and fined in the municipal court
of Minneapolis for violating the oleomar-
garine act. Inscead of appealing to the
state supreme court, his attorneys ap-
plied to Judge Lochren for a writ of
habeas corpus, en the ground that the act
was unconstitutional. Judge H. D. Dick-
inson, then assistant city attorney, argued
the case for the state before Judge Loch-

i ren. who rendered an adverse decision.
This way the first news the attorney

jgeneral had of the habeas corpus pro-
I proceedings. He appealed to the supreme

court, and brought the case to an argu-
ment three weeks ago. He advanced the
point that the federal court should not
have taken jurisdiction in the case, but
that the defendant should have appealed
to the supreme court of the state. This
contention was upheld by the highest
court of the land in its decision filed yes-
terday.

In past years the practice of running to
the federal courts to contest the validity
of state laws has ocacsioned much delay
and complication. Some years ago this
was tried in the meat inspection ease, and
that time the federal court entertained
jurisdiction. Also, in the baking powder
case, Judge Sanborn in the federal court
held the law to be unconstitutional, while
the supreme court of the state declared
it valid, and the two conflicting decisions
stood for some years, till a new law was
framed.

Costly to Defendant*!.

The decision of the supreme court Is a
costly one to the defendant. Brunndage,

I or rather to his employers, the Hammonrl
j Packing company. They have no further
| redress, as the time hae expired within
I which they might have taken an appeal to

the Minnesota supreme court. The orig-
inal fine in the municipal court was nom-
inal, but costs will have to be paid all
along the line, and the expense will run
into four figures.

Validity of Law Hot Settled.
The decision does not go to the validity

of the Minnesota law. The attorney gen-
eral admits that it cannot be sustained in
its entirety. The question is whether the
invalidity of one provision would destroy
the validity of the entire act. The law

, prohibits four things:
First, the sale of oleomargerin as but-

ter.
Second, the sale of oleomargerin as a

substitute for butter.
Third, the mixture of oleomargerin with

butter and the sale of the mixture as but-
ter.

Fourth, coloring oleomargerin to re-
semble yellow butter.

Three of these prohibitions can be sus-
tained, in the attorney general's opinion.
But the second is invalid, as oleomargarin
has been recognized, by the courts as an
article of commerce, and its sale as a
substitute for butter cannoi be prohib-
ited.

The important feature of the law is the
fourth prohibition. A separate act pro-

; hibiting the coloring of oleomargarin to
; resemble butter has been prepared by the

attorney general, and it passed the senate
this morning. \Vhether the old law
stands or falls, the bill now in progress: will be a valid law. It is drafted on the
line of the Massachusetts law, which the
courts have sustained.

NOT TO RED WING
Judge Harrison Keeps Arthur Logan

From Training School.

HE DISTURBED AC. E. MEETING

—
Fop the First Time He Had Tasted

Whisky and Was Somewhat
Intoxicated.

Summary justice dealt out to Arthur
Logan, aged 15, by a Bloomingtoa Ferry
justice, was this morning set aside by
Judge Harrison when he was asked for a
writ of execution. The court reversed
the judgment of the justice and the boy
who was to be taken to the state train-
ing school at Red Wing, was set free.
It appears to be a case where Arthur

was more sinned against than sinning.
Thursday he accompanied his big brother,
John, aged 23, to Shakopee. Following
John's example, Arthur had several drinks
of Shakopee firewater of the kind that
made the Indians go on the warpath in
the old days, when the village was a trad-
ing post. It was the first real intoxicat-
ing liquor Arthur had ever imbibed and
its effect was not akin to that of sooth-
ing syrup.

In fact, Arthur became hilarious, arid
as they jogged home in the early evening
he became more demonstrative. Thus

' they approached the Bloomington Ferry
M. E. church, where the regular weekly
meeting of the Christian Endeavor society
was in progress. By this time the "red |
eye" had worked on Arthur to such an
extent that he gave vent to a series of
war whoops.

Arthur's Seriotm MiMlake.

The commotion brought several women
to the door to learn the cause of the dis-
turbance. The topic for the evening was
\u25a0'Missionary Work at Home."

Here was an opportunity! A small boy,
drunk and, disorderly!

"Won't you come in, little boy?" asked
one of the women, smiling sweetly on
him.

Arthur was then on the steps of the
church and had ceased making night hide-
ous with his yells.

He
promptly disapproved of the justice's or-
der, and. declared that there were no
facts in the evidence which in any way
justified such findings, and filed a coun-
ter order in which he decreed that the
boy at once be set at liberty.

Arthur Wan Thankful.

"Thank you, judge; I'm not as bad as
they made me out to be," said Arthur,
with tears in his eyes, as he left the
courtroom. He is a handsome, dark-eyed
boy with a manly look about him.

"Of course, the boy did wrong," said
Judge Harrison, "but it was an outrage
to endeavor to punish him so severely.
The brother who gave him the liquor and
got him drunk should have been prose-
cuted. In his case the punishment wouldjust about have fitted the crime."

There had been no thought of arrest-
ing the elder brother.

MEAT COMPANIES CUT IN
THEY BUY PRODUCE DIRECT

Disposition to Deal With the Par-
Biers for Butter, Eggs

and Poultry.

The disposition to "pass up" the middle- 'man is becoming manifest to some extent'
in the handling of farm produce. Some of
the big meat< packers have entered the i
field and are making purchases as near as :
possible to the primary market. The com-
mission man is not considered.

All of these ocncerns have traveling men
covering every section of the country.
These men now carry a draft book with
which to pay for purchases they make and
they are instructed to buy butter, eggs,
and poultry and ship to the nearest
'"branch." Minneapolis and St. Paul are
the headquarters for these concerns in the
northwest and the shipments for this sec-
tion are forwarded here to be in turn for-
warded to the market which the meat com-
pany may dictate. Most of these purchases
are made of the country dealer.

Oleomargarine has been a source of
profit to the meat packers but the disposi-
tion to place restrictions on its manufac-
ture by legislation has sent the meat pack-
ers into the creamery business. What is
called "packing stock" is poured upon the
markets in large quantiries by the farmers
in midsummer and the price is very low.
The plan of the meat corporations is to
purchase this butter from the local dealer,
have it shipped to the nearest branch
plant and placed in cold storage until car-
load quantities have been collected when
it is shipped to the company's creamery
plant to be "worked over" and then turned
out with a fancy label and pretty ribbon
adorning every package.

There -are times in the year when the
egg harvest Is a perfect pest to teh coun-
try dealer. The best he can do is to send
the eggs to the commission man and the
chances are that when he considers the
price he has paid the customer for the fruit
he is not satisfied with the returns. The
average country dealer insists that the
system of handling and marketing eggs in
the summer months has been imperfect.
The appearance of the meat corporations
in the market with their large facilities
may please him. It is a novel departure
at least and it increases the demand for
produce that has usually been a burden to
him.

The commission men are not alarmed.
They consider the produce harvest at the
busy time of the year large enough to give
all a chance who want to engage in the
traffic.

MANY IMPROVEMENTS

MR. COPLEY OBJECTS
Resents Criticism of His Official Acts

and Asks an Investigation.

LAUER-MERZ FACTIONS EXCITED

County Surveyor Cooley showed fight
at the county commissioners' special
meeting yesterday with regard to the
reflections recently made upon the man-
ner in which the affairs of his office are
said to be conducted.

It had been understood that the com-
missioners would make a little investiga-
tion on their own account. Mr. Cooley
headed them off. He handed them this
communication, which headed the list of
'new business":

An article appeared in one of our evening
papers a few days ago seriously reflecting on
the administration of the office of the county
surveyor. Notwithstanding the fact that the
article was a combination of misrepresenta-
tions and malicious lies, I believe It is pro-
per to call your attention to it and request
that your honorable body proceed to satisfy
yourself of the truth or falsity of the charges
contained therein. A portion of this article
seems to reflect on the methods of supervi-
sion of your honorable body over the office,
and consequently calls into question the in-
tegrity of the county commissioners. I
therefore desire that you make a thorough
and searching examination of all details of
the office in order that the public may know
precisely how the same is conducted.

The communication was referred to the
committee on roads and bridges.which will
at once proceed to comply with the sur-
veyor's request.

The room was crowded, with sturdy yeo-
men from all the countryside. Among
them were Henry Lauer, who wants the
board to dig a ditch for the drainage of
thirty acres of land, said to have been
transformed into swamp by the surplus
water backed up by the Minnetonka dam
near Gray's lake, and Joseph Merz, who
strenuously objects to the improvement.
The others were partisans of the princi-
pals. A resort to fists was narrowly
averted and the lie passed back and forth
in heated terms.

A Telephone Proposition.

A proposition was received from the new
Twin City Telephone company offering to
install a ne-w telephone switchboard and
central telephone system in the court-
house, connected by five trunk circuits
with the Twin City central at $23 per
month for thirty-two telephones. The
contract would run for five years. The
board was informed that a good operator
would cost not more than $25 per month,
making the total monthly expense of the
system $48.

The present telephonic connections of
the courthouse are inadequate. Inter-
communication with the different offices
is possible only through the Northwest-

| crn "central."
A communication was received from Al-

bert Phelps, offering to furnish the com-
misioners with an abstract index of all
real estate in Hennepin county, posted to
date, proof-read, corrected and ready for
use with no other consideration than the
cost of the blank books and the fees fixed
by law.

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BIG BONE OF CONTENTION

Whole Question Max Be Opened Up
by a Recent Vote In Yank-

ton County,

Special to The Journal.
Yankton, S. D. ( March 19.—The recent

vote in Marindahl township this county,
in favor of making a reeurvey of the town-
ship, has already led to several personal
encounters among the farmers and gives
promise of endless litigation. The gov-
ernment surveys in the older section of
South Dakota were inaccurate in many
townships. Land was cheap then and
very little attention was paid to the mat-
ter, even when one homesteader would get
as many as 240 acres to a quarter while
hia neighbor got only 80 acres.

As the country settled up and the land
became valuable the farmers divided into
factions, those short of the 160 acres being
in favor of a resurvey and those having
more than the usual amount of land in a
homestead demanding that the government
survey shall stand. Numerous elections
were held resulting in favor of a resurvey
in some townships and against in others.Attempts to open up roads on the new
section lines met with armed resistance in
many cases. The courts were appealed to
for injunctions, and formerly peaceful
communities were divided into warring fac-
tions. In some instances the matter led
to feuds which have lasted for years. The
graders attempting to work on the new
roads were in danger of being shot at by
farmers whose land had been cut down
by the new survey and of being blown up
by dynamite buried in the ground.

In the meantime the matter was being
fought out by the lawyers in both the
state and federal courts. The decisions
were divided but preponderance of opin-
ion was in favor of the old survey. It
finally reached the supreme court of the
state and there, too, those in favor of the
old survey were victorious. The matter
was supposed to be finally settled, but the
advocates of a resurvey claim to have dis-
covered new phases and evidence and by
getting a vote in favor of a survey In
Marindahl township a new test case will
be brought and carried to the supreme
court.

Fear of Uprising on Pine Ridge and

Rosebud Reservations.

FEW SOLDIERS WITHIN REACH

Indian Office, However, Discredits
the Reports of Probable

Washington, March 19.—Some alarm i«

felt here among persons who know the
Sioux Indians best, lest the restless ele-
ment on the Pine Ridge and Rosebud
reservations in South Dakota take advan-
tage of the unprotected condition of the
country thereabouts to rise in revoltagainst the government.

The ostensible reason will be the de-
crease of the rations by about one-third.
This reduction is a step in the right di-
rection, and in pursuance of Commis-
sioner Jones' policy of putting the In-
dians on a self-reliant basis by degrees.

The policy is naturally unpopular
among the unprovident Indians, and as
the nearest army post is Fort Robinson
in Nebraska, and there is only one troop
of cavalry, troop F of the Tenth, and the
Indians on the two reservations number

conservative, has written to a friend in
this city that he is hungry and that he has
about made up his mind that he "might
better die hot than die cold," which
means that it will pay him better to invite
a fight with the whites than to starve to
death.
